FARMING MATTERS.

HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.
Sandy Land.

Henry Stewart, in the Country Gentle-
man says some things about sandy land
which may be encouraging to those who
are tilling such farms.

Sandy soil, well managed, is the best of
all kinds. It absorbs the rain and holds
it firmly; its potomty keeps it dry in wet
weather, and moist in dry weather; it en-
ables the air to pass in and out of it freely
at every change of tempeaature and condi-
tion of moisture; and also exerts that
oxidizing effect upon organic matter, as
manure or composts, which is well known
to be a property of all porous substances,
and thus such soil makes at once availgble
an application of manure by decomposing
it very rapidly and converting it into plant
food; it is easily tilled, may be worked
weeks in advance of clay land, and in 24
hoursafter a rain when the working is the
most effective.

It yields the best quality of wheat, thm,
clear-skinned and heavy in the grain; the
very best and brightest batley, the heaviest
oats: the very finest potatoes, and roots;
and being warmed up quickly by the sun’s
heat, which it absorbs greedily, it yields
the finest corn, clover and forage crops. It
is healthful to live stock and to the gwner.
It is generous, kindly in disposition, fract-
able, and when liberally treated, it returns
favours promptly and abundantly. Like
the greatest virtue of humanity it is twice
blessed, it blesseth him that gives, and him
that takes; but alsq like everything kindly
and good it pines for kindness and gener-
osity in return. It is thankfnl for small
favours, and gives * quid pro quo” for the
least it receives. I would rather work a
sandy loam farm than any other kind, and
ifthe right kind of sand is there, the loam
will soon be made of it by ploughing in
green crops and by the use of fertilizers,
lime included, as well as mauure.

TOO DEEP PLOUGHING

The natural tendency of the plough in
early spring is to go in too deeply, and
turn up goil only partially leavened and
lightened by air and warmth. When the
frost is first out of the ground the soil is
moist, and it is easier to plough eight or
nine inches deep than to a depth of six or
even five inches later in'the season, when
drought and the abstraction of moisture by
plant roots have hardened it. Every farm-
er knows that plough points dulled so as
to be past uging in the fall will do good
work on either stubble or sod the next
spring. But as a rule stubble ground, if
for spring grain, scarcely needs the plough.
It may be cultivated over toa depth .of
two to three inches, and in most seasons
will thus bring a better crop of cats or bar-
ley by deeper ploughing.

Where spring wheat is mainly grown
the only sure success is found by plough-
ing in the fall and slightly cultivating or
dragging the surface in spring sufficiently
to barely cover the seed. It is usually said.
that this is done to get the grain in earlier.
We think that part of the benefit of this
practice comes from keeping near the sur-
face the finely pulverized and rich mold
that repeated freezing and thawing leaves
on bare ground after winter is over. If
this fall ploughed land were reploughed it
would not only take longer time to get the
land ready for seeding, but the richer soil
would be turned to the bottom of a deep
furrow, where it would not be at once
available to give the seed a good start.
Clover and grass seedings are also much
better on these lightly cultivated stubble
lands.

PROPER CARE OF LAMBS.

The present high price of sheep should
lead all sheep owners to give them proper
attention. The ewes should have plenty
of good, coarse fodder, such as timothy
hay and clover, if'it be not too dusty or
moldy. Even when so damaged, shaking
well before placing in the rack it will be
more palatable. Corn stalks and bright
oats or barley straw may be fed as a noon-
day ration.

As the ewes become heavy they should
be divided into flocks of about twenty-
five each, and once a week fed a ration of
vegetables — turnips, beets, or potatoes —
not so much as a fattening food as a
natural regulator of the system, and a wel-
come change from the dry, hard ration of
hay and grain. Also see that all doors are
large, so that sheep may pass through with-
out injury by erowding. Much valuable
stock is seriously injured by rushing pell-
mell through small doors and gates.

At lambing time the pen should be made
extra warm and comfortable,as lambs drop-
ped during severe cold weather (especially
of Merinos or fine wools) soon bécome
chilled unless the room is warm, or prompt
attention is paid to them by the attendant.
Should the ewe fail to own her lamb, it is
best to tie her up in a separate stall; or,
better still, partition off one corner of the
pen so that she may not be shut away from
the fllock. If the lamb becomes chilled
it may be fed a few tablespoonfuls of warm
milk, mixed with one tenth part of brandy
or whisky; or in the absence of these, a few'
drops of Jamaica ginger or pain killer may
be administered with the milk. This
treatment, with wrapping in a woollen
blanket and placing near the stove, should
soon restore the lamb to vigor.

Senator Hale has introduced a bill into
the U. S. Senate respecting the Canadian
Pacific Short Line through Maine and its
through traffic. It does not interfere
with its local traffic,and proposes to allow
certain goods to go through. By its re-
strictive clauses the bill will suspend the
bonding privilege in the case of all
through American freight destined for

abroad if such freight be earried to a
Canadian seaport, as well as in the case of
all foreign %;)ods destined for the United
States which may arrive at a Canadian
port. Section 5 will put an end to the
cheap through rates which the Canadian
Pacific might grant for freight bound
from the North-Western States to Euro
‘unless, of course, such freight should

ut on board ship at Portland, Boston or
Klew York instead of at St: John or Hali-
fax. It'would also render it impossible
for the Canadian Pacific to use its short
line for conveying to the United States
-goods landed at St. John or Halifax by
the subsidized line of. steamers on the
Atlantic which has been talked of lately.
The bill does not affect the local or domes-
tic commerce of New England, whilst it
is designed tq help the New England sea-

rts and New York by cutting off St.

ohn and Halifax from all participation in
outbound or inbound -American business.

ANSWERED.

MR. BLAIR’S CLEAR AND CON-
; VINGING TESTIMONY,

He Never Heard It Suggested That
Loary Was to Contribute a
Dollar to the Election -
Fund,

THE A'n'onm GENERAL.

Hon. Andrew G. Blair, sworn, was ex-
amined by Hon. Mr. Pugsley.

Q—You are attorney general of the
province and leader of the govemment?

A—Yes. .

Q—I wish yon would state the history
of ‘thatters conmected with the dry dock
and the building of the dry dock in St.
John as far as they have come under your
notice as a member of the government.
A—My first knowledge, as a member of
the government, in connexion with any
application for the dock subsidy was when
an application came from a company
organized in St. John. That was in the
year 1888 ; it was the company with which
Hurd Peters was connected. We had one
or two delegations before the government
on the subject, and the delegates were
Hurd Peters and A. A.Stockton.. The ap-
plication. was considered by the govern-
ment, and the conclusion which we ar-
rived at was that while we were, as a
government, under obligations to give the
$2,500 a year by virtue of the act of 1882,
since we had given the other subsidies to
the companies that were named in that
act, yet we ought to exercise a careful dis-
cretion in the giving of the contract. We

: Ought to be Assured
that the company was able to ‘earry the
work on. We also entertained an objee-
tion to the composition of the company,
which was then applying for the contract
and I think we specified in the order in
council some of the objections which we
entertained. The company as organized,

the directors or board of management

congisted, I think, of Mr. Peters, his son-
in-law, Albert J. Gregory, R. O. Stockton,
Mr. Thomson and, I think, Dr. A. A.
Stockton. Well, we felt that thesg gentle-
mefi were not going to put any money into
the_enterprise, and that members of-the
legiglature ought notto be mixed up in the
entbrprise at all; an*'we intimated to the
company that we would require them to
reorganize their board go as to take in a
number of business men, shipping' men,
men -of means and capital in St. John, to
show that there was something behind the
enterprise before we would be justified in
giving the contract to them. An
Order in Council was Passed

bearing date the 21st of December, 1885,
following the application to which I have
referred. This is the order in council:
“In Counciy, 21st Dec., 1888.
Preeent His honor the lleutenant
governor. Thecommittee of the executive
council having read the petition with the
accompanying documents submitted by
the St, John Dock Company, a company
incorporated under an act of assembly of
this province, praying that an order might
pass by the lieutenant governor in council,
for a contract to be entered into between
the government and the dock company,
for the payment of the subsidy of $2,500
for twenty years, under the authority of
the act 45th Victoria, cap. 34; and having
heard the president of the company, Hurd
Peters, and others who addressed the com-
mittee, it is observed that a large number
of the board of directors of the company
who appear to be the only stockholders,
are not gentlemen who are at all identified
with the shipping interest of the port of St.

John or of the province, and some of them

it is perceived are at present members of
the legislature. The committee have no
objections to make to the individuals com-
prising the board of directors. But there
would be

A Large Degree of Confidence
on the part of the public in this particular
enterprise if, at least, a considerable por-
tion of those who are promoting it were
interested directly in the shipping of the
port, and the bona fides of the government |
m{entenng into a contract for the pay-

t of the subsidy would be less open to
critl ism if the members of the legislature
were not connected with the governing
board, nor, in fact, had any personal inter-
est in‘urging upon the government com-

- pliance with the:company’s application.

It is therefore recommended that the
company be advised that, while willing to
aid to the extent of existing legislative
authority in the construction of a dry
dock in St. John, as a work having claims
upon the government, and as being likely
to promote the ‘business interests of the
port to a very large degree, it isnot deemed
advisable by the committee under the.cir-
cumstances -to which reference has al-
ready been made that an order should
pass at present for a contract as prayed for
by the petitioning company. Recom-
mendation approved.”

I believe that acting upon this sugges-
tion there was some movement made to
reorganize the company; and that some
two or three gentlemen went out and two
or three others came in. But we had

No Further Pressing Application,
if, indeed, any at all. I don’t call to mind
now that any further application at all
was made. But at all events no pressing
application was made to us for a subsidy,
and the matter seemed to drop until the
excitement arose in St. John following the
election about the commission. I will
state very briefly what occurred in that
connexion. The excitement which oc-
curred in St. John, and which led to the
action of the common council as far as the
government was concerned, culminated in
an application made to us on behalf of

the common council and Mr. Leary. The-

government was met by a delegation com-
posed of the mayor and members of the
common council. (A paper was shown
Mr. Blair.)

Q—Is that the application the council
made. A.--I think so. The date (De-
cember 14th) corresponds with the time
the committee met us; they met a com-
mittee of the executive council.
delegation consisted of the mayor, Alder-
men Peters, Kelly, and Baskin.

Q—Was Alderman Peters up here?
A.—I think so.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell —They said yester-
day it was Ald. Lewis? A.—Well, I think
it was Ald. Peters. I have a very distinct
recollection of him addressing us in the
council room. But if he says he was not
here I am in error— Alderman Connor
and Mr, Leary. 1had

. The,

No Private Conversation with them
at all, or with any individual member of
the committee, or with Mr. Leary. These
gentlemen advanced all the reasons which
occurred to them in favor of their applica-
tion, and they urged very strenuously that
the government should then and there
agree to enter into the contract. I felt
myself, and so stated that I thought, they
were unduly pressing us, and I said we
must have time to consider the matter. I
said it is all very well that the common
council of St. John have, agreed to give a
contract, but we cannot be entirely gr
erned by that.

Q. — Do you remember as to whether,
when they first presented it, the applica-
tion was in writing? A.—No. Mr. Leary’s
application wasnot in writing. Ithen and
there said to Mr. Leary: We have notany
formal application from you, nor memorial.
We don’t know what you propose doing
and I think you ought to state in writing
what you are proposing to do, for which
you ask us to enter into this contract.

Q. — Have you there a copy both of the
memorial and the application of the city
council? A.— Yes, here it is.

Q. —The memorial was put in writing
in accordance with your suggestion? A.—
Yes, inaccordance with the suggestion I
made at the time. I was abouttosay that
one or two of the aldermen insisted that
they should get an answer that night to
the effect that we would give them the
$2,500 2 year. I felt that

The Demand was very Unreasonable,
and I said so. I said I thought they ought
to recognize that the government must
act upon its own discretion and judgment
in the matter, and could not be guided en-
tirely by the action of the city council;
that while the cabinet would be largely
influenced by the action of the council,
still they must consider the matter upon
its merits as a government, and we would
do 8o at the earliest possible moment. I
assured them, and the other members of
the executive, I think, assured them, that
we would give the matter early considera-
tion. We knew that they were pressing
and that the common council was very
anxious that something should be done at
once, and we would not waste any time
about it, and neither we did.

Q—What time was the delegation before
the council? A.—It was in December. If
I were to give my impressions it would be
that it was the 14th, because this document
which Mr. Leary drew up while here bears
that date. He left it with the secretary or
some member of the government before he
went away. We proceeded to the consid-
eration of the matter at the earliest mom-
ent practicable and on the
30th of December we Passed an Order,
or rather, I should say, a minute of council
had been previously passed, and on that
date it was approved. The council is ordi-
narily two or three daysin session,and
the minutes which have passed the council
are all approved at the close of the session
by the governor, and therefore it would
be correct for me to say that we probably
passed the order before the 30th as far as
the action of the committee of the council
was concerned.

Q.—Was this order finally approved by
the government on the 30th December ?
A Tt was, but I had forgotten to speak of
another application.
an application from the mayor and com-
mon council of St. John and Mr. Leary,
we had a delegation wait upon us from an-
other company or organization. The dele-
gates were Jas. C. Robertson, Mr. Skin-
ner and a gentleman by the name of Van-
Slooten. These gentlemen pressed us very
strongly to entertain their application fav-
orably. They gaid they had either organiz-
ed or were about organizinga company for
the purpose of constructing a dock; that
they would be able to convince us of

Their Ability to Construct it
and they mentioned that Simpsons, of
New York, the dock builders, were the
_persons with whom they were in connec-
tion or, at all* events, upon whose plans
they were proposing to work. This wasbe-
fore the common council delegation waited
upon us. We said-to themn that we would
consider the application and the matter
was deferred and that application came up
at the same time the Leary or common
council application came up, and this is
‘the order in council I was going to read :—

“In CounciL, 30th  December, 1889.

“Pregent: His Honor the Lieutenant
Governor. The committee of the execu-
tive council, having had under considera-
tion the several applications of Jean Felix
and others, and of James D. Leary, asking
for provincial aid toward the construction
—~1of a dry dock and the building of wharves
and warehouses and furnishing terminal
facilities at the port of St. John, and like-
wise the memorial of the city council stat-
ing that the council had made an appro-
priation of $10,000 a year for 20 years in
aid of such dock and other harbor improve-
‘ments, and urging that the province should
grant a similar amount. The committee
recognized the great importance of the
proposed works both to the city of St.
John and the whole province. Under ex-

J| isting legislation, however, the govern-

ment is authorized to grant aid toward the
construction of a dry dock only to the ex-
tent of $2,500 per annum for 20 years,which
amount the committee are of opinion . it
would be in the public interest to grant,
provided the subsidy is based on a per
centage of the cost of the works. The com-
mittee therefore recommend that the pro-
vincial secretary be

Authorized to Enter Into a Contract
for the granting of provincial aid toward
the construction of a dry dock at Carleton,

in the city of St. John, to any person or

company willing to construct such dry
dock, (and provided sufficient evidence of
his or their financial ability” to complete
the same be furnished), to the amount of
one half per cent. per annum of the cost
aof such dock, for a period of 20 years. (The
.amount of such subsidy not, however, to
exceed the sum of $2,500 per annum for
such period of 20 years) and provided
that the plans and specifications of the
proposed works be first approved by the
governor in council. And it is accordingly
8o ordered.” ;

We concluded to change the grantin
that way, making it one half per centum
per annum upon the total cost, because
we did not see our way clear to having
any guarantee that the cost of the work
would be $500,000 as Mr. Leary and these
other gentlemen represented. They had
represented that they would expend that
amount, and in order to make sure of that
amount, and in order to make sure of that
expenditure, of the expenditure being
bona fide made to that extent upon these
works, we concluded to

Draw  the Proposal in Such a Way
as to make out a subsidy of one half per
centum upon the whole cost. If the cost
did not amount to that their subsidy
would amount to a lesser sum and we
passed that minute on the 30th of Decem-
ber. Now that closed my connexion with
the dock business, except this. A few
days after the council adjourned, (I had

reason to believe from a letter which I
have seen since that it was the 3rd of
January, my own recollection was that it
was written two or three days after the
closing of the seuron of the council), I
had a telephone message from Mr. Mc-
Lellan, then provincial secretary, stating
that the common council were urging
very strongly and strenuously, and there
was a

Strong Public Opinion in 8t. John
insisting upon the government entering at
once upon a contract with Mr. Leary for
the dock. I think he mentioned to me
that the mayor was right then in his
house at the time he telephoned to me,
and he wanted to know if I would give
my consent, as the order in council had
passed, to a contract being signed with
Mr. Leary. I talked it over with him and
gave my consent to his executing the con-
tract.

Q.— That was done by telephone? A.—
By telephone, and I am quite well assured
that it was the 3rd of January. Isaid “I
am going to be busy in the election, you
can get the solicitor general to draw it up,
a8 he knows the views of his colleagues in
the 'council.”” Of course, even after the
orders in council do pass authorizing these
things, it is customary for the leader of the
governmeut to be spoken to before the
papers are actually executed and Mr.
McLellan, in accordance with that usuage,
agked me if I would give my consent to
his signing the contract which I gave him
then and there. I heard

Not Another Syllabie about the Dock

Contract
or dock business, as far as I can recollect
or recall in any way, until a letter came to
me from the solicitor general enclosing a
draft of a contract between Leary and the
government. The solicitor general asked
me, if my memory servesme right, (I have
lost the letter and cannot find it ahich
accompanied the draft) to look over it and
let him know whether its terms weresatis-
factory and return it to him. I received
the letter in the hurry of the election, my
mind engrossed with everything else but
dock contracts, and I did not even open
the draft or read it. That, with other cor-
respondence that was accumulating, was
laid aside. I went into the country and
never thought of it again until I was re-
minded of it by the solicitor general at
Harvey, on the evening on which I was to
speak there. How many days that con-
tract remained, unattended to, I could
not say; it would be wholly impossible
for metosay. It passed entirely out of my
mind until I
Was Reminded of it,

and I will state to the committee the cir-
cumstances under which I was reminded
of it. I had been requested in the early
part of the campaign by the provincial
secretary to address a meetingin the In-
stitute in St. John in connexion with the
election. I had consented to doso and a
date was named for a meeting, that would
be early, I think in the first week or ten
days of January. Iremember the evening
that was fixed for it was a Wednesday
evening. I think in the first week of
January or it may have been in the second.
But at all events it was Wednesday. I
madeny omn-appointments for meetings
so that I could be in St. John on that even-
v%g and on the Monday preceeding the

ednesday I received a message, (I was
then up in Keswick) to the effect that
they had changed their arrangements,
that they would not have the meeting on
Wednesday night in St. John. This was
from the secretary. He had telegraphed
to my office and they had telegraphed it
to me either in my son’s name or that of
Mr. Barry, or else the secretary’s telegram
had simply been repeated. It stated that
they had cancelled the arrangement, and
would fix a later evening. Of course this
threw me out somewhat. I lost the even-
ing, practically, but I

Heard Nothing Further

about it until Sunday, which would be the
12th of January. The Sunday preceding
the election was the 19th and this Sunday
would be the 12th. On Sunday, the 12th,
the secretary telephoned me from St. John
to know whether I could come down to
St. John on Friday evening and speak
there on that evening. I replied to him
that I could not say, that I thought pro-
bably my notices had gone out for meetings
all through the week and if they had I
could not cancel an engagement without,
perhaps, serious loss in the locality. How-
ever, I said to him by telephone I will en-
quire in the morning. I will go to the
office the first thing in the morning and
find out whether my notices have been
posted and if the notices for Friday even-
ing have not gone out, and I can go, I will
telephone you. I did not engage to tele-
phone him if they had: gone, but only if
they had not, because I thought he could
make his own arrangements, he would as-
sume that I could not go, not getting word

‘that I could. I found next morning that

my notices had gone out and I was
Engaged to Speak
at McAdam Junction on Friday night, so
that I did not telephone him that I could
2o, and I supposed the matter was off and
they would not expect me. The next
thing I knew or heard the solicitor gen-
eral came up on the train and met me at
Harvey station. I had a meeting at
Manners-Suttori that night, and Wednes-
day evening he came up on the train a
few minutes before I was going off to at-
_tend my meeting. He told me his object
in coming up. He said his object in com-
ing up was to prevail on me if possible, to
go down and speak in the Institute on
Friday night. He said they had an-
nounced the fact that I intended to speak,
that they had published a notice of it,
and not being able to get any word from
me his friends there had urged that he
should come up and see me on the subject,
and try to prevail upon me to go down.
He said it would be a great disappoint-
ment to the friendsin St. John if I did
not go down and they
Would Probably Charge Me
(the notices having gone out and the
meeting being announced) that I was
afraid to go down. Well, I said I would
be very sorry that they ghould think
that, but I did not see how I possibly
could do it. I did not think it would be
fair to my friends or the gentlemen run-
ning with me if I should go dowyn, and
furthér than that I would have fo disap-
point the people at McAdam junction.
Well the solicitor general said our friends
are so very pressing upon the subject that
they authorized me to say that if it
would be any inducement at all fo you
they would assist you in a contribution
towards the election expenses. They said
they would
Make up at Least $1,000.

for us (this is the whole story), and, per-
haps, would be able to doa little better,
but they would do that if I would go.
Well, I said I appreciated their kindness
very much, but I cannot promise you to-
night that I can do so. I will have to think
it over, and I will have to try and see some

of my leading friends at McAdam Junction,

" $1.00 PER YEAR,

as I am going off in the morning early and
will let you know. That was the best
promise I could make to him. I said I
would try if it could be accomplished. I
think that was all that took place on the
subject in connection with the contribu-
tion. The solicitor general asked me if I
had got the draft of the dock contract from
him? I said I did not remember very dis-
tinctly ; had he sentit to me? He said he
had and I said if you sent it to meI am
_Batisfled I Must Have got it,
for I was home on Sunday. Did you send
it before that? He said he had. Well, I
said, there is only one thingI can do about
it. I cansend a telegram to Mr. Barry to
look among my papers either at home or
in the office. My correspondence will be
either at one place or the other,and I could
not say which. I don’t know where I left
it. But he will look it up, and I will have
him return it to you. My own impress-
ion is that I did not send the telegram to
Mr. Barry, but authorized the solicitor
general tosend it in my name to Mr. Barry
for that purpose. That is my present recol-
lection. I do not think I sent it myself, or
wrote it. But I told him to describe the
letter ; he would know how to describe the
letter so that Mr. Barry could identify it,
and to request him to send it down which
he did. I went next morning to try and
see some of the folk at McAdam as I was
going through, and the earliest. possible
moment after that I wired to St. John to -
say that I was going down.

Q.— That would be on Thursday? A —
Yes. That is my impression as near as I
can recollect. Before I wired I got some
telegrarns urging me to come saying that
they were

Making Perscnal Charges Against me
in St. John as an additional reason why I
should go down. I went down toSt, John
on Friday.

Q. — Where were you when you got the
telegrams urging you to come down? A,—
I think at Canterbury Station :

Q. — You went down by what train on
Friday? A.—The C. P. R. train reaching
St. John in the afternoon. I spoke at
Canterbury Station on Thursday night. I
got there about noon or 1 o'clock and spoke
there that night and Friday morning I
went right through by the C.P.R. and
got to St. John about 3 o’¢lock or some
thing like that. Now I want to say that

‘No Man on Behalf of Mr. Leary,
no man representing Mr. Leary, directly
or indirectly ; no man in any way, shape
or fashion, ever suggested to me that Mr,
Leary was going to make a contribution
to the election or would make any con-
tribution towards the election; or had °
made any contribution to the election ; or
directly or indirectly, in any way, suggest-
ed to me that Mr. Leary or any of his
friends were paying any- consideration
towards the securing of this contract. . No
live mortal man, directly or indirectly,
ever hinted such a thing to me in this
transaction from the beginning of it to the
end. I want to say
A Word About the Leary Telegram.

The Leary telegram was read at the Insti-
tute while I was on the platform that night.
The reading of it was the first knowledge
that I had that such a telegram had been
received. When it was read by the pro-
vincial secretary it was then my first
knowledge of it. He had not shown it to
me ; I had not seen it or heard of it. I sat
there after resuming my seat. The pro-
vincial secretary got up and read the tele-
gram to the meeting and I then heard of
it for the first time.

Q.—I will agk you whether there was any

‘understanding or arrangement of any

nature, kind or description made with you,
or with your knowledge, under which Mr.
Leary was to contribute to the election?
A.—No.

Q.—Or by any person acting on his be-
half? A.—None, none.

Q.—Either directly or indirectly? A.—

None. I heard

Of it for the First Time
when this thing was mooted here since’
the opening of this session,

Q.—And you say that your telephoning
to the late provincial secretary in answer
to his message on the 3rd of January was
in accordance with the order in council
which passed on the 30th of December?
A.—Entirely so. I assumed, as anybody
would assume, that there was a good deal
of feeling in St. John, a good deal of anxi-
ety about this, and that he would natural-
ly desire 'to have the matter closed up as
soon as possible, and I put no obstacle in
his way. I would sooner, asI explained
to him, that the matter should stand for
further consideration, but he was pressing,
and I gave my consent.

Q.—Can you tell me about how léng a
time elapsed from the time Mr. McLellan
telephoned to you on the 3d of January
till you replied to him saying you were
willing? A.—Why the conversation be-
tween us did not extend over three or four
or five minutes. I was not five minutes
at the telephone and he did not leave it

Till I Gave mj Consent
and unqualifiedly and unconditionally.

Q. — You state that on that Wednesday
evening I informed you that some friends
in St. John talked of contributing some-
thing to assist you in York? A.— Well s
what you said was that our friends had
said that if it would be any inducement
for me to go out of my own county and go
down to St. John, they would appreciate
it and they would be willing to assist to-
wards the expenses of my election and
help me in the election towards the elec-
tion expenses to the extent of at least
$1,000 and that they would do a little bet-
ter if they could.

Q.—1I will ask you whether that was
the first intimation or the first reason you
had to expect that any assistance would
be received from outside. A — The very
first. I had never asked it, I had never
expressed any wish for it ; that

Was The First Intimation.
that I had in any shape, manner or form.

Q—I will ask you whether or not in
connexion with that, Leary’s name was
mentioned at all? A.—No.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell—Or the dock ? A.—
No. There was no connexion between the
two in any shape or form. It was never
suggested to me and I'don’t think anybody
would have suggested it to me.

Q.—It would not have been very safe?
A.—Well nobody ever did make a sugges-
tion to me of the kind since I have been
in public life. :

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—You stated that you
spoke in the Institute on that Friday
night? A.—Yes.

Q.—Did you make any reference, do you
remember, to the question of the govern-
ment asking the legislature to give further
aid? A.—Yes, Idid. I will tell you just '
how. Ihad been asked a question whén
I was addressing a meeting at Stanley, by
one of the persons present, as to

in 8t. John. I said this: Thatthe govern-

ment would be willing, (I made a very
