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THE KENT ELECTION.

The progress of the campaign in Kent
confirms the generally expressed opinion
that the government candidate will be
elected. The reports received from the
¢ unty, from the opening of the contest
up till nomination day, were to the effect
that while the government cause was
winning followers every day, the opposi-
tion were becoming demoralized, and had
already abandoned the idea of putting
an opposition candidate in nomination.
While the boastful assurances of Messrs.
Phinney, Hannington and Powell as to
the mutinous condition of Kent, caused
the latter report to be viewed with a
shade of suspicion, yet the result of the
nomination proceedings at Richibucto on
Tuesday fully vindicated both reports.
Not only was the public sentiment, as ex-
pressed by the large majority of the
electors present, emphatically in sympathy
with Mr. Leger, but the opposition actually
failed to bring out a candidate— Mr.
Goguen announcing himself to be an in-
dependent.

The unmistakable sign of weakness dis-
played by the opposition leaders in their
so-called banner county of Kent, indicat-
ing a want of confidence in the justness of
their cause,and bearing tacit acknowledg-
ment to the merits and popularity of the
government policy, has scattered to the
winds whatever feeble hopes of future
s1ccess ever existed, as well in the county
where the contest is now being waged, as
in the other counties of the province.
Their utter disregard of the moral effect
of placing themselves in a position to be
virtually defeated at the polls, no matter
which candidate should be the choice of
the people in the present contest, shows
conclusively that the opposition have
abandoned all hope of winning any elec-
tion on the merits of their cause. It
must, indeed, have been humiliating to
the fallen hero of the yellow valise, whose
war hoop, feeble at first, has been re-
sounding louder and louder throughout
the land, ever since he crawled out from
under the pile of snow white ballots that
drifted over him one cold day in West-
morland, until it ended in a blood curdling
yell of defiance and exultation the day
the writ was wired to Kent, to hear of the
triumph of Blair and his friends on Tues-
day last, and to bear witness to the total
eclipse on the platform at Richibucto, of
that rapidly fading constellation of stars
to the left of the speaker, of which he
was at one time by no means a lesser light.

THE GLEANER AND MR. BLAIR.

The Gleaner, which during the past
few years has sunk from one stage of de-
pravity to another, until it has reached a
state of complete abandonment, under-
takes to correct the Saint John Globe for
calling Mr. Blair a liberal. It repeats,
without pretending to give its readers
the faintest shadow of proof, the state-
ments it recklessly made over four years
ago, when George F. Gregory for the
second time failed to obtain the confidence
of the constituency, that Mr. Blair was
not a liberal and had not the confidence
of .the party. There may, perhaps, at
that time, have been some good liberals
in the county, whose principles were
sound, and whoee loyalty to the cause
could not be questioned, who placed, as
after events has shown, too much reliance
in the statements of the organ which,
they honestly believed, was devoted to
liberal interests, and in the excitement
of the moment allowed their minds to be
warped. It cannot be said that there was
no excuse to be found for those who may
then have looked upon the Gleaner as
worthy of attention, for the very persons
whom it was now misrepresenting and
slandering, had only then succeeded in
placing it fairly on its feet and clothing
it with a respectability, which, while
foreign to its nature, gave it a standing in
the party, and enabled it to win the con-
fidence of friends, who had no means of
knowing that to satisfy its own personal
ends, it would betray its benefactors and
wreck the party.

To have met the Gleaner’s statements
under such circumstances, by attempting
without proof, to conyince people of this
fact, would have been adopting the
Gleaner’s own methods; therefore the
only thing to do was to watch and wait ;
and the patient watching and waiting has
brought its reward, sooner, perhaps, than
the most hopeful could have expected.
The hand of time has lifted the veil, and
while exposing the treachery of the one
has vindicated the honesty of the other.

Scarcely four years had passed by since
the Gleaner attempted to read Mr. Blair
out of the party because he was not a
liberal, when a general election was pre-
cipitated upon the country. It is only
natural to suppose that all eyes would be
turned on the man, who it was asserted,
would be either the candidate of the con-
servative party of York, or one of its
ardent supporters. There may, or there
may not have been some surprise, when
without hesitation or delay he again took
the warpath for the liberal candidate.
Those who heard his voice resounding, as
of old, through every hall and school
house of the county, from the beginning
of the campaign until its close, expound-
ing the principles of liberalism and ex-
posing the fallacy of high protection,do not
seem to have looked upon him as a very ar-
dent conservative. Messrs.! Luke Lawson
and John Black who opposed him at Can-
terbury Station on election day,have not as
yet been heard to bear witness to his tory
virtues. Indeed, the only person to whom
the Gleaner can now refer itsreaders, as
bhaving a personal knowledge of Mr.
Blair's conservative leanings, is Sir John
Macdonald, who, unfortunately (for the
Gleaner) is dead.

But the election which vindicated Mr.
Blair’s public career, exposed to the public
the treachery of his traducers. After vainly
trying to burke the nomination, the editor
of the Gleaner, and his associates, set
systematically to work to prevent the
election of the liberal candidate. After a
consultation with Mr. Temple and leading
members of the conservative party, the
Gleaner, which pretended to oppose the
liberal candidate from personal motives,
opposed the liberal policy from stronger
motives. Everything that could be done
to alien prominent liberals from their
allegiance to the party was brought to
bear. On election day the editor of the
Gleaner went to Harvey Station and stood
for Mr. Temple, while W. K. Allen, the
gentleman who sought the liberal nomin-
ation and stated that he was willing to
support the candidate of the party, fought

in question Mr. Blair's loyalty to the
liberal cause.

We feel we are safe in saying that those
who gave heed to the Gleawer’s chaiges
after the campalgn of ’87, while erring in
their judgment, were sincerely honest in
their intentions, and that the revelations
made during the last campaign were a
painful shock to many of them we have
every reason to know.

WILL THEY BE ‘WHITEWASHED?

Itlooks as if the government intend to
ask their supporters to whitewash Lan-
gevin, Cochrane and the other bodWers
in high places, while of course the em-
ployes and clerks whose official heads
have already been cut off, will be made
the scapegoats of their master’s shame
and dishonor. Perhape it is as well that
it should be so. The party now in power
seem to have placed no limit to their
betrayal of public trust, to have stopped
at no act of official corruption and malad-
ministration, and the startling exposures
of their moral rottenness made during
the investigation at Ottawa, seem only to
have hardened them in their wickedness.
In place of adopting the constitutional
method of resigning the seals of office,
they attempt to justify their guilty con-
duct by pointing their accusers to alleged
acts of corruption on the part of others.
While all the civilized world is shocked
at the scandalous revelations of each day’s
proceedings, and while the finger of scorn
is being pointed at Canada, her public
men, who sit on the treasury benches, and
who claim to sit there as a result of their
appeals to the loyalty and patriotism of
the people, trail in the dirt the old flag,
the honor of which they claimed a few
months ago to be the sole defenders
against the disloyal liberals, and bidding
defiance to public sentiment and the
traditions of the land, attempt to coerce
the representatives of the people into en-
dorsing their corrupt acts. Perhaps it is
best that it should beso. There isan end
to all such abuse of power, and this last
act may be the beginning of that end.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

As a last resort Dr. Marcus Atkinson is
being inflicted on the people of Kent.
Cheer up, men of Kent, you will have a
chance to get even on the 15th.

It is said that Mr. Perley, of the
"Muctur, has been wired for to stump Kent
county in company with’ Gaius Turner.
They will visit the large towns only.

The government should lose no time
in ascertaining the whereabouts of those
886,000 immigrants who, the agricultural
report tells us, have settled in Canada
during the past ten years.

And now governor Schultz is being ac-
cused of boodling. Like McGreevy, he is
the owner of a boat, which he hired to
the government for patrol purposes. He
is charged with drawing money for ser-
vices never rendered by the boat, and
with getting pay for the men which they
never received. The government should
put whitewash on the free list.

On the 30th of September and the day
following, the provincial farmers’ associa-
tion will hold an open meeting, in the
Drill Shed, St. John, to discuss the dairy
interests of the province, and means
whereby they can be best promoted. All
producers and consumers of dairy produce,
are cordially asked to attend, and the
fullest discussion is invited.

little meeting of his own after the smoke
of the field day had cleared away, and
with a look of wisdom that would grace
an owl, and the strut of a bantam, an-
nounced that he was not afraid to meet
the attorney general anywhere. The
neatest way for you to have made that
speech, Doctor, would have been to have
accepted Mr. Blair's invitation to meet
him at the hustings.

Jimmy Crocket, who publiches Butler’s
Journal, and another little pamphlet
called the Gleaner, crowded the two fol-
lowing scintillations of his intellect in a
recent issue of the latter publication: 1st,
that Mr. Blair was not, and never had
been a liberal, or identified with the
liberal party; 2nd, that Mr. Blair was
Fred. P. Thompson’s uncle. The first of
these statements is as true as the second,
and the second is equally as true as the
first, and the two together are quite as
true as would be a statement that Jimmy
Crocket is not a mugwump.

Sir H2ctor Langevin seems to be afflicted
with a curious mental derangement. Ac-
cording to his written statement, he does
not seem to have known that his name
was connected with the Tarte investi-
gation, until the charges against him
were sufficiently proved to make it neces-
sary for him to resign his seat in the
cabinet, which he did, with the assurance
that if he had known before that his
name was connected with the matter he
would have resigned at once. And now,
some three weeks after he handed in his
resignation, we find him writing to
premier Abbott to know whether he had
resigned or not. It is to be hoped that
Sir Hector’s mind will be set at ease
about the matter before long.

CHURCH TROUBLES IN HAMILTON.

Rev. Mr. Crawford’s Dispute with Certain
Members of His Congregation—
‘The Rector's Appeal.

* HawmiutoN, Ont., September 9.—The

church of the Ascension trouble, which is
of long standing, has broken out again
in a more aggravated form, and it looks
as if the affair must soon come to a crisis.
At the morning service, rev. Mr. Craw-
ford refused to call a vestry meeting and
preached a sermon from the text “ Let all
things be done decently and in order.”
In the course of a lengthy definition of
his position the rector said :

“If I have wronged you, then I pray
your forgiveness and desire to make
restitution as far as lies in my power. If
I have broken the laws of the church, I
am ready to submit myself to trial and

judgment. I am not conscious either of

wronging vou or of unfaithfulness and
disobedience to the church of which I am
a minister. Wherefore, then, have some
of you sought to deprive me of sustenance
and of home, and now even threaten to
prevent the worship of God, as far as you
can, in this church? You and I stand
before God this day. I appeal to him as
my ,judge and he must be judge between
us

After the service the rector introduced
an innovation in the service by sending
the curate to the bounds of the chancel to
receive the plates from the sidesmen in-
stead of having the sidesmen walk up to
the altar with them. On noticing this
the sidesmen refused to deliver the plates
to the curate, and carried them to the
seats. In the afternoon rev. Mr. Craw-
ford secured the plates, but the sidesmen
heard of it before the evening service and

THE NORMAL SCHOOL

A large number of visitors attended the
opening exercises at the Normal school on
Wednesday morning. ‘At precisely ten
o'clock the pupils of the various classes
filed into the large assembly hall to the
music of professor Cadwallader and took
their seats.

The exercises opened with an address by
the principal, Mr. Mullin. ' On the platform
were president Harrison of the U. N. B,
Rev. G. G. Roberts, Dr. Inch, chief superin-
tendent of education, and the different
teachers of the school. In his address, Mr.
Mullin took up a reyview of the Normal
school work in the twenty years during
which it has been in operation, and stated
that within that time during which free
schools have been in operation, in the Eng-
lish department, 4,163 teachers,not including
the teachers now at the Normal school, had
been turned out of that school. During the
same time, the French department had sent
out 368 teachers qualified to teach both
English and French, making in all 4,513
teachers that have been prepared and fitted
for the teaching of -schools in the province.
Nearly enough teachers have been provided
for three times the number of schools.

In regard to the young men who have
successfully passed through the institution
in that time,some of them would be found in
the profession still, and occupying promin-
ent positions in endeavoring to lift up and
educate mankind. Others would be found
practising medicine, others in the halls of
the legislature, to all of whom the Normal
school had done good service, as well as to
every other substantial profession in the
province.

But more than that. Normal school stu-
dents had gone from the walls of the in-
stitution and from the borders of the prov-
ince that had won honorable positions in
the country. Go to the far northwest, and
you will find in every state or territory,
New Brunswick young men holding honor-
able positions. That was what the Normal
school had been doing.

He welcomed the advent to the Normal
school of the young ladies of which the
bulk of our educational service is composed.
Young ladies were quite capable, and had
been proved so, of taking charge of posi-
tions which in days gone past would have
been thought incapable of being performed
by a woman.

He was not at all ashamed of this hall
full of young people. He would be quite
willing to place them side by side with a
like number from any province of Canada
or any state of the United States. He be-
lieved young men and yeung women of
New Brunswick were composed of as intel-
lectual vigor as any people of the dominion
of Canada or the United States.

It had been said, when annual sessions
were proposed, that it would have the ef-
fect to lessen the number of pupils in at-
tendance, as the expense of attending the
lengthened session would be so great that
no one would feel willing to attempt it.
This, however, had been proved to be a mis-
take, as the following statistics, which he
prepared,would show. The attendance for
the past 4 years liad been increasing instead
of diminishing, for at the session of 1887
the attendance was 196; in 1888, 224; in
1889, 239; in 1890, 243 ; and this year, when
all the pupils were in, it would be about 270.
This is a conclusive answer to that.

Addresses of welcome were also delivered
by chief superintendent Inch and president
Harrison of the U. N. B, after which the
students returned to their class rooms.
