FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Tinely Hints Usétul fo tiie Farmer
and His Houseliold.

HINTS FOR COLD WEATHER.

-The necessity and value of fresh air
should be too well and universally known
to need explanation or emphasizing. It
isan undisputed fact that those people
who are most in the open air in any
healthy climate are least liable to attack
of sickness. .

However, there are many invalids,
women and children, who are unable to
get out-of-doors during the winter, though
very many more might than do, and
with decided advantage to their health, if
they would only dress and wrap upina
sensible manner to resist it. The only
way to resist cold weather is to conquer
it.

Coarse heavy clothing does not impart
anything like the same degree of warmth
that soft, all-wool, clinging garments do.
This fact'should alway be borne in mind
by delicate people, as well as the extremi-
ties of the body are far more susceptible
to cold than the trunk is. Not only all-
wool under-drawers reaching well down
around the ankles, but flannel outside
drawers, should be worn by all women
and girls who are out-of:doots much dur-
ing the wintet.  The wrists ate very sen-
sitive to cold, and the sleeves of vests or
wrappers should be of good length and fit
snugly. .

If all women would begin, when cold
weather comes, to take a fresh air
bath evety day; they would not only
feel better, biit be put iti condition succes-
sfully to resist exposure to drafts or at-
tacks of sickness that cannot be guarded
against. But, whether we get out-of-doors
or mot, it is as much the duty of the
housewife to bring fresh air into her
home for its inmates to breathe, as it is to
provide them with properly cooked food
and sufficient clothing.

The problem of house ventilation is im-
portant ; yet despite the advances made
in simplifying it, housewifes are still com-
pelled to use the primitive method of
opening doors and windows. During the
summer months, when the practice adds
to rather than detracts from our immedi-
ate comfort, our houses are fairly well
ventilated with little or no forethought
on the part of the mistress. But with
the advent of cold weather many con-
found cold air with fresh air, and gives
far too little thought to the subject of
proper ventilation. :

As dangers from a free dtaft of even the
purest air are almost as great as those
from inhaling foul air, much care must
be ‘exercised to cleanse the air of our
houses and yet obviate drafts. All sleep-
ing and living rooms should be thorough-
ly aired at least once a day by a direct
draft from out of doors, but this shounld
be done when the inmates are about to
vacate the rooms for a time. With the
latter, a good opportunity is offered at
meals, and thisshould never be neglected,
especially at supper time, that the room
may be filled with fresh, invigorating air
where the family gather for the long
evenings. :

To sit in a room where cold air is con-
stantly passing underneath the doors or
from a window on one side, with an over-
heated stove on the other, is to invite a
cold if no more serious sickness. The
easiest and surest way of remedying the
former is by fastening a “ weather strip”
to bottom of the door. When this is not
possible, a piece of carpet the width of
the door made into a roll five or six in-
ches in circumference and sewed firmly
together, will keep in place much easier
than the piece of carpet ordinarily used.

Double windows are the best solution
of the ill-fitting window-sash question,
though the expense is not possible to
many of us, but even the small boy can
whittle outa quantity of small flat;wedges.
Leave one window in each room free to
raise and lower for ventilation ; but with
the others drive these wedges in the out-
side between the window sash and casing.
This will be found to answer the purpose
far better than pasting paper on the
cracks on the inside, or laying bags filled
with sand across where the sash meet to-
gether. 3

Few housewives have little enough
work to do to make an all-over carpet in
the kitchen desirable, but every one
should have rugs lying where the greater
part of the work is done. If there is no
time to make any of the various styles of
home-made ones, or even strips of rag
carpet, one that answers every purpose
but that of beauty can be made of any
heavy woolen cloth lined with some
strong material, with an inter-lining of
heavy, brown manilla paper. It should
have several tackingsto prevent the paper
from wrinkling, and the edges should be
bound. ,

Those wor1en who suffer from cold feet
will find a shoe with heavy serge uppers
much warmer than an all-leather shoe.
These shoes can be had combined with
soft kid, and hand-turned, thus making
one of the warmest and easiest home-
shoes extant. A woman must needs be
very strong who can safely change from
a high buttoned boot to a low shoe or
slipper, with impunity. An insole also
adds much to the warmth of a shoe.
Various kinds can be bought, but very
good ones can be easily cut from an old
soft wool hat, or from heavy paper, and
cover on each side with flannel.

Healthy children and young people us-
ually get sufficient exercise to insure a
good circulation of blood, but delicate
women, old people and invalids are often
prevented from sleeping well by having
cold feet and an excess of blood in the
brain. The immediate remedy lies in
equalizing the circulation. A rubber bot-
tle filled with hot water and slipped into
a flannel bag when one is about to retire
is the most secure and convenient method
of accomplishing this. They are
pleasant to the touch, and will retain
their warmth nearly or quite all
night. Lacking one of these, there
are several other more primitive
methods of accomplishing the same re-

| sult, viz, by heating a soap-stone, sad-iron

or brick, and by filling strong bottles
with hot water and putting them into a

flannel bag that shirrs at the top. Al of

them require forethought in the prepara-
tion, but a cover can at any time be taken
from the kitchen range and wrapped first
in brown paper and then in flannel, and
will retain its heat a long time.

Delicate or old people should wear flan-
nel night gowns or shirts made similar to

that has been worn next to the person
during the day, and those worn at night
should not be hung in a closet uutil they
Have been thotoughly exposed to the air.

Old people; of sty pemson whose hair
Has becottie thift; often suffer; diid are
kept awake night§ by the coldness of their
heads. Thiscan be often remedied by
‘wearing either a knit or &focheted cap
made of soft worsted.

A woolen blanket and a thin shawl or
flannel over-jacket should be placed con-
veniently at hand in case of a change in
the night, or a chill towards morning
when the vitality is low.

It is better economy to keep a fire dur-
ing the night in a kitchen range than it
is to rebuild it every morning, and this
can be easily done with any of the modern
ones, :

On exposing one’s self to a cold ride or
walk, a newspaper folded and placed over
the shoulders, and another over the
chest, will exclude a great deal of cold.

If a person having a tender throat will
use a gargle of cold salt and water every
night,it will strengthen the throat greatly.

If house plant- ~re in danger of freezing,
it may often be  revented by placinga
piteher of cold water, and an oil lamp,
keg; burning duting the night, among
the — remembering always that a lamp
shqpld never be turned down when left
burning.

Safely lies in excluding free drafts of
air; in weating proper and sufficient
clothing; in eatitig such food as imparts
both warmth and strength, and in sup-
plying our homes with an abundance of
pure, life-giving air.

Wash marble with ammonia and water.

Get in a good supply of fuel before the
roads get bad.

When the ground is frozen an inch or
two, mulch the strawberries.

Do not keep old corn in one bin too
long, lest insect enenties get a foothold.

short, owing to lwﬁ from bad weather
last spring.

When it can be done, mixing the
manure before it is hauled out will give
the best results. :

A sack of the best salt standing where
there is a smell of fish or any objectionable
odor will absorb the flavor.

Even more than knowledge of how best
to produce crops do we need knowledge
of how hest to utilize them.

Remember that no kind of liquid, milk
slope, or anything else, will take the place
of pure water for live stock.

These who grow Lima beans claim that
no other farm crop brings in as many

. dollars to the acre,but they require “ heaps

of work.”

Breathing into the nostrils of a horse
when he draws his breath has a wonderful
effect in allaying his fear and calming his
temper when excited.

To prepare pullets for laying during the
winter let them have plenty of exercise,
give them all they will eat, especially of
oats, and keep them growing.

Rake up the cops once every ten days
and burn till well charred, then put out
the fire by throwing on water, sprinkle
with salt and let the pigs feast.

The wool and manure for the keep of a
sheep,as many flockmasters attest,and the
lambs are all profit. What other class of
livestock will show as large a per cent. of
profit ?

Put camphor gum with your new
silverware and it will never tarnish as
long as tbe gum is there. Never wash
gilver in soapsuds as that gives it a white
appearance. :

Have a lock of nice hay or lick of meal
in the manger each night and morning for
the cows, and there will be no need of
sending a dog or tired and cross hired
hand after them.

A Minnesota poultryman who raises 100
chickens annually sells off his 0ld hens
and roosters for market in the fall and
keeps the young ones at home. He says
the hens pay better than anything élse on
his farm.

Feed fattening steers morning,noon and
night, but give just as much only as they
will eat up clean. The sight of a quantity
of “ mussed over ” food is no more pleasant
or appetizing to a well brought up steer
than it is to a person.

To make the plow scour clean even in
wet,clayey soils clean and grease the plow
at noon and night in wet weather. Dry
wood ashes are good to absorb the moisture
to prepare the plows for greasing in such
weather. Rub the plow with nothing
coarser than leather. :

CREAM RAISING.

By far the greatest proportion of butter
is still made from cream, raised by set-
ting the milk. There is always some loss,
and generally a good deal of loss, in rais-
ing by gravity process. Ice water will,
however, enable the skilful dairyman to
beat the careless hand with the separator.
Cornell university, in New York, experi-
mented to ascertain which method gave
best results. Bulletin No. 30 says, “where
the milk was set in the Cooley creamer
with ice water, at a temperature of 44
degs., the average per cent of fat in the
skimmilk was 23 ; where milk was diluted
with an equal weight of cold water and
set in the open air, the average per cent
of fat in the skimmilk was 1.38; where
milk was diluted with 20 and 50 per cent
of cold water, the average per cent of fat
in the skimmilk was 1.24 ; where milk was
diluted with 10 to 100 per cent of its
weight of hot water, the average per cent

A BATTLE IN INDIA.

British Troops Engaged by Tribesmen—
Russia at the Back of the Trouble.
Lowpox, Dec. 12.—Official despatches

teceived here this morning from Calcutta

state that thete has been fighting between
the British forces and the tribesmen in
the vicinity of Gilgil, near the Pamir
frontier and not far from the boundary
line recently claimed by Russia. In short
the British troopé ate now face o face
with frontier tribesmen in arms who are
claimed to be under Russian protection,
and most serious events may result from
this clash of arms. At Gilgil there isa

British fort garrisoned by some Kashmires

and Indian Ghoorkhas and a battery of

artillery. According to the latest advices
received from the front, the tribesmen of

Hunza and Nagar, two towns on the river

Indus and almost opposite to each other,

have for some time been threatening the

Chalt fort, held by a detachment of Kash-

mires. This caused col. Durand, the

British agent at Gilgil, to make an ad-

vance upon the Chalt fort for the purpose

of relieving the garrison. Thisadvance of
the British troops was made early during

the present month, for on November 29

col. Durand wired the commander-in-

chief that he shonld move upon the
enemy on December 2d unless he was
previously attacked by the tribesmen, who
were reported to be assembling in large
numbers and to have beeti instigated in
their action by Russian agents.

Fort Chalt Captured.

Later — Other despatches just received
here from Calcutta, announce that Fort
Chalt was captured on December 2d and
that several Sepoys were killed and
twenty-six were wounded.

The despatch adds: Col. Durant, capt.
Aylmer and lieut. Babcock were seriously
wounded. Several other officers, includ-
ing lieut. Gorton and others were sligthly
wounded. Capt. Aylmer and lieut. Boi-
sergan and Babcock, continued the des-
patch, displayed extraordinary gallantry.
Capt. Aylmer most gallantly led a storm-
ing party, carrying a gun cotton petard,
and in face of a shower of bullets he
dashed up to the iron bound gates of the
fort, affixed the petard to it, lit the fuse,
retreated a short distance, and then had
the pleasure of hearing a deafening re-
port. The next moment the gallant
captain saw that the petard had blown
the gates of the fort to pieces. Capt.
Aylmer and lieuts. Boiseragan and Bab-
cock, followed by a handful of Sepoys,
then made a dash into the fort, and after

captured a fleld gun which had been used
effectively against the attacking party.
The British officers and 8epoys also cap-
tured nine prisoners, the remainder of the
rebel tribesmen fleeing, leaving a number
of dead inside and outside the fort.

The news of this engagement on the
Pamir frontier is not quite clear on this
point, that of what became of the orig-
inal Kashmire garrison of the fort. Itis
presumed, however, that the rebel tribes-
men captured the tort previous to the
arrival of the British troops and that it
had now been retaken.

The excitement is rapidly increasiag in
London and the general opinion is at mid-
night about the clubs and such places that
war with Russia is looming up on the
horizon in India. In any case, it is certain
that the whole Pamir question will now
be raised in deadly earnest. One officer
of high rank, who has recently returned
from India, was more communicative,and
frankly said there could now be no doubt
that affairs on the frontier of the Pamir
district had reached a most delicate and
dangerous stage. The claims made by
Russia, he said, must be greatly modified
before even a basis for negotiations can be
established by the three nations concern-
ed—Russia,China and Great Britain. The
commencement of the trouble was in what
is known as the Younghusband incident
late last summer,when a party of Russians
outnumbering the British force of 8
officers, 60 horsemen and 40 infantry
soldiers, made an exploring expedition

towards Afghan Chitral and the Chinese"
