TEACHERS IN SESSION,

Good Attendance and some Interesting
Subjects Discussed.

York county institute opened its first ses-
sion for the year at the Normal school on
Thursday morning. There was a good at-
tendance. Miss Thorne was elected to the
secretaryship, the position having been
vacated by Miss Ross. After an address by
Mr. Palmer the roll was signed. ;

Secretary’s report was read and referred to
Messrs. Owens, Kilburn and Everett for
audit. W T Day of Marysville, then opened
a discussion on the subject of grammar. He
thought that the text book should be closely
followed and although it had faults, these
could be guarded against by a little care on
the teacher’s part. He thought that the
saying, ‘‘parsing gets so monotonous,” could
be changed if the order of the work was
altered by the introduction once in a while
of some new ideas. He considered the
teaching of grammar to be indispensable
and he had achieved some success in it and
believed other teachers, who had taught it
on its merits, had done the same.

He was followed by George Blakeny,
who dealt with the the teaching of grammar
in connection with literature. He con-
sidered that grammar had been neglected,
and was firmly of the opinion that the text
book should not be followed. Messrs.
Everett, Owens, McKnight, Bridges, Inch
and others followed till adjournment for
noon.

After reassembling, Mr. Palmersubmitted
a communication from the W. C.T.U,,
asking the presence of the members at a
social in the temperance hall on Friday
evening.

Prof. Stockley, at some length, addressed
the members on the troubles of a teacher’s
life.

Modern educational errors, a paper by
Mr. Palmer was then read and discussed
by Messrs. Inch, Bridges, Foster, Stockley,
Meagher and others.

Duff
on modes of vibration.

Friday morning F. Owens read his paper

The letter it appears
went to Prince William, but there being no
person of that name in the parish, and
the postmaster knowing of the White
at Centreville, Carleton county, sent
it to Centreville. There the letter was
