PROHIBITION COMMISSION. 
The Opening Session — Some of the 

The commission met in the city council 
chamber at ten o'clock this morning with 

the following commissioners present: Clark, 
Gigault, Judge McDonald, Kribbs and Dr. 

McLeod, P Monahan, of Halifax, secretary. 

The following were summoned to give evi- 
dence: Chief Justice Allen, Judge Fraser, 

John L Marsh, A A Sterling (sheriff), Chas 
Beckwith (city clerk), A F Street (collector 

of customs), John M Wiley (pres. board of 

trade). 

After a few remarks by Judge McDonald, 
(chairman), Mayor Beckwith was sworn. 

He said that he had been an alderman, was 

now mayor, there were some manufactur- 

ers here, was seat of government for prov- 

ince, town had been under the Scott act for 

ten years. Act had been voted on three 
times and supported. Before that a license 
act was in force, a city license. That law 

gave a license through the city council. Did 
not know whether there were any druggists 
licensed under the Scott act. Enforcement 

is left in the hands of the police force. Have 

five wards in the city, ten aldermen, mayor 

and city clerk. 

As to how theact is carried out here can say 
that it has been in force for ten years and 
that the police have done all they could. 
Think that the act is not operative. There 

are a number of places where liquor is 
sold. The people appear lo be against the 
act. Believe the police strive to do their 

duty. Think there are half a dozen or 
more places where liquor is sold, in round 
figures. Have several temperance societies 

here, and could not suggest any amend- 
ments to the law. - 

To Mr. Clark— Had ‘afl inspector here 
but the act was not better enforced than 
now. Council have giyen directions to 

have the law enforced. Believe the police 
are as diligent as they can. Public senti- 
ment is against the law, although they vote 

for it they are really against it. Believe 
that total prohibition would not carry here 

if it would prevent the getting of liquor. 
I believe that a prohibitory law would be a 

good thing for the county, but that it could 
not be carried out. Had people in prison 
for selling and still the sale of liquor was 

not stopped although two of the hotels were 
closed up altogether. Many of the sellers 
are fined more than twice during the year. 

How is it that they are not tried for their 
offence and sent to jail? Could not say 

why. The fines are collected ; thought the 
fines are more effective than imprisonment. 
There is as much drinking done since the 
act came in force as before but it is done 
more quietly. Young men are seen going 

round behind places with bottles and drink- 
ing on the quiet. Think a license law 
would be better. Think that if a prohibi- 
tory law is passed a man should be compen- 
sated who had from $10,000 up invested in 
the business. 
To Mr. Gigault: The McCarthy act was 

never in force here. There was no more 

drunkness under the license act than at 
present. It is similar in the county to what 
it is in the city. ‘ 

To Mr. McLeod: Think that the cases 
of appeal interfere with the enforcement 
of the act. Some cases ran as long as two 
years. These appeals and long delays had 
the effect of weakening the feelings of the 
people. The feeling of the majority of the 
peopleis against thelaw. I know people who 
supported the act and yet violate it. 
Did not know why first cases were made in- 
stead of second and third, unless it was on 
account of the appeals. Are cases before 

the courts now. Could not say whether 
there was illicit sale under the license .law 

or not, think there was. The licensees. ob- 
served the. license law. The convictions 
prove thatthe authorities try to enforce the 
law. Market and Street laws are well en- 
forced, but are sometimes violated. There 
is no less drinking now than under 
the license law. Think the city has 
not improved in morals or business 
‘over that of fifteen years ago. There is as 
much pauperism. Did not attribute any - 

improvement in thé city to the act. 
Would not declare that there was not 
more than six places where liquor was 
sold. oo : 
Chas. Beckwith was then sworn: Am 

not connected with the enforcement of the 
Scott act. Have good temperance societies, 
they are doing good work as well as are the 
churches, and they have a good effect. 
Have better effect than legislative enact- 
ments. The law is not enforced in the 

country villages. 

To Mr. McLeod: The law was well en- 
forced at first but getting slacker since. 

Again shortly aller a Scott Act election the 
law was well enforced. 

To Mr. Clark: Think that the pressure 

on the enforcement of the law slackens, but 
think the law can be enforced if the senti- 
ment is with it, but I believe it is the re- 
verse. Do not think a law would carry that 

would keep a private citizen from getting 

liquor. Think the police do all that 
they can be expected to do. Do not 
think the Scott Act can be amended to 
make it more effective. The population 

has increased and drunkenness has de- 
creased. Attribute this decrease to the 

churches and temperance societies. Think 
the law is violated here. Would not be 
difficult for a person coming to the city to 

get liquor. The law is enforced in the 
country districts of this county, but not in 

Sunbury. The act was carried there by a 

large majority but there was a small vote 
polled. Believe that many vote for the 
act and then do not observe it. 

To Mr. McLeod — Did think the citizens 
should enforce the act. Did think the 
police should enforce the law whether the 
citizens take action or not. The vote was 
not a test as it was so small that the senti- 

ment of the county could not be judged by 
it. Know np law that is violated here so 
openly as the Scott act. Some of the peo- 

ple would not support the det if it would be 
a barrier to getting liquor. There are 
places where liquor is sold openly as well 
as publicly. Ithink no law is so constantly 

and persistently violated, 
This concluded Mr. Beckwith’s evidence. 

The commission is hearing the others as 
we go to press.
