FARM AND FIRESIDE. 
Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and 

His Household 

Every practical dairyman who selects 
# cow for dairy work, has a more or less 
defined notion of what her form must be 
and how she shall be built and finished, 
4nd while dairy, qualities are not alto- 
gether dependent upon constfuction of 
the carcass, and many exceptions atisé to 
any supposed rule, there is a well estab- 

lished guiding principle, that is near 

enough for all practical purposes. This is 
the formula as laid down by an eminent 
authority in the Practical Farmer: 

“The law of judging a dairy cow is now 
very closely allied to the development of 

her back bone and its appendages. The 
cow of large dairy performance is one that 
shows large spinal proportions and spinal 

cotd. fhe heads of great milking cows 
are always fine and bony; with lage pro- 
truding eyes, and a strotig jointing of 
spinal column to the head. The back 
should be ioof like; never flat back that 
obscures the épinal ptocésses: The tibs 
should spring rafter like away ffom the 
back bone, and be far apart, and so give 
an open expression to the barrel of the 
cow. At the hip, the back bone should 
rise and give a high pelvicarch. This in- 
dicates a strong maternal action, indica- 
tive of strength and roof for the office of 

maternity. The long tail is a good sign, 

as it tells of a continuation of the spinal 

process, and the best cow has the longest, 
slimmest tail. The open flank must go 
with the well developed back bone, and 

rise into the arching flank, so as to give 
extra space for the udder. The beef type 
is the opposite of all this; as we want all 
this sharpness and openness in the dairy 

cow filled with beef in the other; because 
we want to sell the beef; but in the other 
case it is milk that is wanted and milk 
must come, if profitably, from thé daity 
form. There must be strong lungs, a big 

heart, a wide room for food, and a good 
constitution to work with, and then if our 

breeding and heredity of performance is 
built upon dairy judgment, we shall have 
found our true daity cow; an animal that 

puts food into milk and not into beef that 
can only be secured with the butcher's 
kyife. 

BREEDING FEEDING EWES. 

It is not desirable that ewes kept for 

breeding only should be highly fed until 

after they have lambed. An abundance 
of pea straw with some turnips or man- 

golds and a free run in a large yard by 

themselves with access to water, and a 
little grain, say oats and barley or peas 

mixed every evening. 
Never let the breeding ewes run with 

cattle or swine; they are easily injured 

by them. When the lambs come, feed 
more liberally of grain crushed, with 

some bran added, and more roots with 
clover hay,if possible ; if not give meadow 
hay. A little oil cake or cotton seed meal 

will not be amiss in adding to the rich- 
ness of their milk. Do not turn them out 

on the early spring grass to soon, it is very 
laxative; even when put on grass it is 
well to continue feeding some grain every 
day till the lambs become strong and the 
grass has more substance. The advant- 
age of such feeding is not only that the 

ewes are sttong and healthy lambs, but 
the wool of their fleeces is greatly im- 
proved in strength, weight and quality. 

HELPFUL HINTS. 

Such as Young Housewifes may well 
make a note of. 

Sift a tablespoonful of pulverized sugar 
over the top of two-crust pies when baking 

and see how delicious it makes them. 
If butter is kept covered tight when 

put inthe ice chest it will not absorb the 
odor of any food lying near. There is 
nothing so sensitive as butter. 
Wheat chaff may be advantageously 

used as bedding in the pig quarters, as it 
is an excellent absorbent, can be easily 
removed, and makes the floor clean and 
dry. 

In airing pillows choose a clear, bright 
day, but never hang them where the sun 

will strike them, as the sun acts upon the 

oil in the feathers and develops a most 
disagreeable odor. 

Milk for the calf should not be colder 

than 96 degrees. From its dam the calf 
receives warm milk and this faction should 
teach those who raise calves by 2d 
the importance of avoiding cold milk for 
them. 
Red tablecloths and napkins lose their 

fresh, red color soon unless carefully 
handled. They should be soaked for half 
an hour in cold water, then put quickly 
through lukewarm suds, rinsed in salt 

water and hung up immediately. 
Experiments made by Prof. Wheeler,of 

the New York experiment station,in feed- 
ing poultry, demonstrate that fowls can 
eat pounded glass with no liability of in- 

jury, and it will greatly assist the birds in 
the mastication of their food through the 
agency of the gizzard. 

Besides the delightful feeling that she 
is lessening the cost of living by thus 

utilizing what would otherwise go to 
waste, it ought to give an intelligent wo- 

man great pleasure to conduct the house- 
hold afiairs, on a strictly business basis 
1 hether she is rich or poor. 

The claim is made that the “ practical” 
farmer is often not a good one. The best 
farmers are those who read and study the 

experiences of others, and who endeavor 
to practice all theimproved methods that 

may be of assistance in securing larger and 

better corps with the least expense. 

A cutter that will chop turnips will 

be found valuable to those who keep sheep, 
as sheep will eat raw turnips,or any other 

roots. Cooked turnips, with bran, will 
also be found better than grain for promot- 

ing the thrift of hogs, while the carrot is 
highly relished by the horses and cows. 

It would pay farmers if a law was en- 
acted prohibiting the sale of all calves un- 
der three months old, as they would then 
be induced to use bulls of good breeding. 
The keeping of scrub bulls on the farm is 
the cause of so many baby calves being 
marketed, as calves bred from scrub stock 
have no future value for beef. 

Leave nothing to be done in the spring 
that can be done before that time. When 

spring opens work will crowd upon the 

farmer, and he may find that time is too 
valuable to give attention to many matters 
that are important. Much of this delay 
and annoyance may be avoided by keep- 
ing all work done up to time, and having 

everything ready when the hurry begins, 
They say that by chopping up lemon or 

orange peel, putting the pieces in a bottle 
and pouring a little alcohol over them,youn 

get as good flavoring for rice puddings as 

you could wish; and all cooks know, the 

value of every crumb of bread. Every 
scrap of cold vegetables may be used as 

salads or garnishes, and every bone is 
valuable for stock, as well as every spoon-

CHARLIE LAKE. 

The Sun Coffédspondent Makes Some Er- 
rors in his Déséri 

We reproduce from the Sun, of the 4th 
ult., a description of Charlie lake, Sho- 

gomoc, for the purpose of making some 
corrections that are necessary, otherwise 
the article may do damage to the owners 

of property in the neighborhood of the 
lake, as all who read the Sun’s article 
may not know the facts of the case: 

“ & pleasant drive of some thirty-eight 
miles from Ffedeficton upon the west 
side of the river St. Joh through the 
flourishing parish of Kingsclear, Prince 
William apd Dumfries and over a road 
diversified by hills and valleys and past 

the long stretch of level land known as 
The Barony, the traveller arrives at the 

Pokiok extract works. Here are long and 
neatly piled tiers of hemlock bark by the 

roadside, opposite the factory, and a clust- 
er of buildings occupied by the employes. 
A short distance further on, one is fully 

rewarded for the ride by the highly 
picturesque view of the Pokiok falls and 
the deep rocky gorge, now icicle margined, 

through which its waters rush and tumble 
in their haste to mingle with those of the 
noble 8t. Johti. Four miles further on is 
the mouth of the Shogomoc. Here ex- 

tending along the road for nearly a mile 
and gradually widening as it recedes from 

the river, and lying between the Allan- 
dale settlement and Charlie lake, is situ- 

ated what is known as the Pompelli estate. 

This land extends back about ten miles. 
With the exception of the cleared land 
lying between the road and the river and 
a portion on the westerly side of the road, 
this immense estate is still a forest, not 
unbroken however, for it has been for 

years the scene of busy lumber operations, 
and the Saxby gale and destructive fires 

have also robbed it of much of its previous 
wealth and grandeur. Still there is a 

wealth of hemlock, spruce and hardwoods 
growing upon its hundreds of acres if the 
difficulty of getting it to market did not 

prevent its successful manufacture. This 
vast property was at one time owned by a 
highly respectable and well-to-do farmer, 

Benj. Ingraham, who in addition to culti- 

vating hig large farm, operated a grist and 

saw mill, and with his elder sons carried 
on a considerable lumber business. After 
their father’s death, lured by greater possi- 

bilities of wealth, the sons migrated west- 

ward, where it is said that one or more of 
them still hold lucrative positions. 
The property eventually came into the 

hands of a wealthy American” named 

Pompelli,with the exception of the home- 
stead and a portion adjoining, which was 

retained by the widow and the younger 
son and is- still occupied by them. Con- 

siderable additions were made from time 
to time to the acreage of the estate by 
Pompelli, and. the present mill at the 

mouth of the Shogomoc was built by his 
foreman, a Mr. Longstaff. Pompelli dy- 

ing suddenly, the estate was once more 

put upon the market andZcame into the 
hands of W. C. Watson of Worcester, 

Mass., who for some years lumbered and 
operated the mill, and leased out lumber 

permits from time to time. To give a 
faint idea of what a wealth it at one time 
had, it may he stated that long after it 
was supposed to be shorn of its pest 

spruce chance, R. A. Estey procured a 
three years’ lease from 1885 to 1888, of a 

small portion of it and cut and had sac- 
cessfully transported to his mill at Fred- 
ericton six million of spruce lumber. 
Mr. Watson became financially - embar- 

rassed, the estate again changed hands 
and this time became, and now is the 
property of two gentlemen residing in 
Fredericton. 

Following the various windings of the 
rocky Shogmoc, past the dams once used 

for driving the lumber to the mill at its 
mouth, in a short time one would almost 

believe himself to be in the depth of the 
unbroken forest, though but a short dis- 
tance from the busy scenes of husbandry. 

In these districts it is not uncommon to 
come upon large game. Fur bearing ani- 

mals, such as the mink, otter, and sable 
abound here. 

About four miles from the mouth of 

the stream is the outlet of Charlie lake 
and it is with this lake and its surround-’ 
ings. this sketch has to do. The lake 
itself is about one-quarter of a mile wide 

and three-quarters long. On the left of 

this lake a short distance from it, is the 
site of an old lumber camp operated over 

sixty years ago by John Glasier, now sen- 
ator, who first commenced operations 
here getting out large pine. Your corres- 

pondent is indebted to a gentleman of 

this city for the following tale of Charles 
Fleming, a singular individual who lived 

alone in the solitary fastnesses of the 
Shogomoc forest and from whom it is said 
the lake takes its name. He is said to 

have been a pirate and freebooter on the 
high seas, and many a dash and bloody fray 
he issupposed to have taken part in. It is 

not known whether he voluntarily en- 
gaged in this terrible work, but it is quite 

certain that for many years he followed 
this dash and bloody calling, until event- 
ually along with the rest of the crew he 

had been run down, and the most of the 
crew being either killed or taken prison- 

ers, he alone managed to escape, and a 
fugitive from justice and the stain of 

blood upon him, he sought to hide from 

justice and the face of his fellow men. He 
wandered on until he found a refuge in 
the rocky fastness of the Shogomoc 

woods, supplying his wants with the fish 
and game from the lakes and forests, and 

by such such products as he could raise 

from such portions of the land as he had 
by degrees cleared; and as year by year 

he added to it, he raised potatoes, grain 
and hay and as the lumberman gradu- 

ally intruded into his locality and the 
fear of capture gradually began to wear 

off, he was enabled to exchange for such 

articles as he might stand in need of. He 
was very very superstitious and was al- 

ways doing something to drive away the 
ghosts that were nightly appearing to him, 
his only, companion in his exile being a 

little dog. Here he continued to live for 

a numRier of years gradually clearing up 
quite a farm, faint outlines of which can 

still be seen, but a second growth has 

con.e up over it, and good merchantable 

logs have been cut off the fields where he 
once cut hishay. I have talked with sev- 

eral aged men living in the vicinity of 
Fredertcion who, when stiil youths, were 

engaged in the woods at the Shogomoc 

and used to spend many an evening in 
Charlie Fleming’s cabin. By degrees, as 

his mind became unburdened of the fear 
of capture, he told of how, on the coast of 
Spain, the crew being broken up, had 

buried a vast amount of gold and treasure, 
and this knowledge coming to the ears of 

some enterprising citizens of the city of 
St. John then came to Charlie’s residence 

at the lake and induced Charlie to go to 

8t. John with them. They then procured 
a vessel and had her loaded with lumber 
of some description, with apartments fit- 
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ted up in the centre of the Famber to con- 
ceal Charlie, and it was done so skillfully 
that to any one not in the secret it would 

appear as a solid pile. Thus equipped, 

they set sail for the Spanish coast. But 
there a disappointment awaited them. 

The site where the treasure was hidden 
was covered bv a town which had 

grown up after Charlie had been driven 
off the sea. The appearance of a strange 

vessel with a cargo foreign to what 
was an article of commerce there, hover- 

ing around their coast, aroused the sus- 

picion of the Spanish authorities, who 

had the vessel detained and the crew put 
into prison, and it was only through the 
intervention of the British consul that 

they were eventually allowed their liberty 
and proceeded back to St. John with their 

vessel. Charlie Fleming remained all the 
time in his quarters in the centre of the 
cargo unobserved. After returning 

to St. John nothing more was heard 
of Charlie Fleming by the settlers 

in the vicinity of Charlie lake, but he is 
supposed to have died there, and the 

lake and clearing in the Shogomoc woods 
still bear his name.” 

A writer tothe St. John Sun, in speak- 
ing of the Shogomoc land says that the 

lumber on the lands has been greatly de- 

stroyed by the Saxby Gale and fires and 

that it is difficult to get the lumber to 

market. In this he has made a mistake, 

inasmuch as the Saxby Gale never 
reached as far up as the Shogomoc and 

only some three or four hundred acres of 

the land has been touched by the fire — 
not very much out of about 11,000 acres. 
And furthermore there is not any trouble 

to speak of in getting the lumber out to 

the river St. John; the lands being only 

about four miles from the river. This 
can be substantiated by the very oath 

of authority. The land isof good healthy 
growth and there is now a large quantity 
of spruce and hardwood on the premises. 

The following letter from Peter Woods, 
C. E., speaks for itself: 

“I cannot see any greater facilities for 
getting timber to market than there is on 

the Shogomoc. All those lands comprising 

the Pompelli estate are within easy dis- 

tances of good driving streams and lakes; 

all on the west side can be hauled into 
Charlie Lake and stream, a good deal of 
it into the St. John river and the remainder 

in the Shogomoc Lake and river. The 

Shogomoc may be a little rocky, but with 
good dams and a good head of water there 

would be no trouble in getting it out. 
There is now a large amount of hemlock 

on the ground, also of good spruce lumber, 
besides great quantities of excellent hard- 

wood. The Saxby gale did not reach there 
at all but of course the fires have burned 

over some of the ground on the west side 

of said estate, perhaps 300 or 400 acres, 
perhaps more; but that is not much out 

of 11,000 acres.

GRAF UNDER THE LASH. 
Turnkey Macaulay Administers Twenty 

Stripes for Indecent Assault. 

The young mulatto, Frederick Graf, re- 
ceived his first whipping of twenty lashes 

in St. John on Monday afternoon, at 2.30 
o’clock. 

Ever since the trial, when the enormity 

of his vile oftence was made known to 

Graf, the first instalment of the penalty 
has ever been before him, and it. is im- 

possible to picture his feelings when Mon- 

day morning he awoke to the realization 
that the day had come. 

As early as 2 p. m. those to whom 

passes had been sent began to arrive. A 
few minutes before the appointed time 

there assembled in the jailor’s room, be- 

sides Mr. Rankin, sheriff Harding, Dr. 

James Christie, chief of police Clark, city 

marshal McPherson, Turnkey Macaulay 
and Clifford and the reporters for the 
press. 
The jailer, in the interval, entertained 

the visitors with a story of a dog which 

had pulled all of the feathers from a 
chicken belonging to him. The sheriff 
and Dr. Christie then 

Proceeded to Graf's Cell, 

where the physician examined the pris- 

oner. It was found that Graf’s heart was 
somewhat excited, no doubt from his an- 

ticipation of the punishment. On the re- 

turn of the doctor and sheriff Harding, 
the party waited until the time was up, 

and sharp on the close of the half hour, at 

the jailer's signal, slowly climbed the 
stairs leading to the upper corridor. There, 

securely strapped to the iron grating which 

overlooked the stairway, was Graf, the - 
upper part of his body entirely bared, and 
his face wearing a sullen expression not 

unmixed with apprehension. He had 
socks only on his feet. 

So far as could be judged, the fear of the 
ordeal weighed greater on his mind than 

its degradation. Beyond merely glancing 
at their faces as they ascended the stairs, 
he paid no attention to the visitors, the 

short time which intervened between the 
arrival of the party and the operation, 
being occupied by him in clutching the 

bars a little higher with his hands, or 

speaking a word or two to Turnkey Clifford 

who was engaged in further securing him 
to the bars by the waist. With his arms 

raised high above his head, and as he 
occasionally moved in his uncomfortable 

position, Graf seemed to be of a very 
athletic build,the muscles of his hack and 

neck bulging out prominently, and his 

biceps being also well developed, for his 
age. 
The party having formed in a sort of 

crescent, the sheriff instructed Turnkey 
Clifford to tally, and then gave the word 
to Turnkey Macaulay, who advanced to 

within four feet of Graf, holding in his 
hand, the whip, a stick of wood about a 

foot in length, to which was attached six 
whip cords tapering from 1-5 of a inch in 

thickness. Graf visibly braced himeelf 
when Mr. Macaulay drew back and raised 
the instrument. At the first stroke,which 

was laid on with considerable swing. 

The Victim Suddenly Wreathed 

at the second and third, he cried out in 

pain ; at the seventh, he turned his head 
to the operator and exclaimed, *“ Oh, Mr. 
Macaulay, stop!” At that point, al- 

though the corridor was rather dusky, 
purple marks where the lashes had been 

struck could be plainly seen upon the 
prisoner’s back, extending from the bot- 

tom of the left shoulder blade to the top 
of the right one. From the eighth to the 

finishing stroke, Graf apparently made 
no sound, as all that was heard was the 
swish of the lashes as they struck in suc- 

cession. As the 20th was spoken,and the 

whip smote the discolored flesh, the pris- 
oner gave a longdrawn sigh. It was then 

seen that a large drop of blood had oozed 
from one of the wounds, and that the 

flesh, where the cords had struck many 
times, was livid. The whole skin showed 

the marks very distinctly. When Graf 
was released, he strode to the door of his 
cell, No. 18, and flinging the door open 

angrily,walked to the window of the apart- 
ment and stood sullenly looking out. The 
door was then closed and secured. 

Dr. Christie afterwards took up lint and 
$$ and dressed the wounds. It 

as his opinion that the whipping was a 
pretty severe one, and he said that had 

it been more so, the result might have 
been different. 

Turney Macaulay, when spoken to, re- 

marked that the task was a very unpleas- 
ant one, but that it was his duty. :
