GROSS ERRORS.

The Auditor’s Report, a Volume of
Mistakes.
‘Want of space last week prevented giving
sany account of the mistakes in the auditor’s
report of  York county accounts for 1891.
Those who have the report may look the
items up for themselves. As many are not
furnished with it, however, we will give
some of the accounts as they appear. On
page twelve, columns headed schools, Vic-
toria hospital and total are not added cor-
rectly. Page thirteen has a mistake where
$428.08 added to $21.17 makes $450.25. Page
twenty-one stands as follows :
$50.00 No acct.
5.00 no acct.
56.70 $46.97
84.40 79.89
40.00 no acct.
50.00 no acct.
35.00 no acct.
$331.10 $136.86

Add these for yourselves and see that the
$136 86 is carried forward so that that page
is totally incorrect.

Turn next to page twenty-five. Here we
find a mistake in the column headed, grant.

On page twenty-seven on the credit side
of Kingsclear account, there is a mistake of
$10, making the * overexpended” in that
parish $10 short.

Then turn to page twenty-nine, as we
have not got well started yet,and add credit
side of account for Bright. There appears
to be something wrong there also, and if
you follow it up you will see that it has
been carried into page thirty-two making
that page also perfectly worthless as a cor-
rect statement.

Continuing, add the column under “ over
expended "’ on page thirty-three, and there
is another mistake.* Nor is this the last of.
the list.

Page forty-five shows a balance of cash
in hand for Stanley parish of $6.63. A mo-
ment's work will show you it is six dollars
too much. :

Page seventy-six gives Alonzo C. Dow,
Canterbury, a credit of $18.56 overpaid,
when you ean see at a glance that the
amount should be $8.56.

Page 103 next claims your.attention. If
you add the amount under juries on page
113 you will find a mistake which is carried
through pages 114, 115, 116, 117, 118 and 119,
making the total payment wrong. This
brings us back to page 103 where total pay-
ments from 30th Nov. 1890, to the 30th Nov.
1891, is wrong, leaving the balance on hand
incorrect. This $558.70 you can follow into
page 121, leaving a mistake on that page
also, which sets page 120 astray.

Again on page 133, we find this $558.70
boldly reposing under the title assets, when
you have seen that it is a little offcolor. Of
course it puts the final sum, liabilities and
assets, astray also.

Page 142 has another peculiar balance.
Jos. Miller's credit appears by this to add
very slowly. He can take a grain of com-
fort, however, from the fact that most of
the mistakes are on the credit side though
not all showing the amount on hand.

Were there more time and opportunity
the report might be examined more min-
utely, but enough has been shown to satisfy
all reasonable people that as an exact show-
ing of the standing of the different parishes
it is incorrect, it is worthless. There are
other mistakes which have not been noticed.
What steps the councillors may take at the
July sesdion is not yet knmown, but it is
reasonable to suppose that either a re-
print will be ordered at the expense of the
officials who have plainly neglected their
duty, or a balance sheet struck and the
standing of the different parishes estalished.
It will not do to let the matter run overinto
another year or it will be * confusion worse
confounded.”

It appears very strange after all that sec-
retary Black said and did respeeting the ex-
secretary’s work that such errors should
creep into his so soon. He may charge it
to the auditor; it is between them, let the
best man shoulder it. It may be said to be
the fault of the printer. Some errors, we
will allow, appear that way, but the proof

_reader, who was the auditor, is responsible.

Let the secretary treasurer and auditor in
their organ give us a correct statement. It
will be of no use to shield themselves be-
hind the printer. Come out boldly, assume
the report as your handiwork, acknowledge
its mistakes and give us something that
can be depended on.

The Great Northwest.

The C. P. R. car devoted to the exhibits of
the cultivated and natural products of the
northwest was at the station here on Thurs-
day. Although the storm eclipsed a Mani-
toba blizzard, yet all day the car Was throng-
ed with representative farmers. Thecar was
divided into four sections, devoted to
Manitoba, Assiniboia, Alberta and British
Columbia. Among the exhibits were: La-
doga and No. 1 hard Manitoba wheat, buck-
wheat, barley, white and black oats, flax,
linseed meal, oilcake, wild grasses, wild and
cultivated fruits, ores of gold, siver, copper,
iron and nickel, bituminous and anthracite
coal and a fine display of polished woods.
One astonishing object was a bundle of rasp-
berry vines, some of which were fourteen
feet long. The specimens of coal were
much admired and the specimen of nickel
from the Sudbury mine was a great centre
of attraction. The roots do not surpass
ours, but the grain, especially wheat, is be-
yond anything that can be produced here.
The idea of sending this car through the
provinces is a grand one as it shows to the
greatest advantage the capabilities of the
northwest as a home for an enormous popu-
lation, having not only a great grain area but
vast and wealthy mineral resources and
wood of the best quality for domestic and
ornamental purposes.

Marysville Notes.

It isonly
atemporary structure, but will last till a
better one can be provided. Some of the
farmers are a little bit shy of signing the
guarantees, but it is thought that enough
milk can be got to render the business a safe
investment. The offer made by the com-
pany of fifteen cents for enough cream to
make a pound, of butter is a good one; in
fact is a better price than is got for butter
generally, it being sold here sometimes as
low as nine cents per pound. It is thought
that when fairly started, the farmers will
be better satisfied and take more interest in
its development.
