All through the summer the necessity of 
1 putting a fast boat on the river between the 
city and St. John has been discussed. It 
has become patent to everyone that this 
city has lost some thousands of dollars that 
might have been spent here were there a 
good steamer on the route. It has been 
hoped that the Star line would try to meet 

the wishes of the people, but if they tried 
they have failed. Now, however, there is a 

prospect that next year will see the 
fastest boat that ever has ploughed the 
waters of the St. John. A new boat is to be 

built at a cost of about $50,000, that will be 
guaranteed to make the trip in five hours. 

About twelve thousand dollars of this stock 
will be subscribed by Fredericton citizens 
at fifty dollars per share.

to take stock so that they will have an

TEMPERANCE MEETING. 

How the Northumberland People are 
Forcing the Fight. 

The following respecting & temperance 
meeting at Boiestown has been received. 

It was held at the Methodist church 
on the evening of the 5th inst. Rev. Mr. 
Bell of Boiestown, occupied the chair. 

The first speaker of the evening was Rev. 
Mr. Marshall, Methodist minister of 

‘Chatham. He held his audience well for 
nearly an hour as he described in. forcible 
words the benefits of the Scott act in op- 
position to license law. He was followed 
by Rev. Neil McKay, Presbyterian minister 
of Chatham, who is a regular warhorse in 
Scott act collections, and clearly showed 

the benefits arising from the Scott act. 

The next speaker was John Hinchey of 

Bloomfield Ridge, who gave a very clear 

account of the prohibitory law of 1885 and 
its benefits to the country, and showed the 

absurdity of high license, giving ‘as an il- 

lustration the fact that in the city of Hali- 
fax more liquor was sold by unlicensed 
than by licensed vendors and under the 
same law. How is that for license ? 
John Cameron of Campbell, next took 

the stand, and during his speech, gave a 
very apt and suggestive illustration of the 

way in which the Scott act deals with the 
rumsellers. He said Mr. Richards at Boies- 
town has a pet bear which is anything but 
a pet when free; but Mr. Richards keeps 

his pet chained. The Scott act is a chain 
around the rumseller’s neck, and the Scott 

Act Inspector was the force tightening that 

chain. Now shall we lose our chain and 
our tightening force over this coil by the 

coming election. By all means, No, No! 

The electors present when asked who would 
support the Scott act, rose ina body. A 
very representative committee was formed 
Rev. Mr. Bell chairman. In the face of such 
comforting assurances as these, how can it 
be doubted that the Scott act will be sus- 
tained at the coming election.

and covered. The ceremony lasted two 
hours.

slashing books at Milltown. The books 
give the following : — 4074% cuts dressed in 
60 hours on slashers Nos. 2, 3 and 4. These 

three machines are the same in every way 
as the three at Marysville and the length of 
cut is the same. The Gibson mill men 
will have to go a long way by the 3786 cut 
mark claimed by Tae HeraLp before they 

beat the Bt. Croix. During the same week 
that the above 40742 cuts were dressed at 
Milltown, slasher No. 1 dressed 942% cuts. 

This is a machine for running heavy tick- 
ing. And No. 5, a tape dresser, dressed 
1008% .cuts, which makes the 6025 cuts 
spoken of in the Courier last February. 
When the Marysville men do their best the 

Milltown men believe that longer experi- 
ence will enable them to do better.
