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THE QUEENS COUNTY ELECTION. 

The election in Queens county to fill 

the vacancy caused by the resignation of 
Mr. Hetherington, resulted in the al- 

most unanimous return of attorney gen- 
eral Blair. Of the 2,263 electors who 
went to the polls only 691 deposited 

their ballots for the opposition candidate, 

Mr. Neales, the nominee of Pitts, Gregory, 
Black & Co. The returns as published in 

another column, show that Mr. Blair 

carried every parish in the county, the 
most of them by such overwhelming 

majorities as to leave no room for doubt 
as to the feelings of the people of Queens 
towards Mr. Blair and his government. 
The significance of the great victory won 

by Mr. Blair can only be adequately re- 
alized and appreciated when the reason 
of his defeat in York is remembered, 

when the nature of the constituency 
which he chose as his battle ground is 
known, when the issue which he was 
forced to meet and fight is understood, 
and when the methods which were used to 
defeat and destroy him are considered. 

Unexpectedly and treacherously defeated 
in the county of York on a sectarian and 

ultra-protestant cry, Mr. Blair chose the 
strongest protestant and orange consti- 
tuency in the province for re-election. 
Realizing that the cry which a few 

ignorant and fanatical persons had raised 
in York, a cry which he had been unable 

to meet and answer, had contributed 

mainly to his defeat; and feeling that it 
was not only a false and unfounded cry, 

but a dangerous one as well to the peace 
and harmony of the province, Mr. Blair 
boldly and wisely resolved to appeal to a 

constituency into which the fire that had 
been kindled in York might naturally be 
supposed to have spread, and, where, if 

anywhere, it would find ready fuel for its 

flames. The county of Queens, the ban- 
ner protestant county of the province, 

which was reported to contain a thousand 

orange votes, and where the Roman 
Catholics constituted a very small pro- 
portion of the electors, was chosen by Mr. 

Blair for the scene of the contest. Into 

this county he went, resolved to stand or 
fall by the record of his government for 

fair play and equal rights to every class 

and to every creed in the province. His 
decision to stand for Queens was scarcely 
made public before Pitts and his co- 
workers in York were on the scene. Aided 
by Mr. Blair's bitter personal enemies 
from the city of Fredericton, they succeed- 
ed, against the wishes of the people of 

Queens, in prevailing upon Mr. Neales, 
county master of the orange association, 

to run as an opponent of the government. 
The fact that Mr. Neales had always pro- 

fessed to be a friend of the party in power, 
and that he even sought and expected 

the nomination on the government ticket 
a few weeks before, does not seem to have 
been taken into consideration. They 

must have a candidate, and J. DeVeber 
Neales was selected for a second H. H. 

Pitts. The gang of ignorant and un- 

scrupulous bigots, who were largely re- 
sponsible for the disgraceful and suicidal 
result in York, moved into Queens bag 
and baggage. Team loads of vile and in- 

flammatory literature were distributed 
into every part of the county; men were 
sent from house to house to pour into the 

ears of the electors any kind of stories 
that would lead them to believe that Mr. 

Blair was the persecutor and oppressor of 
the protestant people; the sacred calling 

of the christian ministry was trailed in 
the dirt for partizan purposes; and the 
most unscrupulous means were employed 

to set neighbor against neighbor, and to 
stir up a sectarian war among the people. 
Mr. Stockton, the leader of the opposition, 

Mr. Gregory, the bitter personal enemy of 
Mr. Blair, and any other persons who 
were supposed to have any influence, and 

who could be prevailed upon to lend their 
aid and approval to the opposition cause 
were also in the field. 

By such means and by such instrumen- 

talities did these individuals seek to ac- 
complish the defeat of Mr. Blair. But 

the people of Queens were too intelligent 
to be deceived by such men as Pitts, Ross- 

borough, Inch, Ashford and Bliss. They 
rightly regarded their interference in 
their political affairs as a piece of im- 

pertinance, and the unsolicited dictation 
of such men as an insult to their intelli- 
gence. With a fairness that might well be 
emulated by York county, they resolved 
to hear both sides of the story; they 

were quick to perceive the nature and 

purpose of such canvasses, fo see that 
they were all a tissue of falsehoods with- 

out the shadow of truth, and they acted 

accordingly. With no uncertain voice they 

gave their verdict at the polls. The op- 

position candidate was so badly beaten 
that he lost his deposit, while his un- 

scrupulous backers were driven out of the 
county covered with shame and disgrace; 

never was a more emphatic rebuke ad- 

ministered to ahy party than was given to 

these miserable individuals; never was a 

candle flame more completely snuffed out, 
than was their false and pernicious cry 

extinguished by the people of Queens on 
the 22d inst. 

The electors of Queens are to be con- 

gratulated on the sound judgment and 
good sense they have shown, not only in 

securing the attorney general as their rep- 

resentative, but in refusing to listen to the 

views of these people who would stir up 
a religions war among them. Their 

doctrine is a dangerous and wicked 
one. It sets class against class and 

neighbor against neighbor. It creates en- 

mity and discord where harmony should 
prevail, and more than anything else 

tends to make unhappiness and differ- 
ences among the people. If followed to its 
logical conclusion it must necessarily end 
in something far more serious than 
these things. Such cries are always 

started and kept alive by the more ignor- 
ant and uneducated classes of the com- 
munity, and a flame once kindled, un- 

less promptly checked will sweep through 
a country like a prairie fire. Good people 

generally will commend the people of 
Queens for the very emphatic manner in 

which they have stamped this plague 
from their midst. The victory of right 
and justice over ignorance and fanaticism 
will be felt all over the province, and can- 
not fail to be productive of much good. 
All honor to Queens. They have elected 

a representative of whom any constituency 
might well be proud ; they have given a 

death blow to the Pitts gang, and the 
opposition party with which they were 
allied, and they will get their reward.

THE MAYORALTY. 

The time is drawing near when the 
people of Fredericton will be called upon 
to chose their chief magistrate for another 
year. The state of our city’s finances de- 
mands that a careful and wise selection 

should be made, not only of mayor, but 

of aldermen as well. The mayor's office 

is not, as is often supposed, a mere figure- 
head, but is an important position, which 
should always be filled by a man of 
ability, judgment and determination. If 

the mayor be a good man, in whom 
the public have confidence, he is 

looked to for advice in all matters, 

and the financial condition of the city 
largely depends upon his firmness and 

business ability. The time has gone by 

when Fredericton can afford the luxury 
of electing a mayor for ornamental pur-- 

poses only. We must have a man at the 

head of our civic affairs who commands 

the respect of the citizens, who has a 
reputation for business ability, and in 

whose fitness for the position the people 

have some confidence. Let a suitable 
man be named and he will be elected. 

WaiLe the Weston was on her way to 
Gagetown on Friday she stopped at a 

wharf for the purpose of taking on board 

some friends who wished to attend the 
declaration proceedings. Among those 

who came aboard wasa party whose sym- 
pathies were evidently not with, the gov- 

ernment. He had hardly got a comfortable 
seat when he commenced finding fault 
with Mr. Blair for his extravagance in en- 

gaging the boat, at the government's ex- 
pense, to take his friends to Gagetown. 
One of the committee of management soon 
got on his wheelhouse, and approaching 
the kicker who would find fault with the 

government for engaging the boat, and 
yet be willing to take advantage of 
it, asked him for his fair to Gagetown and 
return.

premier. Sir John Thompson has been 
appointed to the vacancy and has been 

called on to form a government. W. B. 
Ives, M. P., Sherbrooke, has been offered 

a seat in the new cabinet and will ac- 
cept. Chaplean and Caron are to be left 
in the cold, their places to be filled by 
Girouard and Angers, the lieut. governor 
of Quebec, famous in connection with the 
unseating of Mercier. The conservatives 

are in motion and a monster convention 

is called for January 11th, 1893, to meet 
at Montreal. It is believed in this city 
that York will be called on in a very 
short time to send a representative to 

parliament. No doubt the Sun will erase 

the names of Pitts and Thompson from 
its correspondence columns. Will “Pitts 
and his gang” mount the Protestant 

horse in this case or have they ridden 
the poor jade to death? He will have an 

opportunity now to get lots of blood and 
gore without going outside his late com- 

SpENCER INCH, of St. Marys, a harmless 
enough fellow when not unduly excited, 

spent a couple of weeks in the parish of 
Petersville in Queens county, in making 

dirty canvasses against Mr. Blair and his 
government. One of the polling places. 
in Petersville—the only one in the whole 
county—gave Mr. Neales a majority of 
about 35.
