Rev. A. J: Mowatt Condemns the Treat: 
mént of the Charges.

of a thing. It may still be, crucify Christ,” 

burk inquiry, choke off conviction, down 
with the truth, let rogues and thieves have 
the national purse, let bribery and cor- 

ruption rule the land. National righteous- 

ness, what is it? Is it the voice of royal 
commissions, as with ajustment they bal- 

ance opinions, make a compromise with 

truth, whitewash the party in power?” 
The speaker answered such questions in the 
negative, declaring that only the standard 

of the Bible could be taken in such cases.

The St. Croix Courier says: It is possible 
that some of the citizens of this town may

and Mrs. A. C. Grant, of this place would 
be presumptive heirs. It seems that John 

Linton, who came out to this country in 
1692, was the second son of Earl Tanney 

and had been educated for the Anglican 
ministry at Oxford. Heafterwards, against 
the wishes of his family, became a quaker 
and leaving home, came with many others 

to Pennsylvania to swell Penn's colony, al- 
ready founded there and located in Buck's 

county. His elder brother, Sir Roger Lin- 

ton, never married, and upon his death the 
entire estate should have passed into John 

Linton’s hands, but he could not be found. 
He had four children and his son Joseph 

was the great grand father of the present 

Mrs. Nutter, of Oak bay. Other branches 

of the family reside in Pennsylvania, Ohio 

and Indiana. A united effort is being made 

by the different branches of the family to 

prove their descent from the original John 

Linton, and documentary evidence is being 

collected here and forwarded to W. 8. Lin- 

ton, attorney at law, and mayor of Saginaw, 
Mich., who has already much evidence in 

his possession and feels confident of prov- 

ing his claim.
