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THE BRITISH ELECTIONS.

The indications point to an early dis-
solution of the imperial parliament.
While the exact date has not yet been
fixed, all the signs point to an early ap-
peal to the people. Already both sides
are preparing the sinews of war, and with
each great party confident of victory a
mighty battle may be looked for. To the
. casual onlooker from this gide of the sea,
the odds appear to be ia favor of the
“Grand old man,” but to a close observer
of the situation the issue does not seem so
certain. The main reasons for supposing
that Gladstone will win are based on the
results of the numerous bye elections
which have taken place since the general
election. If the bye elections represent
the feelings of the people toward the
general policy of the two parties, there
can be little doubt as to the result of the
next appeal to the electorate. But the con-
servatives deny that the result of a general
election, where the people have to choose
which party is to guide the destiny of the
empire, is necessarily foreshadowed by a
bye election, or even a series of bye elec-
tions. They contend that the bye elections
are often decided on local or minor
questions, which eclipse the general
policy of the government, when the gov-
ernment is not in danger, but that when
the people are called upon to choose whom
they will serve, or rather who will serve
them, the policy of the government, over-
shadows all the local and minor issues
which affected the bye elections and a
totally different result may follow. There
is no doubt something in this argument,
but hardly as much, we would think, as
the conservative party in England are
trying to persuade themselves to believe.
It is -hard to imagine how such a large
number of hye elections could be run, as
have recently taken place in Great Britain,
with such a decidedly one sided result,
without the general policy of the two
parties having something to do with it, yet
when the general elections.are brought on
Lord -Salisburg may be sustained in
power. The main issue will, of course, be
the “home rule” question. Gladstone
is relying upon the justness of his cause,
while Lord Salisbury and Mr. Balfour are,
not without considerable force and reason,
endeavoring to convince the people that
the Grand old man’s “hobby ” is indefi-
nite and impracticable, and that its rea-
lization would mean the destruction of
the Union. Indeed, so determined has
Lord Salisbury become, that Ireland shall
not have home rule, that he is reported to
have threatened that civil war will follow
in its wake. If this be true, it was no
doubt intended to terrify the weak and
timid, and to draw the undecided electors
to his standard.

While Gladstone has the prestige of
the bye elections to aid him in the coming
fight, there is no doubt that the Ulster
movement has lost him considerable non-
comformist support, although he may off-
set this by making general disestablish-
ment in one of the planks of his platform.
He has also to a certain extent lost con-
trol of the radical wing of his party, and
his failure to support the eight hour
movement has determined the labor
leaders to run independent candidates.
Recent events make the result of the
coming election hard to forcast, although
the chances appear to be in favor of the
liberal party.

“THE GERRYMANDER.”

Sir John Thompson’s new distribution
bill, better known as the second “gerry-
mander act,” may yet be quite an elephant
on the hands of the government. It
never was very warmly received by the
more independent of the party, and the
open and violent hostility which it evoked
from unexpected{quarters has caused its
promoters .no little anxiety. The very
essence of the “ gerrymander ”’ business is
well presented by Grip in a cartoon which
represents Sir John Thompson unfolding
the scheme to his colleagues with the re-
mark: “Pals,if we carry out thisscheme,
we will cap the climax by stealing the
country.” The Montreal Daily Star (con-
servative) referring to this attempt of the
government to “load the electoral dice,”
says: “It looks very like an attempt to
establish a party despotism,” and in call-
ing upon the governor general to exercise
his prerogative speaks as follows :

Lord Stanley cannot shirk his plain
duty at this crisis without forever weaken-
ing the office that he, as an English peer,
pledged himself to maintain. The op-
portunity has fallen at his feet to leave
his impress upon the growing institutions
of this continent.

* * * * * * * *

He stood under the trees at Earnscliffe
when Sir John Macdonald was dying;
and he aided in setting the new govern-
ment upon a path whose deviousness has
plainly shown the absence of the guild-
ing hand. He watched them finishing an
investigation, that the dead premier had
begun, by whitewashing the chief culprit.
He saw another member saved by what
conservative lieut.-col. O’Brien called “a
miserable piece of special pleading.” He
stood by while grave charges against a
minister were silenced on the contra-
dictory pleas that they were too old and
that they could wait until another ses-
sion. This year, he has seen charges
against another minister dilu.cd because
they were “too indefinite;” and the ac-
cusers of a judge told that they should
leave the matter in the hands of the very
men for whom he was charged with hav-
in% ginned. On top of it all comes a bill
to load the electoral "dice in favor of the
government and prevent the people from
speaking their mind.

If this is not a case that calls for the
exercise of the governor general’s prero-
gative, we may well hope that Canada

may never see the day when his inter-
vention will be necessary. -

Had we a better
trade system instead of the present one of
monopoly and combinism we would not
have to seek for settlers but the country
would soon have a teeming population.

JaraN is being so seriously interfered with
by Russia, England and China that a San
Francieco journal Ai Koku published by
Japanese revolutionists is promoting an
extended immigration into America from
that country. It would appear that this
nation must in a short time give place to
their oppressors and find a refuge on this
continent. The C. P. R. traffic with that
country should have a tendency to estab-
lish the Japanese in the north west, but
the immigration tends towards the cities
of the south. They make good citizens
and should be encouraged to settle in
Canada.

CANADA BLOCKS THE WAY.

Mon~TreAL, May 17.—The Star this
evening publishes the following cables
from London :

“The final decision of the British gov-
ernment to decline to-assent to the Bond-
Blaine convention is much discussed in
colonial circles. Lord Knutsford was
most anxious to show Newfoundland
every consideration, but Canada’s reasons
against the intended imperial sanction
left no alternative but to adhere to the
position held for a century — that New-
foundland’s negotiations with the States
must proceed pari passu with negotiations
between the States and Canada. The
colonial office has no wish to drive New-
foundland, but is more than ever confi-
dent that the best interests of the colony
will lie in cordial association with Canada.
The Newfoundland legislature’s repudia-
tion of the pled of the delegates to

the French shore legislation is arous-
ing a distrust which must harm the
colony’s interests here.

“The Graphic says that the government
should teach Newfoundland a needed les-
gon and says that further irresolution on
the part of the English government will
be regarded as a weakness.

“Sir Geo. Baden-Powell made his first
public speech yesterday,since his return
from Begring sea. It was at a meeting of
the mission to the deep sea fishermen.
He assured the audience that Great Bri-
tain was one time close upon war with the
United States. But they had now agreed
to settle the matter in dispute by means
of arbitration.”

SOME CENSUS FIGURES.
Growth of the Churches in Canada.

OtrAWA, MAY 18.— The religious census
bulletin shows the following increase :
Roman Catholics.... ... 198,483
Methodists ... 104,488
Presbyterians 79,034
Church of England .... 66,692

In New Brunswick the Catholics in-
creased 6,870, the Methodists 990 and Sal-
vationists 993. The Baptists decreased
1,443, Church of England 4,151, and Pres-
byterians 2,249. Catholics and Metho-
dists increased in every province. Episco-

lians decreased in New Brunswick and
g:inee Edward Island, and Presbyterians
decreased in all of the maritime provinces.
The Presbyterians increased to a remark-
able extent in Manitoba and the North-
west and Episcopalians in British Colum-
bia.

The greatest proportionate gain through-
out the Dominion was made by the Metho-
dists. At present Catholics compose 41.46
r cent. of the whole population. Metho-

ists 17.65, -Presbg,:rigns 15.73, Episco-
palians 13.41, and Baptists 6.33 per cent.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The Week’s Events in Brief—The Cream
of our Exchanges.

The returns show that Mr. Greaves
(liberal) is elected in North Perth by
about 150 majority.

It is stated that at a London cabinet
council Friday, it was decided to dissolve
parliament on June 20.

The body of a woman which was found
floating in the Niagara river on Monday
has not yet been identified.

The floods in Nebraska are subsiding
almost as rapidly as they rose. It isim-
possible to estimate the total damage.

A sensation has been caused in Russia
by the appointment of a -military officer
as inspector of the whole system of
railways.

It is reported that the steamer Alexan-
der Wolklow has foundered in the Cas-
pian sea and that 250 passengers were
drowned.

The governor of Victoria, Australia, has
refused to postpone the execution of
murderer Deeming, which is fixed for
Monday next.

A despatch from Madrid says Spain
has cancelled the prohibition of all im-
port of American pork which has been
in force many years.

Gabriel Frankowitz, a Russian Jew,
who lived in East Orange, N. J., Friday
morning shot and killed his wife and
then committed suicide.

At Childersburg, Ala.,, three negroes
were hanged and shot by a mob. They
were convicted of severely beating and at-
tempting to rob a white woman.

The house and barn belonging to Oscar
Dugan, seven miles below Woodstock,
were burned on Friday, the 13th inst.
The buildings and contents were insured
for $900.

The Toronto Globe’s reptile fund article
is to the effect that P. V. Valin, conserva-
tive candidate for Montmorency, got in
all $1,700 from the fund and was beaten
by one vote.

The river at St. Louis, Friday,at 4 a.m.
was stationary, the gauge showing 36 feet.
The signal service reports another three-
foot rise coming down the Missouri and
Miesissippi.

In the house of representatives Friday
morning the bill requiring that sales of
liquor shall only be made to guests in
connection with food was passed to be
engrossed : 104 to 86.

Five inches of snow had fallen Friday
morning up to 11 o’clock at Hanover, N.
H. The temperature is not low enough
to injure fruit, but the trees will be broken
by the accumulation of snow.

At the annual meeting of the C. P. R.
company, the other day, authority was
given the directors for the leasing of the
Tobique Valley railway on a basis of 40
per cent of its gross earnings.

Two hundred men broke into the gaol
at Clarksville, Ga., Wednesday and took
therefrom three negroes whom they
hanged. The men were charged with
murder, but died protesting their inno-
cence.

Wallace McElroy, working in Craig &
Rankine’s mill, Woodstock, Friday of
last week, was severely cut about the face
through the bursting of an emery wheel.
Dr. Kierstead was called and stitched up
the wounds.

A despatch from Mauritius says that in
the city of Port Louis alone six hundred
persons were killed in the terrific hurri-
cane that recently swept over the island.
In various country districts it is estimated
an equal number of lives were lost.

The rainfall of the past 48 hoursin
Iowa has surpassed any since the great
flood of 1869. The damage to crops is
enormous. One-third of the corn land in
this section cannot be planted this year.
Railroad traffic has been suspended.

Alex. Gilmore, a notorious outlaw, was
shot and killed near Fayetteville, N.C.,
by the daughter of Rev. W. Bount. He
had been robbing the house, and the
young woman shot him as he was en-
deavoring to escape from a window.

A snowstorm almost equal in intensity
to a January blizzard began crossing Iowa
Friday morning. A strong northwest
wind was blowing and it was extremely
cold. The storm, following upon floods,
seems to banish all hopes of crops this
year.

Although Morris’ motion abolishing the
legislative council of Quebec was defeated
by a vote of nineteen to forty-four, only
three conservatives voting aye, the mem-
ber for St. Lawrence division says he is
not discouraged, and will return to the
attack.

The Egyptian levee which protects a
vast area of bottom lands, five miles below
Keokuk, Iowa, broke on Thursday. The
waters of Des Moines river flood the
entire district. The - whole town of
Alexandria, Mo., is submerged and 10,000
people are homeless.

A remarkable wedding took place re-
cently at Cavington, Ky., that of two old
people of Sterling, Ohio, who said they
had eloped. The bridegroom was David
Heath, aged ninety-two years, and the
bride was Mary L. Hetrick, who registered
as sixty-five years old.

Three villages near the town of Erivan,
on the Zenghi, Southern Russia, have
been destroyed by earthquake. Twenty-
seven persons were Kkilled, and a large
