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¥ WINTER PORT QUESTION.

The meeting of the citizens of St. John
recently held in the commercial exchange
of that city to consider the winter port
question, calls to mind the promises that
were made by the New Brunswick states-
men who assisted in bringing about con-
federation, in regard to the position which
St. John as the chief city of New Bruns-
wick would occupy among the cities of the
dominion about to be formed. “St. John:
was to be the Liverpool of America.”
“The maritime provinces were to-be the
manufactaring provinces of the domin-
ion.” Now that the people of St. John after
almost a quarter of a century of confedera-
tion, have had to meet and pass resolutions
urging upon thé dominion government to
earry out the promises then made and to
do justice to the people, shows that either
themen who made those promises did
not- know what they were talking about,
or that they were deceiving the people.

At the time the question of confedera-

-tion was being agitated, the merchants
and ship owners and business men gener-
ally of St. John—knew ttiat the proeperity.
of the city la “depended upon-the
trade which.ese to herasa _d]ﬁﬁbutmg
centre from the other ts of the prov-
% incE, as well as W—hﬂaﬁl to her from the
Ei'ties of the maritime provinces,and they

Jdso knew {hat the union of the prov-
inces of British North America and the
establishment of railway communication
with the large cities of the provinces of
the west, would bring the St. John
merchants in competition with those of
Montreal, Quebec and Toronto which
competition would result to their disad-
vantage. Our provincial statesmen knew
this, and those who favored confedera-
tion felt called upon to offer to the merch-
ants of 8t. John some compensation for the
loss which they were likely to sustain, and
that compensation would be found in St.
- Jo being made the great Atlantic ter-
minus of the railways from the west, to
which would come ocean steamers to carry
out of her harbor the products of Canada’s
inexhaustible resources. As the result of
confederation 8t.John lost her supremacy
as a distributing centre and the promised
compensation hds never come. On the
eve of every ‘dominion election these
promises have been again reiterated, to be
as quickly forgotten after the election was
over. When S8t. John’s representatives
were opposed to the government, her
- people were told to send supporters of the
governmentand all would be right. They
did so and still there are no signs of the
-»Liverpool of America to take the place of
New Brunswick’sSt. John. The fact is,that
when the dominion government gave such
unlindited -power to the C.P. R, it lost
control of the affairs of the dominion.
That gigantic corporation has the domin-
ion by the throat both eommercially and
politically, and 8¢t. John will get her rights
just so soon as that corporation sees fit to
give'them to her.

Buat then why should 8t. John people
complain®: Why should the people of
the province of New Brunswick complain ?
Bt. John sent three representatives and
the proviries a large majority to parlia-
mént to support the very government
which has failed so signally to do justice
