CHINESE SOLDIERS. 
Novel Way in Which They Receive 

Their Pay. 

The Chinese soldier receives his pay 
once a month only, and Chinese months, 
it must be remembered, are much larger 

than those we are accustomed to reckon 

tain of the company, together with the 
sergeant-major, goes and receives the 
amount of money requisite to pay his 
company from his next superior officer. 

This is not paid to him in jingling 
coins, but in pure silver, which, however, 
has been broken into somewhat irregular 
pieces. The whole of the night preced- 
ing pay day is occupied in weighing out 

for each man the required quantity of 
silver, and this occupation, as may be 
imagined, is a very tedious one, and only 
successfully accomplished by infinite care, 
for here a piece the size of a pin’s head 

must be clipped off, and there a piece of 

larger dimensions has to be added to 

make up Weight, and any deviation one 
way or the‘other means the loss of per- 
haps a day’s pay or more to some poor 

defender of the Celestial empire. 

‘When the process of meting out is ac- 

complished the silver is carefully wrapped 
in paper, upon which is written the name 
of the intended recipient. On the follow- 
ing afternoon the company is mustered, 

and the sergeant-major divides the money, 
commencing with the first man in the 
company and going on to the last. When 

this division is concluded the question is 

asked in stentorian tones: Has any 
one else a claim?” and the customary 

“No” having been promptly. given, the 
men are then dismissed. 

Each one now repairs to the nearest 
tradesman’s shop, where he exchanges 

his silver. For one tael he receives 1,000 

small coins called cash, perforated in the 
centre so as to allow of being threaded on 
a string, and having received the proper 
amount, turns homeward with a cheer- 
ful mien, but nearly sinking beneath his 
burden. : 
The private receives three and one-half 

taels, equal to about nineteen shillings 
an out of ‘which he has to provide 
himself with food ard clothing. But he 
lives on rice, and his clothes cost but a 
trifle.— Cincinnati Enquirer.

JOHN J. WEDDALL. 
THE BLACK DEATH. 

Reappearance of the Most Terrible Dis- 
ease Known to Medical Science. 

Recent advices from Turkestan tell of 
the outbreak there of the black death in 
very virulent form, some thirteen hun- 
dred people dying of the disease in a 
small town inside of six days. The black 
death is an unfamiliar name to modern 
times, but in the middle ages it was a 

current term, never spoken without a 
sense of horror. It passed under different 
names at times, such asthe “ great death,” 
the “ Bubo-plague,” the “ plague,” and, in- 

deed, it was the plague of the ancients. 
It was the plague at that time of Trajan, 

and it was first mentioned historically by 

the physician Rufus of Ephesus, and for 

2,000 years it has paid periodical visits, 

chiefly to the Mediterranean shores. In 

the fourteenth century it extended all 
over Europe, and the mortality was 
frightful, fally 25,000,000 of people having 
succumbed to the scourge, while at the 
same time in the East 23,000,000 and in 
China 13,000,000 perished. In 1656 some 

300,000 ;people were. carried off in five 
months by the plague in Naples. Lon- 
don had been visited many times by the 

disease, when what is known asthe “great 
plague of London ” prevailed in 1664, and 

about one-sixth of the population of the 

city was carried off. In Toulon, in 1721, 
one third of the population perished. 
Almost the last appearance of the black 

death in Earope was in 1840 and 1841, in 
Turkey and Dalmatia. It has never ap- 
peared in the United States. Our first 

accurate knowledge of the scourge dates 
from its prevalence in Egypt from 1833 
to 1845, where it wasstudied by European 

physicians as carefully as could be done 
with the restricted pathological teachings 
of that time. Since then there have been 
outbreaks in Irak on the Euphrates in 

1856 and 1873, in 1876 at Bagdad, in 1877 

at other points on the Tigris, and again 

in 1883 in the same parts of Mesopotamia. 
In 1878 Europe was thrown into a panic 
by the appearance of the plague on the 

banks of the Volga, but it was mild in 

character, and died out spontaneously in a 
short time. The various governments 

sent commissioners to the spot to study 
and report upon the disorder, but it had 
quite disappeared when the commission- 
ers arrived, and consequently our scien- 

tific knowledge of the disorder was not 
increased. 

We know it to be the most fatal of all 

epidemic diseases. The mortality varies 

from sixty to ninety per cent of those at- 

tacked, and occasionally every person af- 
fected dies. Not only human beings suf- 

fer, but rats, cats, dogs, cattle,and other 

animals become victims to the pestilence. 
It is undoubtedly an accute infectious dis- 

ease, caused by some micro organism 
which has unusually malignant proclivi- 
ties, and which multiplies with an enorm- 

ous rapidity within the body. Death 

sometimes takes place in a very few hours. 
Among the symptoms which have con- 

tributed to its various designations are 
enlargement and suppurations of glands 

and the formation of carbuncles, whence 
the name “bubo-plague ”; and hemmor- 

hagic spots and petechiz under the skin, 

rendering the body quite dark or black, 
whence the organ of the phrase “black 
death.” 
Like the cholera and smallpox and 

several other contagious diseases, it haunts 
the habitations of the poor, the shiftless 
and the squalid. Modern civilization in 
Europe, with its improved sanitation of 

cities and perfected water supply, has 

gradually eradicated most of the epidemics 
that so ravaged medieval people, but pes- 
tilence still lingers among the Orientals, 

where everything it demands for its sus- 
tence and perpetuation is furnished with 
prodigal liberality ; foul water, decaying 

food, vile habits, filthy houses, unclean 

vestments, and streets reeking with gar- 
bage and offal. So long as these condi- 
tions persist, and unhappily they do per- 
gist even under the fostering care of 

European governments having control in 
these regions, so long will the East be a 
constant menace to the health of civilized 
mankind. While it is hardly probable 

that the black death will ever again visit 

Europe in a form so calamitous as form- 
erly, still conditions might at some time 

become so favorable for the growth and 
propagation of its germs that it might 

cause great havoc in certain continental 

cities such as Astrakhan, Constantinople, 
and the like where sanitation is scarcely 
known even by name.

Comptroller of customs—Clark Wallace. 

Solicitor general—John J. Curran. 

There is no truth in the statement that 

the comptrollers will not require to face 
their constituents. As to Mr. Curran, it 
may also be stated that there is no truth 

in the statement published recently that 

he is to have a seat in the cabinet. Now, 
as to the reason of the name of John 

Carling appearing as it does—even if it is 

in a rather humiliating position—some 

explanation is necessary. Until Friday 
last Sir John Thompson had no interview 
with Mr. Carling. . He then saw him but 
a few moments, after some of the western 
members had laid the case of the late 
minister of agriculture before the new 
premier, but no encouragement was given 
him of being retained. Mr. Carling left 
for Toronto to see Mr. Meredith and re- 
turned yesterday, some say 'with a letter 
from that gentleman. It is understood 
that there was some understanding be- 
tween Carling and Meredith that when 
the latter gave up his place in the cabinet 
and house it would be with the idea that 
the leader of the Ontario opposition 
should succeed him. Mr. Carling was 
willing to do this now or at any time Mr. 
Meredith {might be called upon to enter 
the cabinet. Itappears that he was not 
approached, and not only this but the 
cabinet seat which has been dangled be- 
fore Mr. Mereith’s eyes by the press for 
years past was to be dropped. J. H. 
Marshall, M. P., Thomas Beattie, M. G. 
Bremmer, F. F. Kingsmill and R. Bagley, 

of London, Ont., arrived in the city yes- 
terday to again press upon Sir John 

Thompson the retaining of Mr, Carling as 

'a cabinet minister. Sir John was frank 

‘enough to tell the delegates that much of 
i the opposition which was waged against 
; the government with such good effect by 

the liberals was due tothe presence of 

: Hon. John Carling in the house. Indeed, 

; had it not been for the persistency of Mr. 

Carling in refusing the lieutentant gov- 

‘ernorship there could have been a good . 
, many protests mutually arranged between 
both parties and much expense saved to 

; conservative members who could ill afford 

‘the money. It is said, however, that 
"Carling played his last and best card in 
bringing Meredith to his assistance. After 
the delegates left the premier, Foster ap- 

peared on the scene. He had a conference 
with Sir John. The result was that in- 
stead of sending for Carling, both went to 

hunt him up and found him in his de- 
partment. This was about five o’clock. 

They had a long interview with the mem- 

ber for London. It was not he so much 
as the loss of the constiuency and a hun- 
dred other difficulties which would follow 

that they feared, and the minister of 
finance saw this more plainly than did 
Sir John. Finally an arrangement was 

made whereby Mr. Carling agrees to hold 
on to the constituency for a seat at the 
cabinet without portfolio and the prom- 

ise of being recommended for knighthood 
when the next 24th of May comes round. 

YOUTH AND OLD AGE. 

Old Pete Reynolds is dead. He was 
one of the most noted characters in Cle- 
burn county. For sixty years he has

Once, just before the war, he ventured 
out to learn something of the world he 

had so long forsaken. He dressed up in 

his old style of elegance and went to 
Huntsville, where he was invited to a 

ball at which the select circle of the Ten- 

nessee Valley were present. One of the 

first ladies whom he met was his Mobile 
acquaintance of other years. They bowed 

stiffly as they passed. Reynolds hastened 

from the scene, returned to the fastness of 

his seclusion, and never ventured again to 

return to the habitation of men.

SLAVE TRADE IN MORROCGCO 
Thousands of Boys and Girls Sold at 

From $50 to $70 Each. 

The gentleman who furnishes the Lon- 

don Times with the following information 
is an old traveller in Morocco and is 

known as one of the best known authori- 
ties on the internal policy of that barbar- 
ous country: 

“I must now tell you of the caravan 
which arrived at Tendouf from Timbuc- 

too at the end of March last. It brought 
scarcely any merchandise, but there were 

four thousand slaves, principally young 
girls and boys. So great was the influx 
of slaves at Marakesh (Morocco City) that 

instead of holding the market twice a 

week, as is usual, it was held daily from 
April 25 to May 14, and the prices were 

comparatively low, ranging from £10 to 
£14 a head. During the feast of Rama- 
dan, the Kaids, who come to Marakesh in 

order to present gifts to the Sultan’s son, 
who is the khalifa of his father, agreed 

that the most acceptable present would 

be some of these young slaves from Tim- 
buctoo. There were forty- three Kaids, 
and each gave this young man, only eight- 

een years of age, three slave girls and two 
slave boys — over two hundred slaves in 
all! As the khalifa had a bad reputation 

for cruelty and other vices, it is not pleas- 
ant to think of the fate of these young 
captives. It is said that more than eight 

hundred slaves were sold at this market 
in ten days to merchants who had come 

from Riff, Tanlat and other distant places 
to obtain a supply of human chattels and 
besides this many were sold privately. I 

was myself the witness of a sad scene in 
this market, where three little negresses, 

from eight to ten years old, who had evi- 

dently come from a very distant part, as 

no one there could speak their language, 

were ruthlessly parted from each other, 

and sold to different owners amid tears, 
pitiful cries and such resistance as the 

poor little creatures could employ, Each 

had to go off alone among strange people, 

not one of whom understood a word she 
said. I could give you many particulars 
which would shock you respecting the 

purchase of male and female slaves simply 
for the purpose of increasing the stock, as 

was not at all uncommon during the days 

offslavery in the southern states of America 

This is found to be very profitable, as the 
offspring of this connection are carefully 

reared and fetch very high prices as pres- 

ents to men in authority. As you are 

aware, there are no banks in Morocco. 
Everyone who has money that he wishes 
to take care of buries it in the ground. It 

is necessary that no one should know 
where this treasure lies hidden. There- 

fore, incredible as it may seem, old and 
wornout slaves, male and female, are said 

to be employed to dig a large hole to hide 
the wealth of their master, and the un- 

fortunate “negro may be said to dig his 
own grave, as he never sees the light of 

another sun. A cup of coffee, tea or some 

native drink contains the deadly poison 

so often administered in Morocco, where, 

it must be remembered, coroner’s inquests 
are unknown.”
