An Op Tree GonNE.— During Monday 

night’s storm an old tree standing at the 

entrance to the back yard of the officers’ 

barracks, was blown down by the wind and 

lodged against the upper end of the fence 

surrounding the square. Tuesday morning 

a detachment of soldiers was ordered out 
and cut the tree down. Its top and 

branches were very large and covered with 

a heavy mass of foliage, so that it took 
some time to have the whole debris cleared 

away. It is said that this old tree was 
planted by major general Hunter, who ad- 

ministered the government of the province 

as commander of the forces and president 

of her majesty’s council from 1808 to 1811. 

The tree is thus 82 years old at the least. 

A FaLse ALARM.—The alarm of fire sound- 

ed Monday night in the midst of that wild 

storm gave people a most unearthly start. 

Some plumbers working on the roof of the 
Charlotte street school had left their char- 

coal pots alight upon the top of the build- 

ing, and the fierce wind fanned the coals 

into flames. Hundreds of people gathered 

near the building in spite of the wind and 

rain, and chief engineer Lipsett, captains 

Hawthorne and I er, trustee Weddall 
and secretary Sampson mounted to the 
roof and secured the charcoal pots. It was

As Dom- 
itian was consul some eighteen times pre- 

vious to his assumption of the imperial 

toga, it follows that the coin, if genuine, 
must be at least 1808 years old. On oneside 

isa cameo cut of the head of Domitian and 
the inscription * Cesar Aug. F! Domitianus 

Cos.” On the other is the figure in relief 

of an athlete or slinger, and the usual letters 

8. C., standing for senatus consulto. Dom- 
itian, when young was somewhat celebrated 

in athletic games. Mr. Brittain came across 
the coin in Pugwash, N. S., where he picked 

it up in the mud.

Death on the C. E. R. 

Word reached Fredericton Thursday 
night of the killing on the Canada Eastern 

railway of James Knight, a brakeman be- 

longing to Chatham. The accident hap- 
pened near Upper Blackville siding, about 

thirty-five miles this side of Chatham. 

Knight was braking on the accomodation 
train which leaves Fredericton at 8 a. m., 

and reaches Chatham about two o'clock, 

and on the signal to slow up being given, 

he started to set up the brake, which broke 
throwing him between two of the cars. 

The train passed over his doubled up leg, 
breaking it in two places above and below 
the knee. All speed was put on to reach 
Chatham as soon as possible, but the unfor- 

tunate man died from loss of blood before 
the train reached there. He was about 
twenty-three years of age, unmarried, and 

eas a large, stout, strong man.

Frank Smith. While Judson and his wife

MILLVILLE LAND SUIT. 
Verdict for- Mr. Purvis in the Equity 

Court on Wednesday. 

The equity case of Thomas W. Purvis vs 
Peter Johnston, highway commissioner for 
the parish of Southampton, which has been 
exciting considerable interest in' Millville, 

Fredericton, Southampton, Bright and 
other parts of the county, is just about 
ended and has resulted in a verdict in favor 
‘of Mr. Purvis. The case has been in pro- 
gress for more than a year. Somewhere in 
the early part of 1892, Mr. Purvis bought a 
piece of land in Millville from John B. 

Grant, upon which he intended to build a 
store. This piece lies in a triangle enclosed 
by the old Woodstock road, the road run- 

ning at right angles thereto and leading to 
Ryan’s mill, and the C. P. railway. It isa 
very small piece of land, and barely permits 

of a house being built on it. However, Mr. 

Purvis concluded that he could erect his 
shop with a front on the Ryan mill road, 
the side on the boundary of the old Wood- 
stock road, and still leave enough space be- 
hind for the purposes of the railway, and 
accordingly he commenced building. When 

the store was about half built, Peter Johnston 

commissioner of highways, found that the 

side of the building was in the ditch of the 

said Woodstock road, as it was then 
bounded. He accordingly laid information 
before Benjamin R. Burtt, a justice of the 

peace, against Purvis for obstructing the 

highways, and had him convicted under 

the highway act of 1886. Mr. Purvis took 
the case on review before Judge Fraser, who 

upheld the conviction. Things were now 

beginning to look blue for Mr. Purvis. After 
the decision of the judge on review, John- 
ston requested Purvis to remove the build- 
ing from within the limits of the highway, 

which the latter refused to do. He con- 
tended that his building was entirely within 

the boundaries of his deed, by which bound- 

aries the piece of land had been conveyed 
through two or two or three parties’ hands, 
and that it was not he but the road com- 

missioners who were encroaching. He 

claimed that the highway road had in 

course of time swerved outside ot the limits 

established in the orlginal survey, and had 

encroached upon his land. 

Johnston on the other hand contended 
that even if this were so, the fact that public 

money had been spent upon the road as it 

then lay made it a highway beyond all 
question, and that Purvis must remove his 
building whether or no. But Purvis stout- 

ly insisted upon his rights and would not 

remove. Finally Johnston summoned about 
twenty-five special constables under the 

highway act, and on the 28th of May, 1892, 

appeared before the building intending to 
remove it by force. Purvis warned them 

off, and came to Fredericton, where on 

making affidavits of the facts, he obtained 
from Sir John C. Allen an injunction re- 

straining Johnston and the constables from 

interfering with the building until the 
rights of the parties were ascertained. From 

that time to the present week there have 

been equity bills and answers, interroga- 
tories, cross-bills, pleas, demurrers, excep- 

tions without number passing between the 

parties; and all the time Purvis was busy 

finishing the store, buying his stock and 

starting into business, of which he is now 

doing a gaod stroke. After a good many 

adjournments the final hearing on the case 

was commenced before Judge Fraser in the 

supreme court chamber on Saturday last. 
There was a jury of seven composed of J J 

Weddail, M. Tennant, Jacob Hazelton, 

A Calder, I R Golding, J D McKay and B 
A Everett. 

J. A. Vanwart, Q. C., and William Wilson 

appeared for Mr. Purvis, and Messrs. Black, 

Jordon and Bliss for Peter Johnson, com- 

missioner. The taking of evidence occu- 

pied the whole of Saturday and Monday. 
On Tuesday the jury and the lawyer's in- 

terested went to Millville in charge of the 
sheriff to take a view of the premises in 
dispute, and returned Tuesday evening at 

eight o'clock. The argument of counsel 
was commenced Tuesday night at eight 
o'clock and finished Wednesday morning, 

when the judge addressed the jury and sent 
them out. They brought in a verdict for 

Mr. Purvis, standing six for and one against 

him, Mr. Jordan for the defendant accept- 
ed their verdict. The court did not deliver 
judgment. The questions left to the jury 

by the judge were: Does Purvis’ building 
stand within the limits of the highway? 
And, if so, how much? By their verdict 

the jury have answered these questions in 
the negative. 

John Boyd, employed as book-keeper for 

G. R. Ketchum, ex-M. P. P., formerly of 
Woodstock but now of Ashland, Me., was 

in the city Wednesday and Thursday. Ash- 

land is twenty-five miles above Presque 
Isle and is reached by stage alone. Itisa 

comparatively new town but building up 

very fast. The prospects are good for the 

town having railway connection soon by 

means of the Bangor and Aroostook rail- 
way. Mr. Ketchum, who is well known in 

Fredericton and the province, has estab- 
lished a thriving lumber trade at Ashland. 
His mill is kept busy supplying the local 

demand for building lumber.
