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DEBATE ON THE BUDGET.

After two days and two nights debate
on Hon. Mr. Mitchell’s motion to go into
supply, the legislature at two o’clock yes-
terday morning, reached that important
stage, and the coming week will see the
real work of the session commenced. Mr.
Mitchell, in his budget speech, which we
publish iu full to-day, presented a clear
and concise statement of the public
finances, and was able to announce a sur-
plus of nearly $20,000 on the past year’s
operations. He wentinto a full and frank
explanation of the expenditure during the
past year, showing that the government
had exercised strict economy in its man-
agement of the finances.

Mr. Powell, who has succeeded Dr.
Stockton as the financial critic of the
government, presented a very weak case.
He freely criticized of course, but he failed
to point out, except in a single instance,
where he and his party could reduce the
expenses of administration.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson, in one of the best
speeches he has ever delivered in the
house, followed Mr. Powell, and fully de-
fended the government and especially the
public works department, against oppo-
sition criticisms. In showing how the
public debt has been created, he pointed
out that the fathers of confederaiion never
intended that the province should con-
struct railways out of the provincial rev-
enue. This course was necessary, how-
ever, for the development of the country,
and the subsidies granted from time to
time, had rolled up the debt. An effect-
ive portion of Mr. Emmerson’s address,
was his arraignment of Dr. Alward,
whose political gyrations have excited the
wonder-and amusement of the country.

At a later stage of the debate, York’s
precious trio, Messrs. Pinder, Howe and
Pitts, addressed the house, and as they
yproceeded, the wonder grew how this
‘constituency should have ever been so
false to its own interests as to elect these
parties tothe legislature. Mr. Pinder re-
peated some stale slanders, which have
many times been disproved, Mr. Howe re-
peated his campaign speech on the horse
importation, and Mr. Pitts waded through
the mire of a personal attack on the attor-
ney general, charging him with receiving
election funds in 1890 from persons who
were soliciting public offices. Mr. Blair
promptly nailed the falsehoods on the
spot, and Pitts promptly ate his own
words. Here is an extract from the offic-
ial report of the debate at that point :

He (Pitts) could name a dozen men who
had had to pool in to help the government.
Mr. Quinn had been promised a position
in the clerk of the pleas office.

Hon. Mr. Bla'r—Who promised it ?

Mr. Pitts—You did ; I have it from two
members of his family that he was prom-
ised that job if he would give two- hun-
dred dollars, and a note for that amcunt
went through the hands of Wilson and
Anderson, but he didn’t get the billet,
and you had to pay one hundred and
fifty of it back to keep the thing from be-
ing made public.

Hon. Mr. Blair—Do you say that I had
anything to do with Mr. Quinn in connec-
tion with which I received a dollar from
him, and that I returned any money to
him or had any understanding of that
kind with any member of his family? I
say to the hon. member that I defy the
face of clay to produce one tittle of evi-
dence tosupport the statement he has now
made.

Mr. Pitts said that statement would not
go down. He was not going to take back
water. He did not say that Mr. Blair
was directly implicated, but he would say
that letter after letter had passed between
Mr. Quinn and Mr. Blair and his partner,
Mr. Barry, with regard to the matter.

Hon. Mr. Blair—That is entirely false;
I defy the hon. member to prove it.

Mr. Pitts—Will you say that Wilson
didn’t get $200 from Wm. Quinn in re-
turn for a promise that Quinn was to get
a position.

Hon. Mr. Blair—The hon. member is
shifting his ground. I will say that never
to my knowledge, information or belief,
did Mr. Wilson receive a dollar from the
gentleman he has named, nor had he
anything to do with any such money. If
he did he can answer for it, but to my
knowledge there never was any transac-
tion of the kind.

At Thursday evening’s session the Attor-
ney General occupied the wrapt attention
of the house and galleries,while in eloquent
and convincing language he disposed of
opposition criticisms. On the item of
public printing, he conclusively showed
that the government were now paying a
lower rate for that service than shown in
Pitt’s tenders, when that worthy was
feeding at the publie crib. He produced
the scale of rates which was arranged
years ago, long before he came into
power, and to these the auditor general
strictly adheres. Mr. Blair spoke most
effectively on all parts raised by the op-
position, but only the full report of his
addregs which we shall publish next week
will do justice to his great eftort. |

The amendment offered by Dr. Stockton
was voted down by 23 to 11, and another
amendment offered by Mr. Phinney was
promptly ruled out by Mr. Speaker, who
found all the authorities agreeing that
only one amendment can be moved to the
motion to go into supply. The member
for Kent should get a copy of Bourinot
and the rules of the hause for future study
and reference.

In the concluding hours of the debate
Hon. Mr. Tweedie delivered an effective
speech, followed by Hon. Mr. LaBillois,
and in the early hours of yesterday morn-
ing, the house went into supply, passing a
few small items before adjourning for the
holidays.

Throughout the entire discussion the
opposition failed to make a single point
which ought to prejudice the government
before the house or country, but they
certainly gave ample evidence of their in-
-capacity either to understand or to deal
intelligently with the public questions of
the day. No doubt the government will
be quite content that Messrs. Stockton,
Pinder, Pitts & Co., should remain their
chief critics in the legislature. It will be
many a day before the country will con-
gent to be ruled by such a combination.

A VOICE FROM CHARLOTTE.

The St. Stephen Courier nominates J.
D. Chipman for a seat in the senate, but if
an appointment is to be made from that
county the government could not do better
than give it to Hon. A. H. Gilmour—a
liberal, to be sure, but a respected public
man. The senate is nearly all tory now,
and the infusing of some good liberal
blood would do it good. We have not the
least objections to Mr. Chipman receiving
the highest honors in the country, for he
is a gentleman whom everybody holds in
high regard, but we suspect that Editor
Clarke of the Courier is somewhat selfish
in his recommendation. Mr. Clarke was
the last tory candidate in Charlotte, and
perhaps he has ambitions in that direction
again. With Mr. Chipman in the senate
and Hon. Mr. Mitchell-remaining in the
provincial field, Mr. Clarke would prob-
ably be the choice of the party in the next
contest. Is this what the learned editor
is after?

A GLANCE INTO HISTORY.

The Gleaner has been taking a look
through the auditor general’s report for
1893, and parades the names of Mr. Blair’s
friends with the amounts they drew from
the treasury during the past year,and the
editor no doubt, in his perusal of the pub-
lic accounts, reflects mournfully on the
time when he was a recipient of large
sume from the same source. The amount
the HErRALD received for printing during
1893 is conspicuously put forward. All
we have to say with regard to that, is that
the HeraLp gave full and complete value
for the money it received; its charges
were reasonable, and the printing it did
was of a first-class character. Befcre the
Gleaner was dropped from among the roll
of the government’s friends it, too, luxuri-
ated in the provincial treasury. In two
years it drew from the government the
magnificent sum of $5,614.19, as shown by
the auditor-general’s reports of 1884 and
1885 ; and, besides that, it enjoyed a large
amount of patronage from the public
works department, the items of which are
not given in detail. It is within the mark
to say that during these two years the
Gleaner received more than $6,000 of pub-
lic money.

In his speech during the budget debate
of 1886 Mr. Adams of Northumberland
(now M. P. for that county) took occasion
to look into the patronage extended to the

' Gleaner proprietor, and here is what Mr.

Adams found (we quote from the report
of his speech on that occasion) :

“I find a large amount of the people’s
money is abeorbed by one James H.
Crocket. * * * TFollowingisthe record
as exhibited by the auditor-general’s re-
port for 1885, nearly every page of which
is ornamented with the name of Crocket :

Well, Mr. Speaker, if we turn to 1884
we find that this same person received
from the public treasury of this country
* % * the sum of $2,685.69, or a total
amount in two years of

89,614.19.

The above shows that the Gleaner
editor, as a boodler, quite surpassed the
record, and, no doubt, he is now eagerly
looking forward to the good time when
he may again enjoy the generosity of his
political friends. That period, however,
is very dimly distant.

THE TAX COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT.

The report of the commissioners on civic
and municipal taxation, was submitted
to the legislature this week and it embraces
a summary of the provisions of the new
law likely to be introduced on civic and
municipal assessment. The more import-
aut changes in the present assessment
law, are that one-fourth of the whole as-
sessment, instead of one-sixth, as at
present, is to be levied as a poll tax.
Then the exemptions from taxation are
enlarged to include town halls, public
squares, public hospitals and houses of
correction, industrial farms, asylum farms,
stock and produce, mortgage moneys in-
vested in real estate in the Dominion,
provincial and municipal debentures, per-
sonal' property to the extent of $100, in-
comes to the extent of $500, and house-
hold effects under $500. All ships and
vessels registered in the province, and in-
comes derived therefrom are also exempt,
and the property of widows and of wives
deserted by their husbands, to the extent
of $1,000. Railways are made liable to
taxation, except those belonging to the
crown. Ordinary incorporated companies,
not including banks, are to be taxed
where their head office is upon the paid-
up stock at its actual market value at the
time of assessment, less the value of any
real estate owned by the company. With
regard to banks incorporated within the
province, they are to be assessed upon
one half of the actual cash vaiue of their
paid-up stock, less the amount of any real
estate owned by the banking company.
As to banks incornorated outside the
province and having®*%anch houses with-
in the province, the commissionérs have
adopted the provisions of the St. John
assessment act of 1889, with some slight
modifications. The provisions for county
valuation are to remain the same as at
present, and there is to be no deduction
allowed from personal property on account
of debts due by the owner. The com-
missioners claim they have simplified very
largely the mode of assessment and col-
lection of rates. The assessors are not
required to publish any preliminary list,
but make up a full list at once and post it,
and all appeals are to be based on this list.
The board of valuators for the county are
constituted a court of revision for their
county, except in cities and towng, which
are to be given power to appoint separate
courts of revision.

A NEW SENATOR.

Kennedy F. Burns, conservative M. P.
for Gloucester, has been appointed to one
of the vacancies in the senate, and an
election to fill his place in the house of
commons will be called on at once. Mr.
Burns has been in public life since 1870,
when he was elected to the house of as-
sembly, in which he sat for four years,
during the great debates on the free
school bill. In 1882 he was elected to the
house of commons, defeating T.W. Anglin,
and in achieving so striking a victory, he
at once took a prominent position in his
party. He is an extensive lumberman,
a clear headed business man, and a shrewd
politician, but he never took much part
in the proceedings of parliament. Mr.
Burns made a great struggle for the gov-
ernorship when Hon. John Boyd was ap-
pointed, and many in this province would
haye been glad if he had succeeded, but
he was forced to accept the compromise of
a seat in the senate. Mr. Burns was born
at Tipperary, Ireland, in 1842, and is thus
in the prime of life, is a widower, and has
an interesting family of daughters. His
home and place of business is at Bathurst.
The government, in appointing Mr. Burns
a senator, have rewarded a faithful fol-
lower and one who served them in an im-
portant occasion, when it was deemed
most expedient for the tory party to rid
themselves of so able a critic and staunch
opponent as the Hon. Timothy Warren
Anglin.

For the vacancy in the Commons, a
number of names are mentioned, the
most prominent of which are Mr. Sive-
wright, M. P. P,, F. J. McManus, ex-M.L.C.,
on the government, and Narcisse Landry,
brother of Judge Landry, on the opposit-
ion side. Mr. Sivewright is the choice of
the coneervatives if he will consent to
run. The liberals, we understand, are
compardtively unanimous on Mr.
Landry who gave Mr. Burns a lively run
in the last election, and with the latter
shelved in the senate, they ought to be
able to redeem the county. Mr. Sive-
wright lefc for Gloucester yesterday, and
will probably give his friends a decision
at once.

Mg. RoBipoux, editor of the Moniteur
Acadien, was in the city this week, and
the Sun correspondent, took occasion to
telegraph his paper that the Shediac
editor was here at Mr. Blair’s instance to
conclude a bargain by which the attor-
ney general would receive the Moniteur’s
support, should he contest Westmorland
for the house of commons. The insiu-
ation was also made that Mr. Robidoux
had been fixed. Now the Sun has to
take it all back, the denial coming straight
from Mr. Robidoux, but then it will only
be a matter of a few days when a new
slander will emanate from the same
quarter. The attorney general enjoys
the cordial hatred of the Sun and all con-
nected with it. That paper, which is
largely under the control of E. McLeod,
M. P, has never forgiven Mr. Blair for
pitching Mr. McLeod out of the attor-
ney generalship, when he had occupied
the position only six months. That was
eleven years ago, and Mr. Blair has been
the bead of the N. B. local government
ever since, notwithstanding the Sun’s con-
tinuous and bitter opposition.

The 8t. Stephen Courier sizes up Mr. H.
A. Connell in this fashion: “Mr. Connell
has evidently been accustomed to run
things in his native town of Woodstock,
and harbored the erroneous idea that he
could manage the local government in the
same way. When convinced that there
were others in the government besides
himself, Mr. Connell resigned in a huff,
giving some )easons for his action, which
the attorney-general say did not exist
Mr. Connell is doubtless surprised to no-
tice that the government continues to exist
without him, and is daily doing business
at the old stand.”

Tae dominion government will ask
parliament to vote $200,000 for the revision
of the voters’ lists this year, a piece of
extravagance which will not long be
tolerated by the people of Canada. If the
government would use the lists made up
by the municipal authorities, every dol-
lar of that large sum -could be saved to
the country. But then there would be a
list of tory revising barristers out of a
job, and the liberals would have a fairer
chance at the polls.- The sum asked for
the revision is more than $1,000 for every
constituency in Canada.

TeE Sun is much exercised over the
few hundred dollars TaE HERALD receives
from the local government for printing,
but if our contemporary will turn up its
own books it will find that it absorbs as
much from the Dominion government
every year as the entire printing bill of
the local government. And this does not
include the $15,000 its president, W. H.
Thorne, annually receives for hardware.
Since 1878, the Sun and its president has
collared from the Dominion government
boodle to the extent of at least $400,000.

Tre Woodstock Sentinel, a paper
friendly to H. A. Connell, thinks his
withdrawal from the assembly just now,
leaving the county with but one represen-
tative for the session, was ill advised and
unnecessary. The Press of the same
town, an opposition paper, has no word of
commendation for him, and indeed there
is not a paper in. the province which
openly defends Mr. Connell’s course.

ANTIGONISH, the county represented in
parliament by Sir John Thompson, re-
turned two liberals to the local house the
other day by majorities of nearly two
hundred, and Cumberland gave 700 ma-
jority for the liberals. The result in
these two counties have made Sir John
and Mr. Dickie very uneasy.

Dr. MacponaLD, of Huron, in closing
his speech on the address in the House of
Commons at Ottawa, neatly epitomized
his argument in verse. Said he:

The tariff is a tax :

And the poor people get it
Where the chicken got the axe.

Ax attempt in the legislatare to repeal
the Iowa prohibitory law has failed, after
a debate lasting, with some interruptions,
for ten weeks.

Finance Minister FostTer is to make his
budget speech and present a list of the
proposed tariff reforms in parliament next
Tuesday.

A CANARD EXPLODED.
Ten Minutes’ Fun in the Legislature.

In the legislature Tuesday afternoon Dr.
Stockton asked if there was any truth in the
rumor that Hon. Messrs. Tweedie and White
had resigned.

Hon. Mr. Blair assured his friends oppo-
site that their expectations regarding vacan-
cies would have to remain unrealized for the
presentat least. (Laughter.) He would tell
them with all candor that no vacancies ex-
isted for their acceptance. (Laughter.)

Dr Stockton—I doubted the report at the
time. (Laughter.)

Hon. Mr. Blair said he supposed the rumor
was started because, when facts do not tran-
spire, certain parties feel called upon to
manufacture them. The relations which
exist belween different members of the gov-
ernment are of the most harmonious char-
acter. He wished he could say as much for
the opposition, among whose leaders so
many heart burnings and bickerings existed.

Dr. Stockton—The ifritant has gone out
of the government.

Mr. Blair said that he would say for the
hon. member for Carleton (Connell) that
while he was a member of the cabine the
was a most pleasant and agreeable colleague,
although pressing his views at all times
strongly. They were not aware that any
serious trouble existed in the cabinet until
they were given to understand that Mr.
Leighton had to go.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he had nothing
to add to the statement made by the attor-
ney general. He wished, however, to read
the following letter clipped from the adver-
tising columns of a newspaper, which he
had received and which, to some extent,
explained the anxiety of some honorable
gentlemen opposite :

DIED SUDDENLY AT TORONTO.

Mrs. Thomas Temple, wife of York’s M.P,
Passed Away While Visiting
Her Daushter.

‘When Mr. Temple, M. P. for this county,
left here on the 13th inst., to attend to his
parliamentary duties at Ottawa, Mrs. Tem-
ple accompanied him as far as Toronto
where she purposed vyisiting her daughter,
Mrs. W. Forester, during her husband's
stay at the capital. She was not in good
health when she left home, but by easy
stages she reached her destination, only,
however, to die a few days later. Soon
after her arrival at Toronto, she was seized
with pneumonia, and death came at seven
o’clock Tuesday evening last. The first in-
timation that Mrs. Temple’s illness was of a
serious nature was received during that
afternoon, and another despatch to Post-
master Hilyard, a few hours later, brought
the sad news that she had passed away.
The remains of the deceased iady, accom-
panied by Mr. Temple and Lieut. and Mrs.
Forster, arrived here Thursday afternoon,
and the funeral took place yesterday after-
noon, a large number of people attending
in spite of the very disagreeable weather.
The body was enclosed in a chaste oaken
casket, the top of which was completely
hidden by beautiful floral offerings, con-
spicuous among which was a large pillow
bearing the word ‘“Grandma.” The pall
bearers were: Auditor General Beek, Hon.
A. F. Randolph, Col. Maunsell, J. A. Van-
wart, K. Byron Winslow and Edward Jack.
The remains were taken to the cathedral
where the services were conducted by his
lordship the Bishop and Rev. C. W. Mec-
Cully, the choir rendering the hymns Abide
With Me and Nearer My God to Thee. The
interment was made at Forest Hill ceme-
tery.

Mrs. Temple was a native of Dumfries in
this county, her maiden name being Miss
Howe. She was married to Mr. Temple
over fifty years ago. She had been a resi-
dent of Fredericton for many years and was
very highly respected. Possessed of a kind
heart and charitable disposition, the poor
received many a help from the hands of the
deceased A faithful wife, a tenderly affec-
tionate mother, her absence from the home
will be a severe blow to the bereaved famil'y.
Mrs. Temple had passed her seventy-fifth
year. She leaves three daughters, all mar-
ried, the wives of C. E. Grosvenor, formerly
of Canterbury, Postmaster Hilyard of this
city, and Lieut.
