something in the Harlem prison. 

‘Whang! went the bell for the reserve 
platoon, which was taking its Sunday ease 

The next moment 
Roundsmen Schlottan and Woodbridge 
and fourteen men came tumbling in. 

“Get down to the Harlem prison! 
Something’s broken loose,’, said the 

Sergeant, and the men bolted out of the 
station on the double quick. They 
whirled into third avenue, and, jamming 

their helmets down and tightening their 
belts, they ' crashed through the crowd at 
125th street. 
The corner is one of the [densest crowd- 

ed spots in the city at 6 o’clock on Sunday 
night, and the pell-mell onslaught of the 
police came like an expolsion. Men were 

pushed ‘aside, boys were bowled over as 
the platoon crashed on. In the wake 
followed the crowd.

© “Hell's broke loose "—*“ten men killed 

by dynamite”—“Two girls just killed”— 
“Riot in the jail.” 

All this the staid citizen heard with 
bulging eyes. Then, with a yell, he 

joined in the race. 
The platoon took the corner of 121st 

street with a wide turn and plunged up to 
the jail entrance. There sat keeper Mc- 

Kenna reading of golf and other things in 
a Sunday newspapef'.

“ Ain’t there a riot here ?” 
“Here? In the jail? No,” replied 

McKenna. 
“There isn’t ? exclaimed the platoon in

They made a rush for the photographer, 

hustled him out of doors, and while some

Meantime, large numbers 
‘of freshmen collected, and a rush of two 

classes occured. The police arrested two 
students, and then all pitched upon the 

officers and released the prisoners. 

KILLED BY ELECTRICITY. 

A Fearful Scene in Montreal. 

At half past seven Tuesday morning, a 

young man named Deguire was instan- 

taneously killed by electricity, on St. 

James Street, Montreal Avenue. The 
shocking death was witnessed by a large 
crowd of horror-stricken people, and the 

events leading up to it made it all the 
more sensational. An electric light wire 

had crossed another and burning in two 
one end fell to the ground. Hissing and’ 
cracking it jumped around like a live 

thing, and a crowd of people ran for their 
very lives. It almost appeared that the 

wire tried to catch them. It sprang a- 

bout in all directions, and the shrieks of 
the frightened people attracted many 

others. Surely they must have gone crazy 
for right into the way of the wire some of 
the new comers ran only to venture near 

it in the vain hope of preventing disaster 
by pinning it to the ground. The scene 

was one of the greatest excitement and 

will be long recalled. In the midst of it 
all young Deguire arrived, and as the 

wire made a move towards the roadway 
he grasped it with the right hand. 
With a shriek of pain he sprang into 

the air, and fell to the ground a corpse. 

The live wire burned itself through flesh 

and bone, and as the smoke of the burn- 
ing flesh rose the crowd grew more excit- 

ed than ever. One spectator after the 

other tried to pull the corpse from the 
death dealing wire, and it was only after 
many had been shocked that the body 

was released from its executioner and 
carried to the sidewalk. = 

The St. Henri patrol wagon was called 

and tenderly the corpse was lifted in and 
taken to the station. Soon afterwardsthe 

deceased’s father arrived, and the scene as 

he threw himself upon the body of his 
boy, was pitiful in the extreme. Deguire 
was married last spring, and the young 
widow is so prostrated that her friends 
fear that her reason may be impaired.

SEASONS FOR MARRIAGE.

Mary’s, Beverly, contains the following 
entry under the date November 25,1641: 

When Advent comes do thou refrain, 
Till Hilary set ye free again. 
Next Septuagesima saith thee nay, 

But when Low Sunday comes thou may 
Yet at Rogation thou must tarrie, 
Till Trinitie shall bid thee marry. 

The above seems to have been a popu- 
lar verse to inscribe in registers, for with 
slight variations it is to be met with in 
several parishes. Philomath’s Almanac 
of the year 1674 contains simular rules in 

prose ; 
Times prohibting marriage this year. 
Marriage comes in on the 13 of January, 

and at Septuagessima Sunday, it is out 

again until Low Sunday, at which time it 
comes in again, and goes not out till Roga- 
tion Sunday. Then it is forbidden until 

Trinity Sunday, from whence it is unfor- 
bidden till Advent Sunday, but- then it 

goes out, and come not in again ill the 
18th of January next following.
