IN A QUANDARY.

Dr, McLeod finds it Difficult to give
the Prohibitionists an Answer,

The York Prohibition convention met
again Thursday afternoon to hear Rev. Dr.
McLeod’s answer, . whether he would or
would not accept the nomination offered
him for Parliament. Dy, McéLeod, however,
did not make a definite declaration, and his
friends gave him till Monday next to further
consider the matter. The Doctor in ad-
dressing the convention said he was in &
difficult position, having been nominated by
the conventionsof York and Kings counties.
He bad thought about it a great deal dur-
ing the week and he was present at the
meeting much perplexed. Quite a feeling
seemed to exist throughout the country that
he should contest some constituency in the
coming federal contest. But there were
considerations pressing on his mind that
made it hard for him to come to a decision.
He was a preacher of the gospel and expected
to live and die such, and therefore he felt
that it would be inexpedient for him to fol-
low any course that would interfere with
his duties as a preacher. The offer from
Kings and York had been weighing on his
mind all week and he dare not decide today
because of the element of uncertainty which
hovered through his mind. Should he
decline to accept the nomination, and the
charge was raised against him’that he had
deserted the party in the hour of need, it
would be very galling to him.

T. H. Colter, ex-M. P. P., addressed the
convention, urging Dr. McLeod to accept the
nomination. Speeches in the same strain
were made by W. T. L. Reed, D. W. BEsta-
brooks, B. N. Goodspeed, Wm. Smith, W.
L. McFarlaneand Mr. Estabrooks of Marys
ville. Dr. MeLeod $aid it was impossible
for him to give a decided answer. He felt
that the convention should not extend
longer time to him for decision; they had
already waited long enough.

M. Lemont thereupon meved, and B. A.
Everett seconded, that Dr. McLeod be given
until Monday, the 25th inst., to finally de-
cide what he would do, and this was ac-
cepted.

Therefore resolved, that we dopledge our-
selves not to vote for or in any way support
candidates at the next federal elections who
will not of or before the day of election
pledge themselyes to oppose any interfer-
ence with the legislative rights of Manitoba
and the unjust demands of the Roman
Catholic church.

DEAF AND DUMB SCHOOL.

Some Extracts from the last
Annual Report of Sup't
odbridge.

“~

The Financial Balance Sheet.

The Herald has received the-report for
1894 of Prof. Woodbridge on the Deaf and
Dumb Institute, Fredericton, and we make
some interesting extracts therefrom, as fol-
low : :

The Fredericton Institution, for the ed-
ucation of the Deafand Dumb of this Prov-
ince, was established in 1882, amid numer-
ous difficulties and with little prospect of
overcoming the opposition from various
quarters which beset the inception of the
work on all sides, but having a strong faith
in the righteousness of our cause and fully
believing in the needs of our Province for
such an institution, we pressed forward to
the gaol which lay before us, which was to
establish the Institution on such a firm and
solid basis, as would last for all time and be
of benefit to the deaf mute children of this
and future generations.

During the past twelve years the work

and circle of friends year by year, overcom-
ing every obstacle and discouragement and
attaining that prosperity in which we see
the Institution today.

In congratulating you, gentlemen of the
committee, and all friends of the Institution,
on the success which has attended the work,
we looked forward to the attainment of bet
ter results, a greater growth and a more
complete realization of our aims.

We would appeal to our Legislature for a
compulsory law to ensure the attendance of
children and for increased means to carry
out those improvements and extensions
which are necessary to make the institution
what it should be, and enable it to do all
the good it aims to accomplish.

The general health of the whole establish
ment has left nothing to be desired, not a
single case of sickness having occurred dur-
ing last year. i

The services of 8. Sheldon Pride, of the
Normal school, have been secured as col-
lector and assistant in the general work of
the institution.

Miss Annie Crozier, of Welsford, Queens
Co., has been appointed as supervisor of the
girls. Miss Crozier, being an educated deaf
mute, is familiar with the sign language
and methods of teaching and has already
endeared herself to the pupils in ber charge.
She entered on her duties in October last.

The large barn of the institution which
was erected at a cost of upwards of $700,
was destroyed by fire in September last. It
contained the greater portion of the season’s
crop of bay, which had been placed there
for the winter's use.  Through the kind as-
sistance of John A: Morrison and other
neighbors theé fife was prevented from
spreading to, the woodshed, carriage-houses
and other buildings but a few yards away.
The barn with its contents was a total loss.
Having no place for the stock, and winter
rapidly coming on, it became necessaay to
proceed-at once with the erection of another
barn. The contract was given to Asa Na-
son, of New Maryland, who hewed the
frame upon the place, and erected a good
substantial barn.

Acknowledgements-

The sincere acknowledgements of the in-
stitution are tendered to our local legisla
ture for the aid which has been extended to
the work for the past twelve years. The
grant of $500 which was made at the last
session of the house was much needed and
enabled us to clear off some of our most
pressing claims. The debt of $4,000 which
was incurred in the completion of the
building, sewerage; waterworks, etc., still
remains unpaid.

The Christmas and New Year’s holidays
were again spent at the institution. None
of our pupils desired to go home, all pre-
ferring to spend this festive season with us.
Everything was done to make them happy
and'we may truly say that we know of no
family of children who had a more enjoy-
able time. &

' The large hall and the children’s dining
room were decorated with festoons of ever-
greens, mottos and paper flowers, the re-
sult being very pleasing and creditable to
their taste. Boxes and parcels of all shapes
began to arrive several duys before. The
Christmas tree occupied the place of honor
and being loaded with toys and useful
articles of all kKinds it soon became the
centre of attraction.

An address from the Principal, who
spoke of the blessings which they enjoyed
in their educational privileges, in their fine
building and pleasant surroundings in
their school life, robust health and possess-
ion of numerous friends, ended the happy
Christmas day of 1894.
