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A SUGGESTION FOR DR. M‘LEOD.

At the temperance meeting Sunday
evening, Rev. Dr. McLeod, in speaking of
prohibition, said “he wished he was
an army or a flame of fire, he would
go over the Dominion and stir up
the people to the nature of the hideous;
hateful and damnable liquor traffic. The
time was ripe for action. If .men were
honest in their convictions they would
send representatives %o parliament who
would stand up like men on the prohibit-
ion question. Ample opportunity would
be given them at the approaching
Federal elections to show their honesty
in this regard.”

Now there is no possibility of Dr. Mec-
Leod ever becoming either an army or a
flame . of fire, but nature hds gifted him
with ability, an eloquent tongue and good
lungs, and with these he could do a large
amount of useful labor in the prohibition
cause. Why not start right here in York
county, with the weapons at his com-
mand. Here the government have a
candidate for parliameént who has de-
clared that when he voted for immediate
prohibition he did it “in a moment of
weakness,” that he is sorry for it and will
never do it again. Surely, with his
strong views in favor of immediate pro-
hibition, Dr. McLeod is not going to
stand idly by and see Mr. Foster re-
turned to parliament. Surely even the
question of kinship will not prevent Dr.
McLeod from taking the stump against
Mr. Foster. An army or a fiery flame no
doubt would be very effective in driving
Mr. Foster out of York, but let us first
bave Dr. McLeod on the war-path after
the Minister, and see what that would ac-
complish. Tne HERALD promises him
all the assistance it can render in the
enterprise.

THE NICARAGUA. DIFFICULTY.

1

Nicaragua, a little republic in Central
America, has attracted the attention of
civilized nations during the past year, and
interest in its difficulties are accentuated
by the events of last week. A British
force of bluejackets is now in possession
of Corinto, the republic’s chief town, and
are not likely to abandon the occupation
until the saucy Nicaraguans accept the
terms dictated by Great Britain. The
present trouble arose last year overa dis-
turbance in what is known as the Mos-
quito reservation. As far back as 1848
Nicaragua had designs on this territory
and in that year the native King of the
latter acknowledged Great Britain’s pro-
tectorate to save his country from the
greed and rapacity of his neighbor. In
1860 a treaty was eftected by which the
Mosquito reservation was allowed to re-
tain its inde pendence, but last year Nic-
aragua made one more attempt to seize
the country and was successful. The
British Consul, Mr. Hatch, intervened
and the Nicaraguans in revenge seized
him and threw him into prison, and sub-
sequently with other British subjects ex-
pelled him from the country. Such treat-
meut of her subjects aroused the ire of
Great Britain and she demanded satisfac-
tion from Nicaragua. Seventy-five thou-
sand dollars in cash is the amount Great
Britain asked the Nicaraguans to hand
over, but the rulers of the republic dis-
dained to meet the request of their power-
ful enemy. They fancied the United
States, in line with the Munroe doctrine
would come to their assistance and that
Great Britain would hesitate before en-
forcing her demand against the protests of
so powerful an ally. However, the
Yankees felt it was none of their particular
business, and the British government
proceeded to lay down its ultimatum to
the Nicaraguans. It was this, pay over
the indemnity at once or we will occupy
Corinto, close the port to commerce, and

-~ seize all vessels carrying the Nicaragua
flag. The republic still declined to meet
Great ‘Britain’s terms, and on Saturday
morning last, the English Admiral Steph-
enson, landed his forces, took possession
of Corinto and raised the English flag
over ite public buildings.

The garrison at Corinto, which con-
sisted of a small force of 150 or 200 men
was withdrawn to the “interior, leaving
the British in peaceable possession of the
town. No opposition was made to their
landing, hut it.is stated by those familiar
with the Nicaraguan programme, that
any attempt on the part of the British
forces to penetrate to the interior, or, in
short, to leave Corinto, will be resisted
by Nicaragua. Great excitement is re-
ported to exist, not only at Corinto and
'Managua, but throughout the republic.

It is now said positively that Nicaragua
i will not pay the $75,000 idemnity de-
i manded by Great Britain. Should this
" determination be adhered to, the occu-
patiop of Corinto by the British govern
ment may be indefinite. :

The town of Corinto is go situated as to
be almost entirely surrounded by water.
It is connected with the mainland by a
bridege 600 yards in length. The Corinto
soidiers and people removed to the main-
land across this bridge. The town hasa
population of about 2000 souls. Many of
the inhabitants are foreigners, principally
Americans, Germans, Italians and British,
engaged in trgde. It is the principal port
of entry for Nicaragua.

Despatches of yesterday say that a prop-
osition of compromise and immediate
evacuation of Corinto by the British is
now under consideration, and embraces
the following essential points: (1) Nic-
aragua is to pay $77,500 at London with-
in two weeks; (2) British forces are to be
immediately withdrawn from Corinto,
without waiting for the two weeks to
elapse; and (3) A mixed commission of
arbitration is to pass on the demands of
Great Britain in excess of the $77,500
claim, said commission to be constituted
in a manner satisfactory to the, United
States and Nicaragua. The foregoing
terms, it is believed, will be accepted by
President Zelaye and his cabinet.

The Reporter in discussing the bye-
elections, thinks the Dominion govern-
ment have had enough of elections for a
while, and that in the general election
they stand to lose all the Protestant seats
in the maritime provinces. Brother Pitts’
backbone evidently is still undergoing a
stiffening process,

HAGGART'S DITCH.

The above name is given to the Tay
canal constructed by the Dominion gov-
ernment from the Rideau canal to the
town of Perth, Ontario, and thence to
Hon. John Haggart’s mill, and the ex-
penditure in connexion with it is a
serions reflexion on the honesty of the
government. The canal appears to have
been constructed for the special con-
venience of the Minister of Railways,
and is a serious drain on the revenue of
the country. It cost $476,128, for main-
taining it last year we paid $2,485, and
the revenue from it was only $126. When
the construction of this canal was com-
menced Sir Charles Tupper assured par-
liament that it would cost only{$132,660
—exclusive of land damages. That was
in 1882. Next year he asked and got
$108,000 more; in 1887, $55,000 was ad-
ded ; in 1888, $78,000 more. Then in 1889
Mr. Foster took a hand and assured the
house that $25,000 more would finish the
capal. In 1890 Mr. Foster got $11,000
more; in 1891, $36,000, so that thg work
eventually totalled up the amount stated
at'the beginning of this article. The only
craft plying on the canal is one tugboat,
and while, as we have stated, the cost of
maintaining the work last year was
$2,485; the tolls amounted to only $126.
As an investment, the Tay Canal, or Hag-
gart’s ditch, takes rank with the Freder-
icton and St. Mary’s railway bridge.

No decent newspaper would make
charges against a public man when he is
not in the country to answer them, and
we are especially surprised at the Sun’s
references to the Attorney General. Mr.
Blair will no doubt meet his accusers
when he returns from New York, but in
the meantime we may assure the Sun
that we have the very best authority for
stating that the order which it insinuates
does not exist, was signed by the judge
and countersigned by the clerk of the
court. Even our contemporary could
haye discovered that had it taken the
trouble to make enquiries in the proper
quarter.. Our contemporary might also
have discovered that the order for the
payment was presented to the clerk for
his signature by Dr. Pugsley, whose can-
didature for parliament it so heartily
endorses.

The Hamilton Spectator, one of the
leading Tory organs in Ontario, in discus-
sing Premier Bowell’s declaration in the
Senate on the school question, says that “if
he means that, should Manitoba refuse to
restoge the separate schools, the Dominion
government will assume the responsibility
of forcing Manitoba to re-establish those
schools, we can only say that, when the
time comes, if it should come, the govern-
ment will have to do the job without the
assistance of the Hamilton Spectator, and
we think, without the assistance of the
bulk of the Conservative.party in On-
tario.” The Spectator is a strong party
organ and its utterances are in a great
measure taken as the expression of
opinion of the strong Tories of Western
Ontario.

The Montreal Witness give currency to
the rumor that Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
per is anxious that Hon. A. G. Blair shall
become Chief Justice of this Province,
and it says that he is eminently qualified
for the highest legal position. This rumor
has had a very disquieting effect on the
St. John Sun, but we think we may safely
assure our contemporary that it is need-
lessly alarmed. The Herald ‘does not
believe Mr. Blair would accept the position
if it was offered to him. Honorable as
the office is, itg income is small compared
with the rewards the Attorney General re-
ceives in the practice of his prcfession.
Besides, in - the not very distant future it
is probable that Mr. Blair will be creating
judges, instead of accepting judgships.

MR. Foster submitted the estimates
to parliament Monday, and claims to
have made a saving compared with last
year of mnearly $2,000,000. It is to be
hoped his expectations will be realized,
but Mr. Foster is a poor prophet. He
said last year he would practice economy
and will end the year with $5,000,000 de-
ficit. It must be remémbered too that the
gavernment are getting ready to go to
the country and will promise anything to
catch the people.

MR. FosTeR'S estimates this year pro-
vide for the saving of $320 in the Freder-
icton post office. We hope he does not
intend cutting down the salaries of the
clerks, which are low enough already.
Why not collect that railway bridge
interest of +$12,000 a year and such
small economies as $320 would not be
necessary.

Just as was expected, Prohibition Com-
missioners Hickson, Clarke, McDonald
and Gigault declare against prohibition,
and Dr. McLeod is in favor of it. It cost
the country nearly $200,000 to obtain the
opinion of these gentlemen/on the subject.

It is apparent from the Dominion esti-
mates that the government has no inten-
tion of calling out the militia for drill this
year. What does our gallant and war-
like Tory friend Major Cropley think of
this ?

Hearing the
noise and cries, the neighbors rushed to
the scene of the accident and the parents
were summoned at once. The three chil-
dren are temporarily blind, and while
strong hopes are entertained for the re-
covery of the two youngest, there are
serious fears concerning the life of the
eldest boy.

PARLIAMENTARY NOTES.

1t took four page boys to lug the report
of the Royal Commission into the Com-
mons chamber.

Mr. Davin has given notice of a resolut-
ion, expressing the opinion that-the Do-
minion franchise should be extended to
women.

The revision of the Dominion electoral
list this year cost nearly $200,000, of
which $148,000 went to pay the salaries
of the revising barristers.

Dr. Colter elicited from iion. Mr. Cos-
tigan that for salmon fishing purposes,
the tidal boundary in the St. John river
has been fixed at Crock’s point above
Fredericton.

Sir Hibbert Tupper has been absent
from his seat more than a week, suffer-
from a cold which he contracted during
the Antigonish campaign. It was a cold
time for the Tories all around.

Col. O'Brien, the kicking Tory M. P.
for .Muskoka, has a very poor opinion of
the Dominion cabinet. He says there
are men in it today, holding high posit-
ions, not qualified for appointment as
third-class clerks of the civil service.

Mr. Edgar has introduced a bill to pre-
vent directors and officials of railways re-
ceiving government subsidies, bonuses or
grants, making contributions to campaign
funds,but will probably recieve small sup-
port from the government side of the
house.

Hon. C. F. Mclsaac, the Liberal hero of
Antigonish was introduced in parliament
Friday, by Hon. Mr. Laurier and Hon.

:D. C. Fraser, and was”giten a rousing re-
‘ception. Sir Hibbert Tupper was not.-in

his place to witness the event in which
he must have had a very mournful inter-
est.

Mr. Charlton has introduced a bill to
repeal the Franchise Act. It provides for
the use of Provincial lists in Dominion
elections. The present law for three re-
visions has cost the country $1,100,000 and
was indeed, one of a trio of political in-
famies, the other two being the cutthroat
gerrymander and systematic boodling.

It is expected that the government will
propose an ameudment to the Tariff act
in the discretion of encouraging inter-
colonial trade to admit wines from Cape
Colony and Australia on the same terms
as like wines come in under the new
French treaty. This will be another
shock to Mr. Foster’s temperance friends.

For the constructon of 63} miles of the
Trent Valley canal in ‘Ontario, Andrew
Onderdonk is to receive $492,000 or near-
ly $76,000 per mile. Perhaps Canada car
afford that sort of thing, but it strikes us
that in view of the enormous debt this
country is heaping up, it is about time
there was some let up to expenditures of
this kind. Wonder if Onderdonk is a
contributor to the Tory election fund?
He would be a good party to bleed.

The Opposition have already rendered
the country a signal service since the
session opened. It had been announced
officially that the government had agreed
to advance the projected Hudson Bay
Railway Company $2,500,000 to start with
and a large subsidy besides, but they
have been shamed out of it through op-
position effort. Principal Grant says a
railway to the moon would be about as
practicable as'the H. B. R. -

At a Liberal banquet at Ottawa, Friday
evening, Hon. D. C. Fraser, M. P. for
Guysboro, N. 8., illustrated the feeling of
the people towards the men in power by
repeating a remark made by a Highlander
who said: “The Conservative party is
in a pretty bad state. When they lost
Sir John Macdonald they lost their head.
When they lost Sir John Thompson they,
judging by the eulogies, lost the heart, and
now they’re content with a Bowel.”

Mr. McMullen in his speech in the de-
bate on the address, gave some attention
to Mr. Gibson’s candidate in York.. “ Mr.
Foster,” said Mr. McMullen, “had ridden
the prohibition horse pretty hard at one
time, but since his admission to the gov-
ernment he had stabled the animal
He had not taken any . conspicuous
place in the temperance movement of late;
on the contrary, on the contrary, he had
favored the adoption of the French treaty
which encouraged the consumption of
light wines.”

The Manitoba school question, it is as-
serted, will be made a government meas-
ure, and indications now point to a more
formidable opposition than was anticipat-
ed.

Rumor has it that
Hon. N. C, Wallace will resign’ his port-
folio, and with the other two Conservative
members from Toronto will follow Dalton
McCarthy and Colonel O’Brien when the
great division takes place. We shall see.

not putting his trust in Kings, and the
hon. gentleman has gone to the Temple
to worship. That is where he is now
said to be paying his devotions, and
there is an impression abroad, I do not
know how well it is founded, that he
will require to sacrifice something more
than a turtle dove and two young pigeons
to be successful, that nothing less than an
unblemished male sheep will serve the
purpose.” (Laughter.)
