THE EDUCATION REPORT. 

Some: Interesting Extracts from Dr. 
Inch’s Last Annual Review 

of the Schools. 

Dr. Inch, in his annual report on the 
schools of New Brunswick, among other 

things, says: ° 
From a careful examination of the 

statistics, it will be seen that the pro- 
gressive tendencies, to which I had the 
pleasure of directing attention in my last 

annual report, continue to afford grounds 

of encouragement, and a stimulus to in- 
creased effort. These progressive tend- 

encies are shown in the following dirict- 

ions : 
1. An increase in the number of 

schools and in the number of teachers 
and pupils in attendance. Increase since 
1890: Schools, 136; teachers, 132; pupils, 
1,125. - | 

2. An increase in the average number 

of days during which the schools are in 
operation, compared with the number of 
teaching days in the year, and an in- 

crease in the number of schools in oper- 
ation during the whole year. 

3. Improved regularity of attendance. 
Percentage of attendance for full term 

ending June, 1890, 50.96; for full term 
ending June, 1894, 56.64. 

4. An increase in the relative num- 

ber of first-class teachers and in the 

length of the period of service of teachers 

of the higher classes. \ 

5. A largely increased attendance at 
the Normal School. There has been an 
increase since 1890 of over 38 per cent. 

6. Increased intellectual activity on 

the part of both teachers and pupils, as 

indicated by the large numbers who 
voluntarily presented themselves for the 
departmental examinations in July. 

7. Increased interest and liberality on 

the part of trustees and ratepayers of 
many districts, as manifested by the 

number of school buildings erected or en- 
larged, and the marked improvement in 

their quality and equipment during 

recent years. 

8. An annual increase in the number 
and extent of school libraries. 

Other evidence of progress will be 
noticed as the several statistical tables 

come under reviey. Improvements in 
methods of teaching, in the scholarship 
and ability of the teachers, in the char- 

acter and progress of the pupils who re- 
ceive instruction, cannot be tabulated; 
but from the reports of the inspectors, 

from my own observation, and from such 
other data as I have been able to obtain, 
Iam glad to believe that in all these 

respects a higher average has been reached 
than obtained at any former period in 

the history of the province. 

That there are no discouraging aspects 
of the educational outlook it would be 

incorrect to affirm. There are still, and 
will continue to be, obstructions in the 

path of progress. For the removal of 
many of these we must await the slow 
process of general enlightenment. A 

public school system, having its ultimate 

sanction in the will of the people, and 
drawing from the people its sole means 

of support, can only employ measures 
which public opinion and sympathy sus- 
tain. Every school district in the prov- 

ince is in itself a corporation invested 
with the power of determining just how 

much or how little shall be appropriated 

in the district for educational purposes. 
In many cases ignorance, selfishness, 

prejudices, personal animosities, block 
the efforts of the more enlightened and 
public spirited. In many cases trustees 

are elected who have no intelligent inter- 
est in maintaining an efficient, school, 
and whose greatest merit in the opinion 

of some of their constituents cousisis in 
saving expenses. In other cases there is 

not sufficient interest manifested by rate- 
payers to induce them even to attend the 

school meeting. In not a few cases it is 
impossible for trustees, however earnest 

and intelligent, to maintain a good school 

even for one term in the year on the 

small pittance voted by the ratepayers. 

The number of districts requiring special 

assistance from the provincial revenues, 
as provided for by section 46 of the act, 

shows no tendency to diminish. 
The percentage of attendance shows 

that over 59 per cent of the pupils en- 
rolled in the public schools are in attend- 

ance for the whole year. St.John county 

continues to show the highest percentage 
of attendance, or 75.39 per cent for th 
whole year. : 

The percentage of the population of the 
proyince enrolled in the public scheols is 
21.69; and the average attendance for 

full year of pupils enrolled is 59.27. 
These figures compare favorably with the 

statistics of the other provinces of the 

Dominion, as well as with those of the 

United States. 
Of the "cities and incorporated towns 

the percentage of attendance is, with 
only one exception, considerably higher 
than in former years. Milltown heads 

the list with an average attendance of 

82.66 per cent of the enrolment for the 
first term, and of 90.61 per cent for the 

second term of 1894. 

A point of special interest is the in- 

crease in the number of trained teachers 
employed, and the decrease in the num- 

ber of ‘teachers employed under local 
licenses. It was expected that the in- 
crease in the number of teachers of the 
third class resulting from the shortening 

of the period of attendance at the Normal 
School for teachers of that class, would 

tend to diminish the number of Tun- 
trained teachers employed. This ex- 
pectation has been more than met by the 
figures of the first term of 1894. While 
the number of third class teachers em- 
ployed increased by 35,the number of 

totally untrained teachers employed de- 
creased by 44; while 15 more first class 
teachers were employed Shan in the cor- 
responding term of 1893. 

For the term ended in June, 1894, there 

were 1,704 teachers employed. Of these 

684, or about 40 per cent, had not been 
more than three years in the service. 
Of the 127 first class male teachers em- 

ployed, 116, or over 91 per cent, had been 
more than three years in the service, 
and more than 60 per cent had been 

more than seven years in the service. 
Of the 233 female teachers of the first 
class employed, 158, or about 68 per cent, 
had been more than three years in the 
service. During the same term 79 second 

class male teachers and 406 second class 
female teachers were employed, of whom 

64 per cent of the former and 61 per cent 
of the latter had been over three years 
in the service. 

There has been an increase of 112 teach- 

erg since 1891, and an increase of pro- 

vincial grants during the same time of 

$13,203.17. The increase in the grants is 

accounted for not only by the increase of 
teachers, but by the employment in many 

schools of teachers of a higher class. While 
the total nuphber of teachers has been in- 

R. CHESTNUT & BONS- creased by7112 the increase of 1st class 

teachers has been 86. The number of 
districts receiving poor school aid is 34 
more than in 1891. 
It will probably serve no good purpose 

to deplore the fact that there seems to be 

no tendency in the direction of increased 
remuneration for our teachers, but rather 
the reverse. The slight decrease shown 
in the returns is probably due to tempo- 

rary causes, among which may be men- 
tioned the increasing number seeking ad- 
mittance to the teaching profession. In 

so far as the latter cause is a factor in the 
result, it can be easily counteracted by a 

judicious narrowing, as circumstances may 
warrant, of the entrance door to the pro- 
fession. A sufficient supply of trained 

teachers must be provided ; when it be- 
comes apparent that more are licensed 

than the demand calls for, it will be ex- 
pedient to ‘sift even more rigidly than 

heretofore the candidates who apply. For 

any considerable and permanent increase 
in the salaries we must, however, look to 

the dissemination of enlightened and lib- 

eral views among the ratepayers of the 
wealthier districts, to the increased effici- 

ency of the teachers, and to a general in- 

crease of prosperity throughout the prov- 
ince.

Her Husband a Nobleman, and She Will 
Make Him Rich, 

The engagement of Miss Anna Gould, 

daughter of the late Jay Gould, of New 
York, and the Count de Castellane, of 
Paris, has been announced. The marriage 

is expected to take place shortly, possibly 
within three weeks. 

Count Jean de Castellane is an exceed- 

ingly agreeable little Frenchman, who 
first made his Faubourg de St. Germain 

bow to America last summer at Newport. 

He comes of one of the noblest families in 
France, his father being the Marquis de 

Castellane, and his mother a De Juigne. 
The tamily estates are the chatefux de 

Rochccotte and Langears,on the banks of 
the Loire. The family name is deprived 
from the old castle of Castellane, which 

has passed in a direct line from father to 
son from time immemorial. 

He was born in Paris twenty-seven 

years ago, is very blond, rather stout, an 
athlete, sportsman and leader of the cotil- 

lon, possesses a sunny, amiable disposition, 
bright blue eyes, and generally is a ‘per- 

fect specimen, in dress and deportment, 
of the Parisian dandy ofthe day. 

He made Miss Goulds acquaintance 
during the early part of the winter, and 
has since been constantly in her society, 

as much through the invitations of George 
Gould to Lakewood and their town house 

as through any scheming of" his own. 

Everything points to the fact that Miss 
Gould is marrying Count de Castellane 

with the full and free consent of all her 
brothers and sisters. Miss Gould, if of 

age, is the possessor of one-sixth of what 
. was $72,000,000 at the time of her father’s 

death, her share being probably $12,000, 

000. Itis her purpose to make her hus- 
band one of the richest young men in 
Europe bysettling $2,000,000 upon him 

on the day of her marriage. : 

It seems to be a love match pure and 
simple on her part, and her countrymen

THE NEW DIPHTHERIA CURE. 

The doctors at the old civic contagious 

diseases hospital in Montreal are continu- 
ing to usé Roux’s anti-toxine serum for 
the treatment of the diptheria cases. The 
other day Dr. Spiers, who is in charge of 

this hospital, accompained by Dr. La- 
berge, the city medical health officer, 
inoculated two children with the serum. 

had been inoculated once before; the 

other, four and a half years old, was 

inoculated for the first time. The largest 
injection used wae two drams and a half. 

A small graduated glass syringe of the 
bulb pattern was used. The nozzle of the 
syringe ‘ends in a needle or lancet point 

which was detatched from the syringe 

and sterilized after each operation. The 

operator, after the syringe had been dis- 
charged, caught up the skin of the patient. 

between his thumb and forefinger, and 
inserting the sharp point of the syringe, 
which evidently caused but very little 

pain to the patient, quickly injected the 
serum beneath the skin, the fluid being 

absorbed very rapidly. 
‘Both cases are now being carefully 

watched and the observations noted. So 
far the results were considered to be very 

satisfactory. ‘ 
Dr. Spiers says that so far his experience 

with the serum shows that in well de- 

veloped cases the new treatment is very 

successful, while in cases treated 'at an 
early stage of the attack the resultf are 
very successful. Altogether his operations 

showed very encouraging, success.

SCHOOLS OF YORK. 

Inspector Bridges’ Annual Report An- 
nual Report to the Board of 

Education. / 

In his report on the schools of York for 

the past year, Inspector Bridges says: 

BRIGHT. 

The Superior school at Keswick Ridge 
was unsatisfactory and poorly attended 
the first term ; Sterling McFarlane, B.A., 
was appointed to this school in August, 
and since then the school has shown im- 

provement. In No. 6 the house was 
thoroughly repaired and painted within; 

the school has been under the careful 
direction of Alva White. The house in 

Lower Hainesville, No. 9, was furnished 
with new seats and desks. The school in 
No. 73 was closed the first term, and this 

was the only case where any of the thir- 
teen schools in this parish was closed 

either term of the year. The schools in 
Nos. 4 and 10 were well conducted during 
the year. 

DOUGLAS. 

In No. 14, where there has been no 
school for several years, a school was kept 
running both terms. The rest of the 

schools in this parish were operated uni- 

formly throughout the year, and during 

this term particularly, the efficiency 

of these schools, with hardly an ex- 
ception, has been very apparent, so 

much so that it is doubtful whether, in 

any other parish in the Province, eighteen 

schools could be found doing better work, 
or giving more satisfaction to the parents 
of the pupils in attendance. In No. 3 the 

house has been furnished with new desks, 
and the trustees have shown their ap- 

preciation of their teacher, Miss Vandine, 

by raising her salary. Miss Thompson 
has been very successful at No. 1 with an 

enrolment of sixty. The building in No. 

10, Dorn Ridge, will be repaired next 
year. 

DUMFRIES, 

The school house in No. 2 has been con- 

demned as unfit for further use, and there 
will be a new one built next summer. At 

Pokiok the school house is away from the 

centre of population, as the Extract works, 

situated a long way from the school, em- 
ploys a number of hands. The building 

cannot be moved, however, on account of 

the stream. The house in Allendale 
should be moved to the centre of the 

district. The two districts on the St. 
Croix, Nos. 7 and 8, were kept open 
throughout the year. These will be in- 

cluded in the new parish of McAdam. 

KINGECLEAR. 

The house in No. 7 will be thoroughly 

renovated next summer. It is quite 

necessary that something like this should 

be done to the buildings in Nos. 4 and 5, 
instead of the system of patching that 
has been followed. Good schools were 
kept in operation throughout the year in 

Nos. 1,2,3 and 4. Some trouble, of alocal 
nature, was experienced in districts Nos: 

8 and 10, but they have been settled 
without any injury to the efficiency of the 

school. = 
MANNERS—SUTTON. 

Mr. Chamberlain, who had charge of 
the Superior school at Harvey station for 

some time, resigned in June last to pur- 

sue the study of medicine. His place was 
filled by the appointment of W. B. Webb, 

who has elsewhere proved himself to be. 
an earnest and painstaking teacher. This 

during the term just closing. Miss Alice 

Smith, the successful teacher of the Prim- 
ary department of the school at Harvey, 

has resigned. No less than five out of the 
eleven schools in this parish are furnished 
with school libraries. At No. 1, Acton, 

the school was not at all satisfactory. 
The schools in this parish were all in 

operation both terms of the year, 

NEW MARYLAND. 

There are but four schools in this parish, 
all of which were kept open the whole 

year. Miss Doak continues doing good 
work in Charter’s settlement, likewise 
Miss Daniel in No.1. This is the first 

year for some time that the school at 

Beaver Dam was kept In operation all the 
year. 

PRINCE WILLIAM. 

The school house in No. 2 was repaired 

and painted, as was also the case with the 
building in No.3. At Lower Pokiok the 

school was closed this term to allow the 
building to be enlarged and painted. At 

Lake George the school remained closed 
the greater part of the year on account of 

their being some debt upon the district. 
This, of course, is false economy and 
short sighted policy. In district No. 10 a 

school was maintained part of the year at 
Magaguadavic siding to accommodate a 

number of children at that place. At 

McAdam Junction a graded school has 
been kept in operation, but the school 

here will remain unsatisfactory until per- 
manent employment is given to the work- 

ing men at that place. This, of course, is 
included in the new parish of McAdam. 

QUEENSBURY. 

In No. 3 the house has been furnished 

with new seats and desks and window 
blinds; and the building in No. 1, Lower 

Line, was thoroughly repaired and painted. 
During next summer the school house in 

No. 4 will be renovated. The school in 
No. 5 was not kept in operation last term 
on account of insufficient funds voted at 

preceding annual meeting; this mistake 
will hardly be made again in a hurry. In 

No. 8, Upper Hainesville, the enrolment 

is too large and the attendance too ir- 

regular to admit of a proper state of ef- 
ficiency in school work. 

SAINT MARYS. 

The usual changes in the principalship 

of the schools at Gibson have taken place. 
Thos. Simmons was in charge the first 

term of the year. He was succeeded in 
August by Mr. Hetherington, who left 
during the term to take charge of the 

Bathurst Grammar school, and was fol- 

lowed by Mr. Veazey. It isto be earnestly 
hoped that the trustees have obtained the 

services of a teacher who will, besides 
conducting the school successfully, re- 

main in the position for some length of 
time. Too small a salary is at the bottom 

of these changes. At Lower Durham a 
new building was to be started, but trus- 
tees have hesitated somewhat on account 

of expense, as it is a district of low valua- 
tion. In No. 14 the frame of the old 
building was moved to the centre of the 

district and utilized in erecting a new 

house, which is now a credit to the rate- 
payers. The house in No, 12 was thor- 
oughly repaired and painted. = Money 
wae voted to repair the house at Durham, 

but one cannot discern that anything has 
yet been done to it. No. 15, a new dis- 
trict recently laid off, has not yet had a 

school, nor have they finished their 
building. 

SOUTHAMPTON. 

In the nineteen school districts in this 

parish, eighteen schools were maintained 

Nee! 

was the only parish I was unable to visit |, 

the present term. There was no school 

in Central Waterville, as thére are very 

few pupils to attend, but the ratepayers 

voted money to have aschool next term. 
The house in Mapleton was repaired and 

painted, and the houses in Nos. 13 and 17 
were repaired. At the annual meetings 

in Temperance Vale and Middle South- 
ampton ratepayers voted considerable 

sums of money towards repairing school 
houses. Miss Sarah Mullen, after several 

years’ successful work in Campbell settle- 
ment, has resigned her position. The 

school at Millville, under Miss Sarah 

Haines, has done admirable work: At 
East Waterville, where there has not been 

a school for over a year, Miss Schrivér has 

succeeded in getting the school in a good 
state of organization. The ratepayers of 

Nos. 18 and 19, comparatively new dis- 
tricts, deserve much credit for .keeping 
school open almost continuously since 

organization. : 
STANLEY. 

No school, of the eighteen in this parish, 

was closed during the year; and these 
schools have almost always been regularly 
in operation —a fact which has been 

mentioned before in my report. Some 

repairs were put upon the school houses 
inNoe. 7 and 8. The school in the new 

district, No. 63, has been running con- 

tinuously since its organization. The 
house in No. 6, Williamsburg, should be 

moved to the centre of the district. Cross 

Creek, No. 5, is too long a district, and 

there are enough "children in. it to form 
two large schools, but as it is now there is 

a large number of pupils that cannot at- 

tent school in winter at all. The school 

at Parker’s Ridge, No. 11, has a large en- 
rolment, is well attended, and is doing ex- 

cellent work under Miss Chase. The 

house in* English settlement will be re- 
paired during Christmas holidays. 

CITY OF FREDERICTON. 

The school at Doak settlément remained 
closed during the year, as there are but a 

very few pupils to attend school, and the 

Act uniting the lower part of the city 

with a part of Sunbury county has freed 

the Board of School Trustees from any 
further responsibility in connection with 

the Wiseley school. Since the beginning 

of the year, there has been no change in 

the staff of teachers, with the single im- 
portant exception of Mr. Palmer's resign- 

ing his position in the High school, to 
accept the princinalship of the Male 

Academy at Sackville. It is needless for 

me to say that Mr. Palmer's career as a 
teacher in Fredericton was successful. No 

teacher was held in higher esteem by both 
the pupils of the High school and the 
citizens at large, and our public school 

service has lost a teacher surpassed by 
none in teaching ability and in general 

scholarship. It is gratifying, however, to 
know that his services have not been lost 

entirely to the cause of education. Mr. 
Palmer has been succeeded by Francis 

Walker, B.A., of Harvard University. 
The includingof alarge part of the pupils 

of the 8th Standard of the city schools in 

the classes of the High school has so in- 
creased the work of the teachers there as 

to militate seriously against its efficiency. 

It would seem better if the 8th standard 
were under the control of the principal of 

the Charlotte street school, instead of the 
7th, ‘as at present, arid another depaft™ 

ment opened up for the 7th standard in 
the York street school. The additional 

expense for the present prevents any such 
change. : 

TOWN OF MARYSVILLE. 

There are five departments here, of 
which W. T. Day has long been the 
principal, as well as having charge of the 

Superior school. The good work. done 
here has been proved by the excellent 
stand which pupils from this sehool have 
taken at the Fredericton High school. 
The opening;of a primary department on 

the East side of the Nashwaak, to accomo- 
date the increasing number of pupils in 
the primary standards, for whom it is 

impossible to walk so far in the winter 
months, would seem a necessity in the | 

near future. 
SCHOOL LIBRARIES, 

There are at present quite a number of 
school libraries in this Inspectoral district. 

In York county there are at at least 

twenty, and there are are several also in 
Sunbury and Queens. These have been 

provided almost entirely by the exertions 

of the teachers in the several districts, and" 
much credit is due them. 

The parishes of Canterbury and North 
Lake are included in Mr. Meagher’s in: 
spectorate and of these he says: 

CANTERBURY. 

Allan Schriever, who has been satisfac- 

torily filling the principalship of the 

graded school at Canterbufy Station dur- 
ing the past year, has retired. Itis the 

intention of the trustees to place a second 
class female teacher in charge this term. 

No primary department has yet been 

opened up in connection with the superior 
school at Canterbury, (Eel River), but 

during the first term an assistant teacher 
was employed. A new house is badly 

needed in the Dorrington Hill district. 

NORTH LAKE. 

The school in No. 15 has not been prop- 

erly maintained during the year. At the 
last annual meeting in No. 193, the sum of 
one hundred and forty dollars was voted 
for finishing the new school house. Good 

educational privileges are extended to the 
children in Forest City, which maintains 

an ungraded superior school.

DISASTER IN CAPE BRETON. 
j el SEE tO 

An Entire; Village Swept’out to Sea. 3 

The effects of the wild storm which 

swept over Cape Breton, N. S., on Tuesday 
of last week, are just beginning to be 

known, as the roads are being opened up. 

The greatest damage was done at South 
Ingonish, thirty miles along the gulf 

This is a little fishing hamlet of 
about fifty people. The nineteen houses 

and three stores were built on a narroy 
peninsula of rocks called “The Beach,” 
which divides the sea from the harbor. 

The beach is very narrow and low, at the 
base of Cape Smoky, which towers 1,300 
feet behind it, and is exposed to the full 
fury of the sed when driven in by an 

easterly or south-easterly storm. The 
houses are small ones and occupied by 
fishermen. Some are mere huts and the 

whole nineteen would not average in val- 

ue more than $200 each. The three'stores 
were those of Burke & McPherson, John 
D. Campbell and Henry Cann. One of 

the houses was a boarding house kept by 

Miss Curtis. Some houses were unoccu- 
pied, the owners being farmers who occu- 
py them in summer and move back on 

their farms in winter. The gale was ac- 
companied by an unusually high tide 

which swept over the beach with great 
violence. The houses were soon under- 

mined, then wrecked and floated out to 

sea, with their contents. Everything was 
lost, but the inhabitants escaped and no 
lives are reported lost. . Sixteen miles 

further up the coast is New Haven, another 

small cove of some thirty families. Here 
the houses are built back on the shore, 

but the fish houses and store of McLeod 
| Bros., are on the beach. These buildings 

with their contents, valued at $10,000, 

suffered the same fate asthe houses at 
South Ingonish, were first wrecked by the 
sea and then washed away with their con- 

tents. At Middle head and other places 
along the coast, fish houses, huts and 
fishing gear were destroyed. & 

BYE-ROAD MONEY IN YORK.

the greater portion of the money for bye- 

Toads has been improperly expended: 
He noticed an item of $750 paid Mr. Col- 

ter for work on Keswick bridge and wharf. 

The work there largely consisted of throw- 
ing in a bundle of straw and a load of 

stones on top of it. 

Hon. Mr. Emmerson said that any 

work done hy Mr. Colter had been pro- 

perly attended to, and there were vouchers 

for every item of expenditure made 
through his hands. 

Mr. Howe thought that the members 

for York County should have been consult- 
ed in the expenditure of their bye-road 
money. : 

“rion Mr. Emmerson said that he had 
always treated any application from the 
York County members with every court- 
esy. 

Mr. Pitts — Yes, we got lots of courtesy 
but no money. 
Hon. Mr. Emmerson said that he had 

always been ready and willing to hear 

from any of the York County members, 
It was a fact, however, that before any of 

them had spoken to him in previous years 
about the distribution of the bye-road 
money arrangements had been made for 

its distribution, and a very considerable 
part of the money had to go into bye-road 

bridges that were needed. As long as he 
was Chief Commissioner he would pay no 
attention to anonymous correspondence 

making charges of corruption or boodling, 
but if any member of the house from 
York County or any other county had 
any charges to make as to how the public 

moneys were being expend.d, and would 
write to him, he would have the matter 

thoroughly investigated with a view of 

discovering whether or not there was any 
tratly in such charges. : 
Hon. Mr. Blair in referring to Mr. 

Howe's statements of misappropriation of 
bye-road money, in two cases in York 

County, said he would make full inquiry 

into the matter in order to ascertain the 

facts. 

FATHER OF THE HOUSE. 

Despite Mr. Gladstone’s great age, he 
has three or four seniors in the Imperial 

House of Commons, though not one of 
them exceed or equals hislength of public 

service. The actual father of the House 
of Commons, that is to say, the member 
who is oldest in years, is the Right Hon. 

Chas. Villiers, who is no less than ninety- 
three years of age, eight years the senior 
of Mr. Gladstone, and who recently cele- 

brated the sixtieth anniversary of his. 
election for the Borough of Wolverhamp- 

ton, though his political experiences date 

back at least years earlier than that event, 
he having been an unsuccessful candidate 

for parliament as far back as 1826. Mr. 
Villiers was finally elected in 1835, three 

years after Mr. Gladstone was returned 
for Newark. : He has ever since sat for 

Wolverhampton, haying of late years 
been returned by acclamation, a length 
of unbroken represention of'a particular 

constituency unprecedented in parlia- 
mentary history. Though still nominally 
a member, Mr. Villiers is practically out 
of public life. When he voted a year or 

two ago he had to be carried into the 

lobby. Since Mr. Gladstone’s retirement 

there has been a permanent pair between 
the veterans, Mr. Villiers being a Liberal- 

Unionist, but Mr. Gladstone’s rejuve- 

nescence and probable return to public 

life will break this arrangement. Mr. 
Villiers was originally returned as a 
Liberal, and was often paired in his 

younger days with the brilliant young 
Conservative, Gladstone. . When Glad- 

stone’s sympathies took him into Liberal- 

ism, Villiersibecame one of his staunchest | 
followers, but when the great Liberal 
leader included home rule for Ireland in 

his programme of reforms, Mr. Villiers 

joined the Liberal cause, and again be- 

came an opponent.
