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~ BETTER BE WARNED. 

The general public put so little confi- 
dence in the utterances of the Ottawa 
ministers that doubt is expressed whether 

the promised session of parliament will be 
held before a general election. Evident- 
ly Hon. Mr. Angers, one of their own 

number, did not take any stock in the 
pledges of Bowell, Foster & Co., for he re- 

signed his seat in the cabinet, the salary 
of which he véry mueh needs, because re- 

medial legislation was only promised, and 

not put through. We repeat, therefore, 
only what the great mass of the people 

believe, and what Mr. Angers evidently 
believes, that if the government find in 

the meantime that a great agitation is ar: 
oused against the proposed remedial 
measure, an agitation that threatens the 

existence of the government, they will not 
hesitate to swallow their pledges and dis- 

solve parliament before January next. It 
is with the administration simply a ques- 

tion of expediency, not of principle;’and 
whichever course, a session or a dissolu- 
tion, promises the best returns to the gov- 

ernment’s fortunes, will be promptly 
adopted. 

In view of these facts, therefore, we 
urge the Liberals to perfect their organi- 

zation for the polls, to get their candidates 
in the field and be prepared for the call of 

battle at any time. In this county we be- 

lieve the situation is most promising for 

the candidature of Mr. Allen. The Tory 
party is split into factions. A great many 

of the leading workers in that party are 

in open rebellion to the candidature of 
Mr. Foster, and are prepared to ‘give Mr. 

Allen their unqualified support. Almost 

every day we hear of accessions to the 
Liberal party in York — active, intelligent 

men, who decline to follow Messrs. Gib- 
son, Temple & Co. in their proposal to 

hand the representation of this county 

over to an outsider, just because it pleases 
the magnates of the party — the ruling 

clique who grab everything, and expect 
our country friends to follow tamely in 

their lead. Do our friends want the 

names of Liberal recruits? We can fur- 
nish them, and we can tell, them of one 

parish at least in this county where they 
do not command the support of a single 

prominent worker who stood faithfully to 

them in past contests. Let the govern- 
ment bring on the elections,and Mr. Fost- 
er will see that the electors of York will 

promptly give him his political quietus. 

But preparation for the contest should

Lord Salisbury and his Tory govern- 

ment dre having it all their own way in 
the elections, and have already a majority 

of parliament outside of Chamberlain and 

hig fellow-Unionists. Since our last issue 
there have been a few notable defeats and 

victories in the contest. Hon. Edward 
Blake, the well known Canadian, is re- 

turned for South Longford without oppo- 
sition, and Justin McCarthy received the 
same courtesy in North Longford.  H. 

Rider Haggard, the popular fiction writer, 
met defeat in East Norfolk as a Unionist, 

although he pulled the Liberal majority 

down over two hundred, and General 

Launie was successful in Pembroke and 

Haverford, winning a seat for the govern: 
ment. General Laurie is well known in 

Canada. A Crimean hero, he came to 

Halifax at the close of the war as deputy 

adjutant general of Nova Scotia. Here he 
married a rich wife, daughter of the late 

Enos Collins, and settled down to scien- 

tific farnfing at Oakfield, a short distance 
up the I. C. R. from Halifax. = He took a 

very warm interest in agriculture, especi- 
ally in the breeding of thoroughbred cat- 

tie, and his herd of Shorthorns was well 
known all over Canada. General Laurie 

was in Fredericton at the exhibition of 
1878 and had his herd with him. He was 

twice elected to represent Shelburne, N.S, 

in the Canadian House of Commons, but 
he did not cut much of a figure there. He 

tried for a seat in the English House last 

election,but was defeated by the man ov- 
er whom he triumphed last week. In 

Mr. Blake and General, Laurie, Canada 
will have two warm friendd in the new 
Imperial Parliament. 
The defeat of John Morley, late Chief 

Secretary for Ireland, is almost as great a 

blow to the Liberals as Sir Vernon Har- 

court’s rout. It is said that he owes his 

non-success in Newcastle to the fact that 

he would not consent to eight-hour legis- 
lation for laborers. He believed that such 

legislation would be bad for the laborers 

themselves, and some of the labor associ- 
ations agreed with him. 

Among thethumors of the election were 
the performances of Col. North, the nit- 

rate kiog, in Leeds, where he stood in op- 
position to Herbert Gladstone, son of the 
ex-Premier, and was defeated. He pub- 
licly declared that he knew nothing about 

politics, but simply followed the lead of 

Lord Salisbury. He gaid, however, he 
understood trade and how tc bribe it to 

Leeds. When he was asked to deliver a 
political address, he brought on the plat- 
form a hired lecturer. Col. North declar- 

ed that he did not suppose that politics 
was difficult. As a practical business man, 

he had not studied politics before he 

chose to practice, but he would engage to 

learn more about it in six weeks than 
young Mr. Gladstone had acquired in fif- 
teen years. He urged his claim as a nat- 

ive, and speaking to the electors, he said : 
“Boys, look here,” pointing to some hum- 

ble dwellings, “that’s where I was born. 
I am now worth millions, and am ready 

to spend them among you.” Col. North

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A SMALL PIECE OF BUSINESS. 

The mean attempt of the Dominion 

government to freeze out a Quebec 

country postmaster, who is a brother of 

Hon. Mr. Laurier, leader of the Op- 

position was exposed in parliament the 

other day. 

St. Lin is a village in the county of 

L’Assomption, distinguished as having 
been the birthplace of the Liberal leader, 

whose brother is the postmaster, keeping 

the post office in his store, which is situ- 

ated in the centre of the place and readily 

accessible to everybody. The govern- 

ment pays nothing for light or fuel, yet 

they have decided to take the post office 

away and place it in a building in a 

distant quarter of the community, for 
which they have agreed to pay a rental 

of $300 a year. The building has never 
rented for a larger sum than $60 a year, 

and is assessed for $1,000. In thriving 
villages in western Ontario, where the 

postal revenue is double what it is in St. 
Lin — $785 —the rental paid for the 
building where the post office is placed 

varies from $40 to $60 per annum. 

Not a shred of justification was offered 

by the government for the removal of 

the post office, and it is clear that the 

only object was to wound the feelings of 

the Liberal party by forcing his brother 

to resign the position of postmaster in 
his native shire. That men in public 

life should stoop so low as to treat a dis- 

tinguished political opponent with such 
vindictiveness, and engage in such a 

paltry attempt to injure the family of an 
opponent, is the s.rongest possible testi- 

mony, says the Toronto Globe, as to the 

calibre of the men now engaged admin- 

istering the government of Canada. As 

if it was not bad enough to squeeze Mr. 

Laurier’s brother out of his office in 
which he has given every satisfaction, it 

has been done by the perpetration of a 
job. So defenceless did the government 

find themselves when threatened with a 
motion of censure that Mr. Foster asked 

the Opposition to withdraw the motion, 

but the Opposition very properly refused, 

and the motion was voted down.

THE REMEDIAL ORDER. 

So much has been said and written re- 

cently about the remedial order sent to 
Manitoba on the school question, and up- 

on the lines of which the Dominion gov- 
ernment propose legislating in January 

next, that we reprodnce the chief features 

of the order, as follows: 
It orders the re-establishment of sepa- 

rate schools, under the control, manage- 

ment, and inspection of the Roman Cath- 

olic church, as the following extract from 

it shows: 
“Phe committee therefore recommend 

that the said appeal be allowed, and that 
Your Excellency in Council do adjudge 

and decide that by the two acts passed the 
legislature of the province of Manitoba on 
the 1st day of May, 1890, entituled res- 
pectively, ‘ An Act respecting the Depart- 
ment of Education,” and ‘ An Act respect- 

ing the Public Schools,’ the rights and 
priviléges of the Roman Catholic minor- 
ity of the said province in relation to ed- 
ucation, prior to May 1, 1890, have been 

affected by depriving the Roman Catholic 
minority of the following rights and priv- 
ileges, which previous to and until May 1, 

1890, such minority bad, viz.: 
‘(a) The right to build, maintain, equip, 

manage, condact, and support Roman 
Catholic schools in the manner provided 

for by the said statutes, which were re- 
pealed by the two acts of 1890, aforesaid. 

¢(b) The right to share proportionately 
in any grant made out of the public funds 

for the purposes of education. 

‘(c) The right of exemption of such Ro- 
man Catholic as contribute to Roman 

Catholic schools from all payment or con- 

tribution to the support of any other 

schools. 
“And the committee also recommend 

that Your Excellendy in Council do farth- 
er declare and decide that for the due ex- 

ecution of the provisions of section 22 of 
“The Manitoba Act,” it seems requisite 

that the system of education embodied in 
the two Acts of 1890, aforesaid, should be 

supplemented by a provincial Act or Acts 
which would restore to the Roman Catho- 

lic minority the said rights and privileges 

of which such minority has been so de- 
prived as aforesaid, and which would 

modify the said Acts of 1890 so far, and so 

far only, as may be necessary to give effect 
to the provisions restoring the rights and 
privileges in paragraphs (a), (b), and (c), 

hereinbefore mentioned.” » 
In the Senate July 8th, Sir McKenzie 

Bowell, premier, announced the policy of 

the government as follows : 

A session of the present parliament will 

be called together to meet not later than 

the first Thursday of January next. If at 

that time the Manitoba government fails 

to make a satisfactory arrangement to 

remedy the grievance of the minority, the 

Dominion government will be prepared, 

at\the next session of parliament, to be 

call&thas above stated, to introduce and 

press to a conclusion such legislation as 

will afford an adequate measure of relief 

to the said minority, based upon the lines 

of the judgment of the Privy Council and 
the remedial order of the 21st March, 1895.

PARLIAMENT CLOSES. 

Some Lively Passages in Com- 

mons and Senate. 

The Hudson Bay Railway Bill badly 

Mutilatéd. 

How the Senators Balked Prorogation 

on Saturday. 

In the House of Commons Thursday, 

Sir Richard Cartwright drew attention to 

the proposal of the government to hold a 

sixth session, a thing unpsecedented, and 

if the session was of ordinary length, the 

life of the parliament would have ex- 

pired. A junior member of the adminis- 

tration, Hon. Clarke Wallace, the Comp- 

troller of Customs, had from his place 

dissented from and denounced the.policy 

of the government. It was utterly un- 

known in British practice that he should 

continue to remain a member of the 

ministry. This was a crucial test of the 

sincerity of the government and they had 

aright to enquire of the leader of the 

House who represents the Premier, as to 
what course he intended to pursue. What 

would be thought of a junior Lord of the 
Treasury or an Under Secretary of State 

if he dissented from the policy of the 

Marquis of Salisbury, the First Minister 

in England, after the government had an- 

nounced an important policy from which 

the junior member dissented. The gov- 

ernment were fend of quoting British pre- 

cedents and Sir Richard Cartwright chal- 

lenged them to quote any precedent as to 

this grave constitutional question. 

Sir Hibbert Tupper said the school 

question may posgibly be decided without 

the introduction of legislation by the gov- 

ernment. Should it be necessary, and 

necessary it would be if Manitoba did not 

act, then, the Comptroller of Customs 

would have to support it or retire from 

the administration. 

Mr. Mills said Wallace was exactly in 
the same position as if a bill had been 

brought down because the policy of the 

government had been clearly enunciated 

ahd defined. The self respect of the 

Comptroller and of his chief made it 

necessary for tl:e Comptroller to retire. 

Mr. Martin, of Winnipeg, said no 

ground for the expectation of a settle- 

ment of the question in the direction 

indicated by the Dominion government 

existed. There was no hope of it. The 

action of Manitoba had been deliberate 

and was found in the reply to the reme- 

dial order. He was mistaken if the peo- 

ple and legislature of Manitoba would 
recede from their attitude. If, instead of 
ordering Manitoba to restore the system 

of schools in vogue prior to 1890, Mani- 

toba had been differently approached, he 
believed the province would have been 

prepared to go into the question and 

give to the minority such a measure of 

relief, if the minority were reasonable 

in their demands, as would have been 

satisfactory to the Dominion at large. 

Unfortunately the Dominion government 

did not adopt the course but an opposite 

one. The government of Manitoba would 

not be allowed by the people, if they de- 

sired, and he was sure they did not desire, 

to recede from their position. 

Mr. McCarthy held that it was not in 
accordance with administrative unity 
that one section of the administration 

should be pressing one way and another 

pressing another way. 

A thing unprecedented in Canada hap- 

pened Saturday afternoon. Both houses 
of parliament were notified that the gov- 

ernor general would come down in state 
at 5.30 that afternoon and prorogue parli- 
ament, but, after all, parliament was not 

prorogued. 
Every preparation was made. All the 

officials dressed in their best, and those 

who had uniforms put them on. An es- 
cort of dragoons went down to Rideau 
Hall. A guard of honor from the gover- 

nor general's foot guards, headed by the 
band, marched up to the main entrance. 

The assistant adjutant general, quarter- 

master general, and other military officers 
gathered about the senate chamber to re- 

ceive his excellency. Sir Adolphe Caron 
donned his court uniform in honor of the 
expected presence of vice-royalty. A doz- 

en Dominion policemen were stationed at 
all the doors, and the public galleries 

were filled with spectators. But all this 
time the senate was sitting in ordinary 

session, and the only way progrogation 
could take place was for his excellency to 

walk in on the old gentlemen and stop all 

proceedings. 
At 5.30 to prevent this being done, a 

messenger was hurried off to government 

house asking his excellency not to come 

down for half an hour. 
At 6 o'clock the senate was in the first 

stage of a discussion on an important bill, 
and prorogration was indefinitely post- | 

poned. The cause of all this strangeness 

and excitement was blundering of the 

government, which having been unable 

since its formation to do anything, was 

unable to prorogue parliament. 
The government decided to prorogue on 

Saturday, yet introduced an important 
bill on Saturday and asked the two hous- 

es to pass it through its several stages be- 

tween 11 o’clock in the forenoon and 5 in 
the afternoon. It was a bill respecting 

the Winnipeg Great Northern Railway 

Company, formerly the Hudson Bay Rail- 

way Company. 
Mr. Laurier had been enquiring ever 

since the beginning of the session what 

the government's intentions were in re- 
spect to this enterprise, and was put off 

from week to week until a few weeks ago, 

when Mr. Foster announced that all bugi- 

ness of the session was on the order paper. 

“Including the Hudson Bay Railway?” 

asked Mr. Martin. 

“1 think my statement was sufficiently 

inclusive,” replied the leader of the house. 

Now, after all the members save a 

score had gone home, and on the day set 

for prorogation, the government actually 

introduce a bill changing the route and 

changing the contract and conditions of 

the public aid ard the time for com- 

pletion. 

White, Conservative, of Cardwell, 
brought up the question of the operation 

of the road during the 20 years the sub- 

sidy ran, and contended. that the $40,000 
ghould be made contingent on the oper- 

ation of thd road for full 20 years. He 
expressed a fear that both in this and 

the Regina and Long Lake road the 
government would have an experience 
and the government of Canada might be 
paying out $40,000 a year and the road 

not in operation. He thought the sub- 

sidy too large any way for a colonization 
road. 

This left the bill authorizing the divid- 

ing up of the subsidy aid of $80,000 a 
year for twenty years into two halves, 

one for each half of the road and extend- 
ing the time for the completion until 
1898, three years from now. 
Mr. Laurier offered an amendment de- 

priving the company of the subsidy if 

they ceased to operate the road. 
This was lost, and the bill passed and 

went to the senate at 4.15 o’clock. 

Conservative, moved the three months’ 

hoist. 
Senator Scott said it was reported, but 

he would not believe truly, that the pro- 

posed loan of $2,500,000 was to have been 
shared by the government for election 
purposes. 

Premier Bowell sprang up and indig- 

nantly repudiated any such boodling, 

and characterized Senator Scott strongly 
for daring to mention it. 

At 5.30, the hour his excellency had 
get for proroguing parliament, the debate 

was still in progress, and ministers from 
the house of commons came over and a 

sort of cabinet council was held in the 
cloak room. ( 

A message was sent to Rideau hall 

asking the Governor-General not to come 

up until 6 o’clock. 

The military officers, aides, guard of 

honor, the general public, and all the ac- 

cessories of prorogation were on hand at 
6 o'clock, when Premier Bowell, who was 
very much put out, announced that the 

government had decided not to prorogue, 

and soldiers and citizens went away feel- 

ing that they had been fooled. 

Never before has prorogation been de- 

ferred after it was once officially announ- 

ced. 

The senate met again in the evening 

and after further debate, McInnis’ hoist 

was defeated 11 to 7. 

The-motion for the first reading was 

carried, and the senate adjourned till 

Monday at 10 a. m. 

Parliament met at 10 a. m. Monday, 
and after the senate had agreed to the 
Hudson Bay railway bill in amended 

form, the Governor-General came down 

and prorogation took place.

Four men were instantly killed while 

crossing the Fitchburg railroad track near 
Williamstown, Mass., Sunday afternoon. 
They were riding in a two-seated double 

carriage, and were struck by a west-bound 

express. 

Two men were killed, one fatally injur- 

ed, and two others frightfully maimed by 
a cave-in of four hundred feet of earth in 

a sewer excavation at Harrison, N. J, 
Friday. Eleven men were saved from 

death by a shelf formed by timbers. 

The widow of the late Sir Francis Tur- 

ville died at Market Harborough, England, 
Friday. Previous to her marriage in 1879 

to Sir Francis, she was Lady Lisgar, wid- 
ow of Baron Lisgar, who was Governor 
General of Canada from 1868 to 1872, and 

who died in 1876. 

Admiral Curtis, of the British navy 
whose wife was Miss Drury, of St. John, 

niece of Sir John Allen, died very sud- 
denly on the 10th inst., at Spithead, while 

returning from a dinner on board the 

warship Repulse, in honor of the arrival 
of the Italian navy. 

An accumulation of gas in the blast fur- 
nace of the Londonderry iron mines Sun- 
day night caused the furnace to kick, lift- 

ing the top off. Flames burst out fiercely. 
Three men who were on the top of the 

furnace feeding it were badly injured,and 
one of ¢hem, David Eaton, died the fol- 

lowing day. 

The oldest clergyman in Canada in thg, 
active ministry is probably Rev. Mr. Coss- 

man, Lutheran minister, of Lunenburg, 
N.S. He was born in 1806, ordained in 

1834, 61 years ago; arrived in Lunenburg, 
1835; has baptized 3,066; married 922 
couples ; buried 1,041; hag preached 11,- 

000 sermons, and travelled 290,000 miles. 

The great ship railway office at Am- 
herst is to be closed at once. The im- 

mense big hydraulic machinery and the 
monstrous engines are to be sold and ship- 

ped away. . The collapse of this enter- 
prise is to be regretted, and it seems a 

pity that the four millions of dollars al- 
ready expended should thus be thrown 

away. 

Fears are entertained for the safety of 
Alex. McCallum, who sailed from New 

York June 23 for Europe, in the Richard 
K. Fox, a 19-foot sloop, the smallest boat 

that ever started across the ocean. The 

steamer Fuerst Bismarck, which arrived 
Friday, reports passing the fore part of a 

small vessel on July 18, which they feared 

was the wreck of the sloop. 

While James Gibbons, postmaster of 

Collina, Kings county, accompanied by 
councillor Jacob I. Kierstead, were driving 
from Sussex to Collina on Saturday even- 

ing, the horse stumbled on the hill near 
Amasa Kennedy’s, Mount Middleton, and 

both were thrown out of the carriage. 

Gibbon was instantly killed, his neck be- 
ing broken. He leaves a wife and five 

children. 

Acting Chief Conlin was called up by 

telephone from the office of the NewYork 

Herald last Wednesday afternoon and no- 

tified that an employee of the Herald, 
Charles Gore, who had left the office more 

than an hour before to cash a check of
