The
Fredericton boys, however, played a great
game at the ball in the evening, whirling
Woodstock’s fairest in the mazy waltz. It
is said that a popular young bank teller from
this city, and an esteemed educational offici-
al quite succumbed to the charms of two
young ladies who were rivals as belles of the
evening. The members of the team return-
ed home Thursday evening, with the excep-
tion of one gentleman, who remained to ar-
range some international complications be-
tween the United States and this country.
The boys speak in the highest terms of the
kindly treatment they received during their
visit, especially mentioning the attentions
of Mr. and Mrs. Geo.

DR. HARRISON.

How the Address to the High School
Pupils of the University's President
Affected One Listener.

[Com. to Bt. Stephen Courier.)

St. Stephen has had the honor of a visit
from the President of the University of New
Brunswick, and we feel assured that there
was not a reading or thinking citizen among
us but made an attempt to have the oppor
tunity of hearing his address to thegraduat-
ing class of the St. Stephen high school. In
a few words he summed up in a masterly
way what he considered to be the proper at-

titude for a reasonable young person toward |

the life which he sets out to travel ; and his
words fell with more than ordinary wel-
come upon the ears of most of us, because
the great and absorbing question to-day be-
fore the people of Canada is the relation of
religion to the public schools, but after hear-
ing Dr. Harrison our minds will be more
easy upon that point for New Brunswick.
His example is a power which the lesser
minds will surely do well to follow. He
told us once again of the magnificant quali-
fications of the University which he had the
honor to represent, which we were glad to
hear repeated, believing as we do that it is
second to none in this country, but it ought
to have, perhaps, no more alluring attract-
jon to the earnest student than that of hav-
ing for its head a man like Dr. Harrison.
What parent would not rather have his
child under the influence of a man who is
known to be true to God as well as to man,
than under one who thinks he can save man
by ignoring God ? It delighted our hearts
to hear a man of bis position and authority
not afraid to declare in the face of thisage of
skepticism and peevishness about sacred
things, his unswerving allegiance to the
Christian faith, and to give us his advice,
chosen from a long experience, that there
can be no true success for the young man or
woman setting out in life without incessant
prayer for power from God. There can be
no fear for Canada while such men are at
the head of our educational institutions,
and we are sure there are many.

FREDERICTON POETS.

Prof. Roberts and Bliss Carman are
Breezily Discussed by a Toronto
Writer.

"The war among the poets rages with una:
bated fury in the columns of the Toronto
Globe. It appears that a few months ago
an article appeared in Muncey’'s Magazine
which lauded Prof. Roberts and Bliss Car-
man, two Fredericton boys, to the skies as
writers of poetry, and also paid some
pretty compliments to Archibald Lamp-
hat, another Canadian wooer of the muse.
To this another poet, W. W. .Campbell of
Ottawa, formerly a St. Stephen clergyman,
took offence becausg he was not included
in the list of Canasg‘s greatest poets. Mr.
Campbell wrote a very vigorous article in
the Toronto Globe in which he bitterly
complained of the treatment accorded him,
and intimated that Roberts and Carman
had something to do with the preparation
of the magazine article puffing themselves.
This yletter of Campbell’s has drawn' out
several warm defences of the Fredericton
poets, and a note from Mr. Carman /himself.
A Windsor gentlethan also defends Mr.
Roberts in the Globe, and Frank Pollock,
writing in the same journal, has this
among other things to say of the dispute:

Mr. Pollock's View:.

It seems impossible for a certain class of
critics {0 express an opinion on the merits
or demerits of any author without destroy-
ing the value of the criticism by pushing it
into the most ridiculous exaggeration.
When we read in an American magazine
that Bliss Carman is a typical Canadian
poet, possessing great metrical art, and at
times even rising into the white light of
true inspiration, we are pleased, and feel
proud to call our expatriated singer a fellow+
countryman. But when the writer goes on
to say, amid the laughter of the gods, that
Carman possesses an art more than that of
Tennyson ; that Roberts should be placed
above Arnold, and that these, with half a
dozen others, should be unceremoniously
lumped together and bundled into the
seventh heaven of literary immortality, one
is apt to discharge the béok to the extreme
end of the room with a vigorous expression
of disgust.

Personally, I have the warmest admira-
tion for all three, finding peculiar merits in
each, and likewise peculiar defects. Now, I
do not think that it is too much to say that
Mr. Campbell is the only living Canadian
poet who shows the faintest glimmerings of
dramatic art in his work. Carman comes
nearest it in one or two poems, but from
most of his work 1t is conspicuously ab-
sent. Roberts attempts it occasionally, but
fails in producing more than a tableaux, as
in “Acteon” and “In Apia Bay,” and
destroys the effect by a multitude of details.

Campbell, on the contrary,excels in this,
and is almost always dramatic when not
melodramatic. Examples of this are to be
found in his second volume, ‘‘The Dread
Voyage.” Here are—1I say it mindful of
Carman, Roberts and the rest —the finest
pieces of objectiye work done by any living
Canadian writer.

When, however, Campbell deserts lyrical
poetry for the higher and harder field of the
drama proper, as he has recently done, he
scores an unmitigated faijure. ** Mordred ”
is truly a wretched affair, and * Hilde-
brande " is tolerable only as placed beside
its companion.

Just as Campbell excels in the objective,
so Roberts and Carman are pre-eminent
on the subjective side. Of the two, Roberts
is certainly the more akin to Tennyson.
“The Marvellous Work,” “ Consolation,”
“The Foot Path,” have the true Tennyson
flavor, with all that the word implies. In
fact the poem ‘Grey Rocks and Greyer
Sea’” bears so close a resemblance to
 Break, Break, Break, that we can only
suppose it to have been an intentional
imitation. His poems which we may de-
nominate ‘* cosmic’ can scarcely be sur-
passed in impressiveness and depth of
thought, as, for example, “In the Wide
Awe and Wisdom of the Night.”

Certainly Roberts possesses a more dis-
tinctive flavor of his own than most poets.
Though he , possesses something of the
grace of Herrick, the depth of Tennyson,
and the fire of Swinburne, yet all these
qualities are welded together into a style
peculiarly his own.

Carman is distinctive too, but in a differ-
ent way. There is something of the sav-
age in all his work; something large. ele-
mental, full of the dash and spray of the
water. This is good, but when it leads him
into an inarticulate shrieking, as too often
it does, it has exceeded its usefulness. In
matter, Carman’s greatest fault is mystic-
ism; in style, a tendency to lapse into ob-
scurity, and Browningese, in the “op-
probious sense of the word.” His earlier
poems are almost free from this serious
defect ; in fact, it seems to have grown on
him. The poem which gives its name to
the volume * Low Tide on Grand Pre” is,
to my thinking, his finest work. There is
just enough of the mysterious in it to make
it fascinating. But when he goes on to
the deep shadows (immanis umbra) of the
“ Granite Gate,” he will find few to follow
him. -

It is when he turns this dangerous gift
to the treatment of the supernatural that
he makes his greatest success. A splendid
example of this is ** The Yule Guest” :
“Qut of the night there came a weird,

And cried at Yanna'’s door,”
is a verse which for pure awesomeness is
unsurpassed,.I think, by anything but the
old ballad:

“ It was the silent, solemn hour,

When night and morning meet ;

In glided Margaret's grimly ghost,* .

And stood at Williams feet.”

It is useless to multiply quotation and
comparison. These three poets are all true
poets, ‘pre-eminent in different fields.
Roberts and Carman excel in the subject-
ive; Campbell in the objective; yet, inas-
much as Campbell occasionally is ex-
tremely happy in subjective work, as “In
the River Bay,” “A ILake Memory,” and
many others, I would consider him‘ a
greater all-round poet than either of the
others, though not attaining the heights
reached by them in their own especial
fields.

Between authors, comparisons are odious,
deceptive and impossible. The field of
Campbell is wider; the height of the others
greater. To make judgment between them
is simply to prociaim one’s individual
taste.

A FREDERICTON BOY

Who is One of thc Leading Journalists
of Chicago.

In the June Review of Reviews [Amer
ican edition] Willis J. Abbot has an article
on Chicago newspapers and their makers.
It contains a portrait of Slason Thompson,
a brother,of Mrs. A. G. Blair and the Misses
Helen and Mary Thompson of Fredericton,
and a leading journalist of that city. It
says of him :

To-day the ownership of the Evening
Journal is vested in John R. Wilson,
nephew of the three brothers who joined in
the management of the paper in its early
days, and Slason Phompson, who is the
editor-in-chief. The paper has lost nothing
of its political prestige under Mr. Thomp-
son’s editorship. It is unquestionably the
only newspaper in Chicago to the editorial
page of which people turn first upon pick-
ing it up. The dullness of an editorial
page, which too many newspapér men
mistake for dignity, Mr. Thompson ab-
hors. His writing is always clear, lucid
forceful, often relieved by a touch of humor,
usually very personal. The journal is held
a newspaper of surpassing dignity, but its
editorial page is a sort of Donnybrook fair,
as the republicanism of the paper has never
wayered in its half century of existence,
the heads that suffer are usually those of
Democrats, though on occasion the recal-
citrant Republican feels the bludgon.
