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THE VICTORY OF LAST WEEK. 

The presence of the members of the local 
government in the city to-day, recalls the 
fact that every one of them” comes back to 

the legislature stronger personally in/his 
constituency than in 1892. Mr. Blair, 

who was defeated in one county in 1892, 
and had a lively fight in another, Mr. 

Mitchell, who, with his colleagues was 
opposed in Charlotte in 1892, and Mr. 
Dunn, who had a very small majority in 

St. John the same election, were returned 
this time by acclamation, while Mr. Em- 

merson, Mr. LaBillois, Mr. Tweedie, 
and Mr. White "have larger m ajorities 

in their constituencids than ever be- 

, fore recorded for these gentlemen. These 
{ facts furnish the best possible evidence 
that the people of New Brunswick have 

full confidence in the government and its 

individual members. Not a government 
leader fell in the late election in any con- 

stituency, while the opposition lost what 

they themselves claim was their best 
man. 

From Restigouche to St. John. there is 
not a single solitary seat held by a 

straight opposition supporter, and there is 

only one gentleman elected who does not 
fall under straight classification asa friend 

of the administration. Two counties, 

York and St. John only, stand in opposi- 

tion to the government, and four of the 
eight members representing these coun- 

ties, were elected by a deal. The other 
four owe their success, perhaps not to a 
deal, but to a deal handler Who lives on 

the Nashwaak, and not to the unpurchas- 
ed suffrages of the county. 

This then is the extent of the opposi- 
tion, which all the lying, all the slander- 
of Mr. Blair and his government for the 

past ten) years, have been able to return 

to the new legislature. Surely no politi- 

cal party in Canada or any other country, 

was ever so completely annihilated as 

was Dr.’Stockton’s aggregation in the re- 

cent contest. 

A DOUBLE-BARRELLED CAMPAIGN. 

No doubt those two worthies, Herman 
Pitts of the Reporter, and J. H. Crocket 

of the Gleaner, are secretly chuckling at 

the clever way in which they once more 
fooled the electors of York in an election 
campaign. y 

It will be remembered that when Mr. 

Pitts was struggling for a place on the op- 
position ticket, and was being objected to 

for a purpose, by some of the opposition 

managers, his friend and co-worker the 
Gleaner, came out with a leading articie 

in which it wasannounced that the Bath- 

urst school question was a dead issue, 
publishing among other things the fol- 
lowing : 

“ Religious differences on school ques- 

tions may or may not arise in the next 
Dominlon election, but as far as the Pro- 

vincial elections now in progress are con- 

cerned, all such differences have been 
amicably and definitely settled. The 
Bathurst school difficulty was discussed 

in a few counties in the campaign of 1892, 

and certain candidates became more or 
less identified with one or other aspect of 

the case. The agitation has been kept up 

by Messrs. Skinner, Fowlerand others for 

some years, and there is probably no bet- 
ter evidence that a solution satisfactory to 

both Protestants and Roman Catholics 
has been arrived at than the fact that Mr. 

Skinner is supporting the Blair govern- 

ment in St. John and Mr. Fowler linking 
his fortune with Solicitor General White 

in Kings. The adjustment of the Bath- 

urst difficulty in a manner that meets 

with the approbation of the Rev. A. F. 

Thompson, as well as the priests of Glou- 
cester, does not make Mr. Blair's general 

methods of administration any less dis- 
reputable. Unlike Mr. Fowler, Mr. Pitts 

considers that the present Government is 

still corrupt, rotten and iniquitous; and 

that the welfare of the people demands 

its prompt expulsion from power. In 

1892 he ran on a ticket of hisown, entire- 

ly separate and distinct from the Opposi- 
tion ticket, then led by Mr. W. K. Allen. 

The Opposition are not, and never have 

been identified with any phase or form of 

sectarian agitation. Mr. Pitts has unre- 

servedly accepted the settlement of the 
Bathurst school difficulty and the issue is 

now dead. This assurance will be found 

borne out by his paper, the Fredericton 
Reporter.” 

At the very moment the Gleaner was 

declaring the Bathurst school question a 

dead issue, to help Mr. Pitts with the 
electors who hate sectarian discord, the 

latter was preparing a dynamite circular 
for distribution in the county, declaring 

the Gleaner's article a falsehood, and 

rallying his Orange friends in the same 

old cry that carried the election of 1892. 

More than this, the “dead issue” article of 

the Gleaner, which was to be borne out 

by Pitts in the Reporter, passed unnotic- 
ed in Pitts’ paper. No contradiction of it 

was made by Pitts in the Reporter, but 
sneak like, he. was issuing his infamous 

circulars in the Orange districts of the | 

county, putting before the public in thie 

way what he was ashamed to openly pub- 

lish in his newspaper. The following is 

a sample of Pitts’ circular appeals to the 

electors, and carries with it Pitts’ own 

condemnation :— 

ELecrors or THE COUNTY OF YORK. 

GexTLEMEN—Circulars and newspapers 

are being distributed in large numbers, 
and Blair's canvassers are assiduously 

stating that a settlement of the Bathurst 

school question has been arrived at, which 

» has been a complete backdown on the part 
of myself from the position for equal 

rights and honest fair play that I espous- 

ed for the last four years. An article in 

the Gleaner is quoted as authority, an 

article that was published- without my 
knowledge or sanction. 

The whole thing is a base canard and 

campaign lie, gotten up to split the Orange 

and Protestant uote, and emanates from 

Blair and his newspapers. I hold the same 

convictions and the same position I always 

did, and no settlement that I have agreed 

to has heen effected. I would rather 

be retired from political life by the votes 
of The people of York, if they so thought 
fit, than to recede one iota from the ad- 

vanced position tbat I have taken- on the 

question of equal rights and fair play. I 

think those who know me will not doubt 

this assertion. The only settlement that 

I am aware of is that Fowler, one of our 

counsel, has basely surrendered our prin- 

ciples, has received $5,000 or so for the 

counsel in the case, and has gone on the 

government ticket in Kings county. I 

ask every elector in York county who has 
a spark of manliness and honor, to go into 

this fight determined to show Blair, Fow- 

ler, White and others who are a party to 
these deals, that York county cannot be 

bought, and that they propose to stand 
up for those who have had courage to 

stand up against great odde in their in- 

terests. 
As this canvass has been started recent- 

y, with the idea that it cannot be denied 

in time to affect the vote, and as I cannot 
reach all parts of this large county to re- 

fute the lie, I depend on the voters of 

York to put the lie back to those who 
sent it oat, by voting solidly for the op- 

position ticket.

* The most atrocious falsehoods were put 
into the electors’ hands by the issue of 

this circular. No man knows better than 

Pitts that not not a single circular of any 

kind was sent out by the government's 

friends in this county. All the state- 
ments of the government press regarding 

Pitts’ backdown, were based on the 
Gleaner’s article quoted above, and not 

denied publicly by Pitts. We challenge 
him to produce copies of the circulars 

which he alleges were published in the 

government interest. He cannot do it, 

and must therefore stand before the pub- 

lic as a base slanderer, an untruthful 

charlatan, who will not stop at anything 

to gain a political advantage. 
And yet this is one of the persons who 

has been elccted to represent this county 
of York in the legislature.

THE EVANGELISTS. 

The names of Hunter and Crossley, the 

Canadian evangelists, are household words 
in the Christian families'of the Dominion, 
and during their twelve years work, these 

gentlemen have led thousands of men 
and women to a new life. It is with a great 

deal of pleasure, therefore, that the Herald 
welcomes them to Fredericton and wishes 
them God speed in their work. 

This is their second visit to New Bruns- 
wick, and their first to Fredericton. Less 

than a year ago they labored in St. John 
with great success, and they have every 

reason to anticipate a full measure of 
blessing in this city. 

The personality of the Evangelists is 

very pleasing. Nature hasendowed them 
with eloquent tongues, and no one who 

has heard them in their work can doubt 
their earnest sincerity, and desire to ex- 
tend the Master’s kingdom. Both gentle- 

men are Canadian bred and born, and in 
their methods differ very much from the 

sensationalism of American revivalists 
who have visited this province. Rev. 
John E. Hunter was born in Durham 

county, Ont., on July 29, 1856. He was 
brought up a Presbyterian, but at the age 
of fifteen was converted at a Methodist 
revival. Four years later he was called to 

the pulpit. He became a revivalist al- 
most immediately, and in 1882 he was 

ordained a Methodist minister, after hav- 
ing spent two years at Victoria college. 
Rev. H.T. Crossley is a Canadian by birth, 

and was born in 1850. Forsome years he 
taught school and then attended Victoria 

college, where he was ordained at the 
early age of 23. Mr. Crossley is a singer 
as well as a speaker. 

WILL YORK RESENT IT ? 

The word has gone abroad that Mr. 

Gibson controls York county, and can 
elect anybody he pleases. All he has to 
do is to snap the whip, put up a few 

thousand dollars, stand at the poll on 

election day, and that settles it. Are the 
electors of York county to rest under that 

imputation? Do they wish people in 

other parts of the province to understand 
that Mr. Gibson is York county, and that 
anybody who does not worship at his 

shrine, must be annihilated? That would 
constitute the Nashwaak ruler another 

Czar, whose will is absolute, whose orders 
dare not be disobeyed. The electors of 

York will have it in their power shortly 
to show the world, whether or not they 

will bow the knee to Mr. Gibson ; on that 

occasion it will not be possible for the 
electors to be driven to the polls with the - 

ballots thrust into their hands, but they 

will be free to make their own choice in 
the secret chamber of the polling booth. 

Mr. Gibson’s friends may boast if they 

will, that York is but a pocket borough 
for the Great Man of the Nashwaak, but 

surely there. are sufficient , independent 

men in this constituency to resent any 
such degrading claim. 

SESSION OR ELECTION? 

A Montreal despatch says that Hon. J. 

A. Ouimet, minister of public works, in a 

speech in that city yesterday, said Parlia- 
ment would be called together January 

5th to pass remedial legislation, but we 

have reason for doubting the statement 

It is not likely that any member of the 
government would take the people into 

his confidence to that extent, and we in- 
cline to the opinion that Mr. Ouimet is 
simply trying to throw dust in the eyes of 

the Liberals, and catch them unprepared 

for the contest. It would be wisdom any- 
how not to attach too much importance 
to the statement, but go ‘on preparing for 

the election just the same. It has been 
the custom of the Ottawa government to 

take the people by surprise with their 

election announcements, and we may 

awaken almost any fine morning to find 

Parliament dissolved and the country in 
the midst of a general Dominion election. 

The Liberals had better be ready at any 
rate ; they should complete their organi- 

zation in every county, and prepare for 
the battle which at the very farthest can 

be can only a few months distant. 

LOOKING FOR A NEW LEADER. 

Already there is a movement on foot in 

opposition circles to depose Dr. Stockton 

from the leadership of the party. His 

organs right and left, have been unmerci- 
fully hammering him since the election, 

and if he is at all sensitive he will not 

wait for his friends to kick him out. We 

should very much regret to observe our 

wise and genial friend from St. John re- 

ceiving such unkind treatment: but if the 

story is true that Mr. Gibson believes 
Mr. Pinder better fitted for the posi- 

tion of leader than Dr. Stockton, the latter 

will have to go. While Mr. Gibson's 

party in the new legislatore is not go large 

as Mr. Blair's, it cost a great deal of money, 
and Mr. Gibson has a right to be heard 

in the selection of a new leader. He has 
four $5000 beauties under his control,-and 

they may be expected to vote solid when- 

ever Mr. Gibson pulls the string. 

Tue bitterness of an election campaign 

is generally dropped as soon as the result 

is declared, but old Mr. Fenety is still 

pegging away at Mr. Blair and the gov- 
ernment.

Pray 

for the city, for people are flocking to the 
churches like doves to the open window. 

Be diligent in business, be cheerful in 
God’s work, have resolution when in the 

right, be courageous. The preacher re- 

marked that he intends to preach the 

gospel in love, in plain Anglo Saxon, so 
that if anybody goes to perdition he will 

go with his eyes open. The minister 

needs courage. Dont’t be afraid to preach

Put away the idols in 
your homes, no matter what the idol may 
be; be willing to make sacrifices. He 

spoke of a good Presbyterian widow in

Only a very small crowd of people at- 
tended the declaration day proceedings at 

the County Court House Saturday noon. 

Sheriff Sterling, assisted by his clerk, Mr. 
Havelock Coy, opened the ballot boxes 
and summed up the vote, declaring Messrs. 

Black, Pinder, Pitts and Howe elected. 
The vote at Eel River, which Tue HErALD 

has not before published, stood Thompson, 

40, Whitehead 40, Anderson 40, Coburn 

38, Black 36, Howe 35, Pinder 36, Pitts 
37, and the total vote of the county was:

Howe, 3,295 Whitehead, 2,302 
Pinder, 3288 Anderson, 2,280 

Pitts, 3,248 Coburn, 2,227 
The friends of the opposition cheered 

the declaration, and Mr. Black moved a 

vote of thanks to Sheriff Sterling for the 
impartial manner in which he had con- 

ducted the election. This was seconded 
by Mr. Thompson, and the Sheriff briefly 
replied. 

Mr. Black then thanked his friends for 
electing him at the head of the poll. He 

entertained no hard feelings towards any- 
body, and did not ascribe his success to 

his own popularity or influence. He de- 

fended Mr. Gibson against the attacks of 
government press, and sought to show 

that the opposition had a majority outside 

the districts influenced by Mr. Gibson. 
He would go to the legislature to do his 
duty by the county, and hoped to merit a 

continuance of its confidence. 
Mr. Howe felt well towards everybody 

and thankful for his election. He said he 

never asked Alex. Gibson for his support, 
and claimed Gibson is a fair minded man. 

The Major was proud of old York, but he 
probably meant old Nashwaak. 

Mr. Pinder thanked the party for his 

success and promised to keep Mr. Pitts in 
his place. 

Mr. Pitts said he was not thin skinned 
and did not mind the attacks that had 

been made upon him during the campaign. 

He observed that the people did not want 

men who “didn’t amount to shucks.” 
He claimed there was no sectarianism in 
the contest in York this time. 

Mr. Thompson said the opposition had 

been snowed under. Wiggins’ storm was 

late in arriving, but it got here all the 

same. He had no ill feeling in the mat- 
ter. The identity of the candidates was 
lost in the campaign. Mr. Thompson 

said he would like to have had Mr. Gib- 
son’s support, and that he was proud of 
the vote he and his friends received in 

Fredericton, an increase in the vote of 

1892. He did not regard the result as 

settling the Dominion contest in York, 

for many Liberals opposed the govern- 

ment ticket on Wednesday. The admin- 
istration had been almost unanimously 

sustained throughout the Province, and 

the opposition were still out in the cold. 
Mr. Whitehead made a neat little speech 

in returning his thanks to the electors. 

He was very proud of the vote he polled 
in the city where he is known best, and 

and hoped for a different result in the 
future. 

Mr. Anderson said he did not feel badly 
over his defeat. He had gone into the 

contest prepared for it, and was very 

thankful for the support he had received. 
Dr. Coburn did not see why he should 

be proud of York, but he was proud of 
being a supporter of the government which 

had been so handsomely sustained all 

over the Province. He was grateful for 

the assistance of his friends during the 

contest. 
This closed the proceedings, which 

throughout were entirely devoid of any- 
thing personal or bitter,
