—One evening during the last week our

He had shown symptoms during the day of 
a bind cold on the lungs, and in the eveding 
after going to sleep in her cradle made a 
slight rattling sound in her throat as she

At bed time her mother twok her 

radic on to her lap and almost 
immediately the rattling increased in her 
throat, and the difficulty of breathing at 
one avinced us of the presence of croup. 
In five minutes from the tim» of taking her 
from the cradle the difficulty of breathing 
had increased until you could: hear her. 
breathe in the adjoining rooms of the house, 
and it scemed as though sae would choke to 
death before any relief could Be given. As 
soon as possible her clothes were 
taken off and about a quart of cold water 
turned in a stream on her throat and lungs, 
as ghe was held over a tub with her face up- 
ward. This scemed to give her relief; but 
in a moment was followed hy a still worse 
attack, and another and even a third your« 
ing was Elven before permanent relief was
