The shipbuilding interest, like the lum- 

ber, is sadly degenerated, and both have en- 

tirely failed to be a source of profit to the 

country. : 
To-day hundreds of our people are in 

compar.tive idlencss, for the reason tlap 
there is no employment to be had here; to- 

day we cannot obtain a situation for a boy 

who wishes to learn a trade, for the reason 

that there is notliing to dv. - Our machine 

shops and factories are doing nothing, while 

our Government has been importing from 
other countries the locomotives, cars, bolts, 

&e., which should have been made here, and 

which would have given employment to 

thousands of our operatives who arc in idle- 

ness; and the money, instead of going to 
enrich the people of anotlier country, would 

have remained at home, and the ‘workman, 

‘would have reached the grocer, butcher, 

baker, farmer, &c., and thus benefitted all 

classes of society. 

To-day our young uicn, in order to gain a 

living, ‘are going by: thousands into the 
United States, and there assisting to manu- 

facture the goods which we are using at 

home. 

To-day our markets are filled with gouds, 

in almost every line; from the United States,
