COLORADO LETTER. 
——r— 

(From our Washington corresp.ndent.) 

Denver, Ave, 29. 

The trayeler who enters Colorado at the 
south, will not at first bo greatly prepos- 

sessed with the country, or at least with 
its surface indications. For nearly a hun- 
dred miles, the rote to Pueblo is through 

a barren, andy plain, which has been de- 
nominated the *‘Great American Desert.” 
Yet beneath this uninviting exterior lies 
a rich soil, which, by the application of 
water and usual processes of cultivation, 
produces a trafisformation more wonder- 

ful than the magic influence of Farya' wand. 

Some of these results are to be seen at 

Las Amit ih and about Pueblo, and in 

various 8pQts near the river where ranch- 

men have by their efforts interspersed 
little.oases grateful to th eye. Then as 
we proceed up the valley o%er the Denver 
and Rio Grande Railroad toward Colora- 
do Springs and Denver, we witness in 
greater extent these striking results of ir- 
rigation and labor. This now rich and 
fertile valley, was formerly but the con- 
tinuation of the same sandy plain over 

which we have just passed. And among 

the curiously interestin ures of a view 

of this valley are the unmistakable 
evidences that it was once u wountain 
plateau of several hundred feet higher 

elevation. The Denver and Rios Grande 

narrow gage roads winds a crooked and 

picturesque path along the base of the 

mountains, making the 129 miles from 

Pucblo to Denver in about four hours, 

and treating tho traveler Lo an exceedingly 

delightful ride. There is no similarity in 
the two cities which this distance separ- 

ates, and which ave now the leadiug cities 

of the state. Denver is the stato capital 

and at present the principal convinercial 

centre, with a population of 25,000, full 
of enterprise and vigor. Pueblo is its only 

rival for commercial supremacy and pro- 
mises to be a forwidable one. Being further 

south and nearer new Mexico, its popula- 
tion is somewhat difforent, to say nothing 

of other contrasts. Herc the Atchison, 
Topeka and Santa Fa road hear off ina 

southeasterly direction to La Junta, and 
will in a few days reach Trinidad whence 

it is to pass on through a tunnel under 
Raton mountain to Las’ Veges, Now Mexi- 

co, and thence to Rio Grande River. 
There is a strong probability that the road 
will in time bg extended to the Pacific 
coast, thus supplying the required South- 
ern Pacific line. The 350 miles from La 
Junta to Rio Grande river is to be cow- 
pleted within fifteen months, The Den- 
ver and Rio Grande road is also being 
pushed rapidly foPward into the San Juan 
mining region. Its present terainus is 

Alamosa, thirty miles, beyond Fort Gar- 
land, and in passing over the mountain 
range through La Veta pass it accom 
plishes a most wonderful engineering feat, 
reaching the highest altitude attained by

trating works in and about Georgetown, 
and saw the intercsting process of separat- 
ing the silver and gold from the granite 
and other metals. 
Three miles up a mountain gulch above 

the town is what is known as Gireen Lake. 
It is a large basin at an elevation of 11,000 
feet, filled with water 75 feet deep, almost 
as cold 28 ice and of a greenish hue. The 
lake is half a mile long by a quarter of a 
mile in width, and overlooked on all sides 
by an almost imgregnable mountain w 
ere the propagation of fish is extensivel 

carried on and the lake liteally ring 
with beautiful trout and salmon. They 
are so tame that droves of them will come 
close to the shore and eat crumbs from 
visitors hands, There are now about 20, 
000 in the lake and several thousand 
young ones in the tanks below. To feed 
them requires 50 or 60 pounds of ground 
meat per day at this scason and a larger 
quantity in wiater. No fishing is allowed 
and an armed wan patrols the bank at 
night “8 provent the destruction of these 
pets. The object of this enterprise is to 
stock the mountain streams for food and 
sport. All the waters of Colorado ave bein, 
rapidly depleted of their beautiful fiiny 
inhabitants, and fishing here is not what 
it was a few years ago. The subject of fish 
propagation 1s being agitated in’ many of 
the states and the attention cf Congress 
has been called to it. All our waters need i 

the iron horse anywhere in the world. 
The ride over this part of the road is said 
to be exciting, and rewarded by the finest 
scenery in Colorado, of which your cor- 
respondent may be able to particularise 
after taking the trip. 
Upon embarking for the mountains,’ our 

party forined a resolution to “see all therg 
is to be seen” in Colorado, hut after two 
weeks travel and climbing we 
agree that the undertaking is more than 

we had bargained for—too much inleed 
for one trip. Colorado is larger than 

Great Britian, couptising wn area of 67,- 
410,000 acres, oi which one-third is good 
grazing and agricultural territory, while 
the remainder is the vast upheaval known 
as the Rocky monntains. For hundreds 
of miles it is range after range of peaks 
and rocky crags interwoven with gulches, 
passes and Canons, marvelous to contem- 
plate. The entire length and breadth of 
these wonderful formations are rich be- 

ro g.  Seining and othe devices 
have greatly reduced the supply of fish 
food everywhere and nearly destroyed thé 
healthful sport incident to its taking.

Don't come here 
to show your fine clothes, for they labor 
under a mistake who fancy the Denverites 
necd to be taught the art of dressing. But 
leave your Saratoga trunks, with their 
flummery and frizzles, behind you, and de- 
vote your allotted time here in finding out 
what you were made for. My limited ob- 
servation in Colorado has dispavered the 
fact that a weil-hred; well-dressed, well-be- 
haved tourist need have no fears of instant 
disscotion of either his anatomy or his ward- 
robe, and may pass through the state caus- 
ing no more consternation than the Ute 
Indian astride his picturesque pony.

A Horrible Death. 

John E. Bailey, aged 27, living at 22 

Johuson street, Baltimore, died Wednes- 

day morning from the effects of being hor- 

ribly boiled in a vat of vitriol at the 
guano works of P. Zell & Sons, near the 

Spi.ig Gardens, on Tuesday afternoon. 

Bai'wy, in company with a fellow-work- 

mau, named George Rush, was working 
around a vat of the fluid, and about 3 

o'clock in the afternoon, while they were 
stun ting on a light plank, extending 
across the vat, the board snapped in two, 
precipitating them into the terrible liquor. 
In* falling both men caught the edge of 
the vat and succeeded in keeping their 
heads out of the vitriol. Bailey plunged 

in up to his neck, and before he could be 

extricated the burging oil had eaten away 

his clothing and burned his body in a 
shocking manner.  £t places where his 
clothing wag thin the deadly vitriol ate 
into his flesh for several Inches, while his 
whole body from his neck down was burn: 
ed to a bro isp. Rush's injuries, al- 
though terri painful, are not thought to 
be fatal. Dr, Noble was called in attend- 
ance, and wade every effort to relieve the 
terrible sufferings of the unfortunate men. 
Bailey died Wednesday morning, as stat- 
ed, after suffering the most. terrible agony 
for uver cighteon hours. He leaves a wi 
and one child. Rush, who li 
Fort Avenue, is suffering intensely from 
his injuries, but was somewhat caster last 
night. The sad accident has causod groat 
excitement in the neighborhoods wheres 
the two victims reside, and Wednesday 
several hundred curious people visited the 
house of Bailey to view the disfigured 
corpse. The wife of the dead man is 
nearly fronzied with grief and hovror at 
her husband's terrible death.
