It is officially announced that the fa- 
mous Insurgent chieftain of Bosnia, 
Hadji Lodga, has been taken prisoner by 
the Austrians. 

In view of the possible winter campaign 
in Afghanistan an i diate despatch of 
bedding and extra clothing for the troops 
in India have been ordered. 

Four men were killed on Tuesday night 
in a prospect-shaft of a coal mine at 
Wilkesbarre, Pa., by an explosion, caused 
by one ;of the miners carrying an opén 
lamp. 

The American Consul at Rio Janerio re- 
ports small pox as almost an epidemic. 
Thefe were 108 deaths from that disease 
during the last night in August. Yellow 
fever is also feared there. 

Le Telegraphe says that a rumor is cur- 
rent in political circles that the French 
Cabinet, onthe reassembling of the Cham - 
bers, will bring in a bill proposing a ple- 
biscite for the purpose of formally . aflirm- 
ing the legality of the Republic. 

Work on the iron-clad steamer North- 
ampton which was preparing to take the 
Marquis of Lorne to Canada, has been sus- 
pended, the Marquis and Marchioness hav- 
ing decided to sail for Quebec on the Allen 
Line steamer Sarmartian from Liverpool. 

In consequence of the oppregpive taxa- 
tion, dangerous mobs have arisen in the 
district of Chusan, China, and 200,000 
peasants threaten to rise in Ningpo. The 
officials have only 5,000 troops in the 
neighborhood. Several lives are already 
lost in desultory conflicts. 

‘The gale on Monday at Sackett's Har- 
hor was the most severe ever known. The 
United States arsenal was badly damaged, 
as were many private buildings—some 
totally demolished. * The shipping along 
the east end of Lake Ontario and on the 
St. Lawrence River suffered severely. 

There is an impression in Hungary that 
Austria is in danger of drifting into war 
with Turkey, hence anxjety to prevent 
operations against.

A London despatch says that the Eng- 
lish Cabinet on Saturday, decided to re- 
commend the Viceroy of India to send 
100,000 men against Afghanistan without 
delay. The same message says that very 
active correspondence is going on betweed 
the English and Russian Governments, 
and war with Cabul is positively decided 
on, 

The London Times says orders have been 
issued from the India office for all officers 

corps are detailed for the Afghan expedition 
to join their posts by the first ‘steamer. 
Those absent on medical certificates are 
directed to present themselves for ex- 
amination, and should their hegltl; permit 
they will be pushed on to the front, 

A Vienna despatch says consternation 
was produced in Andrassy's camp and 
considerable irritation in the public mind 
by the Turkish circular sent to the powers, 
requesting them to compel Austria to con- 
form to the declarations of her plenip 
tiaries at Congress, and stop advances apd 
oxcess of her troops pending the decisidu 
of the powers, dias that unless this. is 
done the Porte will consider Austria a yio- 
lator of international law. 

A despatch from Rowes to Poll Mall 
Gazette says: “Negotiations between Ger- 
many and the Vatican have failed. Prince 
Bismarch's ultimatum of obedience to the 
May laws was refused by the deposed 
Bishop in letters addressed to the Pope. 
Bavarian and Austrian Nuncigs have bega 
entrusted with the confidence of the mis- 
sion to Prince Bismarck, but no hopes are 
entertained of their success, Germany 
will concede nothing, and the Vatican can- 
not yield all without alienating its most 
faithful partizans.” 

The Georgia ssiled from Panama on 
Sept 20th with passengers and mails (from 
New York on Sept. 19th) and struck on 
the recfs on the night of Oct. 1st. The 
night is said to have Been clear and moon- 
light, and the accident can only be account 
ed for by her having kept too near iii; 
shore. There were hopes of getting the 
vessel off and the freight which was trans- 
ferred frou the Clyde, which left hero 
Sept. 9th, would probably be saved, The 
vessel is 2,000 tons. She struck on a 
rock in the Straits of Magellan about ‘18
