But we cannot separate from these res- 
sons for joy and hope that we have manifest- 
ed to you the declarations of love and obed- 
ience which in the commencement ot our 
Poatificate you, venerable brethern, have 
offered to our humble person, as well as so 

many priests and faithful, proving this by 
the letters sent to us, by the offerings made, 
the pilgrimages accomplished, und so many 
other marks of picty that that devotion and 
charity which you had never ceased to wit- 
ness toward my worthy predecessor still re 
main constant, stable and firm, and have 
not been weakened by the coming of a suc- 
cessor who so little merits this heritage. At 
the sight of such splendid testimonies of the 
Catholic faith, we must humbly confess that 
the Lord is good and merciful, and to you, 
venerable brethren, and all the dearly be- 
loved children, from whom we have received 
them, we express the deep feelings of grati- 
tude which flood our heart full of the confi- 
dence that in the distress and difficulties of 
the presen: time your zeal and affection, as 
well as those of the faithful, will never be 
wanting to us. We have no doubt that 
these remarkable examples of filial piet 
and Christian picty will powerfully touc] 
the heart of the all-merciful God, and will 
cause Him to cast a merciful eye on His" 
flock, and grant peacé and victory to 
Church. But as we are convinced that 
peace and victory will be more readily and 
casily accorded to us it the fa‘thfal con- 
stantly pour out their prayers to God to ask 
ILm for it, we exhort you ardently, vener- 
able brethren, to excite the zeal and fervor 
of the faithful by requesting them to seek 
the mediation at the Throne of God of the 
Immaculate Queer of Heaven, and as inter- 
cess St. Joseph, the celestinl patron of 
the Church; the holy princes of the apos- 

tronage we recommend our humble person; 
all the orders of the ecclesiastical hier 
archy and all the flock of the 
Lord. 

In addition, we desiré that those days 
when we ce te the solemn memory of 
the resurrection of Jesus Christ may be 
blessed and full of holy joy for you and for 
all the flock of the Lord; and we pray God, 
who is so good, to blot out the sins which 
we have committed, and so mercifully remit 
the punishments we have deserved by the 
virtue of the blood of the Immaculate Lamb, 
who has effaced the handwriting of our con- 
demnation. 

- May the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, 
the charity of God and the participation of 
the Holy Ghost be with you all, venerable 
brethren, collectively and individually, and 
also to our beloved sons, the clergy and the 
faithful of your churches; and as a pledge 
of our special affection, and a warrant of 
the Divine protection, wa must lovingly im- 
part the Apostolic Benediction.
