In pursuance of the above enactment of the Legis- 
lature, the Board of Education has been pleased to 
prescribe the following conditions and regulatio 
which are to be bserved by Boards of Trus- 
tees and Teachers—respecting the offering and award.

1, The offer of the Prizes and the conditions of their 
award set forth below (in Sections 2 and 8) shall be 
announced to the school, or department, on or before 
the first day on which it may be in session in any

2. The following shall be regarded as the STAXDARD 

for every member of tho School: —Prompt attendance 
at each school sitting ; unexceptionable conduct while 
subject to the Teacher's supervision, whether in the 

o 3 n 
the discharge of every school duty ; and excellence 
of Scholarship in the subjects of proscribed study, 
according to the pupil’s assignments in the course of 
instrugtion pursued in the school.
