ment of all the monies received and eo:

bill to choke off all enquiry. Neither can 
I understand why se many paid officials 
are kept about the Rink, who work but a 
few hours each day, receiving large sularies 
and thus squandering the money sent here 
for the relief of the sufferers. There are 
a'number of people employed by the 
Society who were not burned out and 
who siiould have heen dismissed long ago. 

I think the funds the Society have on 
hand should be distributed in some fair 
manner bya committee of citiz‘rs, with 
His Worskip the Mayor as Chairiaan, and 
that the Relief Society, instead of asking 
for an Act of Incorporation, should cease 
to exist at once. v 
Not one of the city papers—although 

they will tell you all about the Minister 
of Militia and the flag®and equally absurd 
stories—have one word to sey in behalf of 
the poor sufferers in their midst.. The 
people of 8t. John are, without exception, 
the worst serfs in the world, or they would 
rise up in a body and insist upon their 
vights.
