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Exploits of a Gang of Robbers. 

Reaving, Penn., July 9. For some 

time past this community has been the 

scene of frequent robberies, The rural 

districts, in particular, within a radius of 
20 miles of this city, have suffered severe- 

ly. Almost every night a case happens 

where farmers’ houses have been cutered. 

Most of the cases have béen charged 

to tramps, who infest this region, but 

circumstances that there is a 

well-organized band of thieves scouring 

this part of the country, who are said to 

have their headquarters on the Welch 

Mountains, they go with the 

plunder, after which a division is made of 
it. Thus far the record shows that about 
the neighborhood there have been some 
40 or 00 robberies, some of them quite 
extensive. The authorities are determined 
if possible to put a stop to this, and for 
this purpose special instructions have been 
given to keep a sharp lookout for mid- 
night mauraders. One of the principal 
robberies committed was that'of Michael 
Richards at Topton, this county, report- 
ed in the Herald. The thieves, after taking 
his safe, which contained some $27,000 in 
cash, bonds, ete., dug a hole in the woods 
about a mile from the house and buried it, 
intending to get it after the excitement 
had died out. The detective working the 
case up gave instructions in case the safe 
was found that it should be left until 
called for by the robbers, buf after the 
safe was found the farmer was so over- 
joyed that he toted it home and thus 
spoiled the trap.
