The notorious Bill Longley, the murder-
er of thirty-two perscns, was executed in
Giddings, Texas, Oct. 11, He was convict-
4 #4d for shooting ‘Wilson Anderson, a fleld
hand on the 31st of March, 1875,  OF all the
scoundrels that have from time to - time ap-
peared in Texud, this Longloy was the
worst.  He hated labor; murder, was his
delight. He was born in that State twenty-
six years age, At an early age he was an
expert with firearms.  When the negroes
were disarmed, shortly after the war of
sccession, he practiced on one of the color-
et militiamen, near Kvergreen, hitting him
in the centre of the head at 100 yards. He
was not arrested for this erime, and the fail.
ure of justice made him a desperado, for he
thought he could de fy the law. four months
later he engagedina quarrel with another ne-
gro, and with the aid of the two young ruf-
fians of his own class killed him,
the sheriff made a move, but Longley was
too quick for him and fled the country, be*
coming a bandit,

Further opportunity for pistol practice
did not occur till 1867. A detachment of
the Sixth Ohio cavalry pursued Longley in
Gonzales, under the impression that he was
one Taylor, wanted for outlawry.  One of
the soldiers, who was admirably meunted,
overtook him and was right by his side, so
close that when Longloy was about to dis-
charge his last shot the hammer of the pis-
tol caught'in the lapel of the soldivr's oyer-
cout, in pulling it buck the hammer was re-
leased, and striking the cap, sent the ball
through the soldier's body. This ended the
affair, and Longley continued his way on to
Washiugton county. Texas beeame too hot
for the young man and he went over to Ark-
ansas.  There he fell in with Tom Johnson,
who was a noted horse t!ief and desperado
and & member of Cullen Buker's crowd.
Being cought with Johnson by regulators,
Longley and Johnson were both taken out,
manicled, and hung to the same tree,  Ile
was destined not to die at this time.  The
rope around Longley's neck did not elip,
andthe knot eatching under the onr, ho was
in & fair way to die of strangulation. when
one of the party suggested that he had better
shoot the ra

“Lew” Sawyer, a desperado, living \‘n
ounty, and Mr, ’l'hunnu. n farmer,
in county,  After all these terri-
ble exploits he. went to Bostrop county,
whero he and his brother took service s
farm hand with Mr. Baker.  Here ho heard
that his consin, Cale Longley, had been kill-
od by William Anderson, and on the S1st
dny of March, 1875, he went to the tleld
where Anderson was at.work and shot him
with o double-barrelled shot gun,  He was
speedily ‘arrested for this, tried, convicted,
and niter several delays, ordered to be hung
on B'rldu{ last, when the exccution took
place in the presence of 6,000 people.
