THere was not a
cloud to be scen in the blue vault of heaven;
the sun was shining with all its maj:stic
splendour; the unruffied water shone like
a mirror, while on the Contra Costa Shore,
and as far as the eye could reach everything
bore arefreshing and verdant appearance;
