. MR. MARSHALL'S FIGURES. 

It will be remembered that Mr. R. 
Marshall, the representative of the City in 
the late Assembly brought up the question 
of taxation in the House, when his Bill 

relating to the County School Fund was 
under discussion. During the course of 

the debate Mr. Marshall submitted an 

extract of the apportionment of the Saint 

John County School Fund, term hy term; 

from 30th April, 1874, to 30th October, 

1877, inclusive, for Parish, Town and 

City. This document was official, as it 

had been furnished by the head of the 

Educational Department of the Province. 

This paper gives full details of the school 

fund for each year, from 1874 till 30th 
April, 1877, inclusive. The whole amount 

collected during the four years, ending 

31st October, 1877, was $69,039,96, of

FURIATED FATHER. 

TrirLe Mukper His INTENTION, 

A Home Filled with Dead and Dying 
Children. 

Avcusta, Mel, May 11.—A most bru- 
tal and horrible murder—almost a triple 

| murder-—oceurred in this cty to x 
which for brutality and fiendishness can 

| hardly be equalled in the annals of crime, 
Jason R. Scribner, a man about thirty-six 
years of age, living some three miles north 
of the city proper, on the road leading to 
Sidney, during a fit of madness, attacked 
his wife and children, in the kitchen of 
his dwelling, with a spade, almost instant- 
ly killing one, a little girl three years old, 
and mortally wounding the others, a baby 
girl about a year old, and a boy five years 
old. After he had-struck the children, 
the mother, who had previously been at- 
tacked by the husband, caught up her 
baby and fled from the house, followed by 
the inhuman husband and father, who ran 
down through a field near by, where he 
cut his own throat with a razor,
