Fredericton, — Important and ex- | 
tensive changes in Motor Vehicle 
Fees in New Brunswick have n

The main changes, which are re- 

‘roagtive to January 31st, 1932, may 
be summarized as follows : 
Operator's License, formerly $1 00 

is now $2.00. 
Passenger cars formerly 25c per 

hundred weight, are now charged 
Q0c. 
Registration of motor cycle, for-] 

m-rly $3.00 for first registration is 
1.ow $1.00 for annual registraticr. 

Trailers, formerly 40c per hundred 
pounds carrying capacity, wii: be 80c 
per hundred pounds, with a mini- 
mum charge of $5.00, under th enew 
regulations. 

Motor busses, freight or passenger 
are and commercial trucks are gene- 
rally scheduled with an incease of 
25¢ to 50c pe hundred weight. 

A new class ‘of motor vehicle has 
been made by the Department in 
the new regulations, to be known as 
a Service Crane, for which a flat rate 
of $25.00 is to be charged.
