My mind at once recalled the sixth chapter
of Numbers, which, from the Ist to the 8th
verse, reads as follows: “And the Lord
spake unto Moses, raying, Speak unto the
children of Israel, and say unto them,When
cither man or womian «hall separate them-
selves to vow a vow of & Nazarite, to sep-
arate himself from wine and strong drink,
and shall drink no vinegar of wine, or
vinegar of stroog drink, neither shall he
drink say liquor of grapes, nor eat moist
grapes or dried. All the days of his separa-
tion shall he eat nothing that is made of
the vine tree, from the kernel even to the
huex, All the days of the vow of his
separation there ahall no razor come upon
his head ; until the Jdays be fulfilled, in
the which he separated himeslf unto the
Lord, he shall be holy, and shall let the
locks of the hair of hie head grow. All
the days that he separateth’ himeelt uato
the Lord he shall come at no dead body.

He shall not make himeelf unclean for his
father, or for his mether, for his brother,
or for. his sister, when they die; because
the cousecration of his God is upon his
head. All the days of his separation he is
holy unto the Lord,”

This ordinance of Naszariteship is cer
tainly full of interest and practical instruo-
tion. Here is & setting apartin & very
specidl manner from what, though not
absolutely sinful,was caloulated to interfere
with real consecration embodied in the
ordiasnoce.

To this Nasarite, wine and the fruit of
the vine in every shape and form was
forbidden. Now, wine, as our best writers
admit,is the apt symbol of earthly joy—the
expression of that social enjoyment which
the human heart is so fully oapable of
entering into. ° From this the Nazarite was
carefully to keep himeelf. With him,
doubtless, it was a literal thing. He was
not to excite nature by the use of strong
drink. The striotest abstinence was ens
joined during all the days of his separation,
Such ie the type as we flad it written in
this wor.derful book of Nambers. A book
80 full of instruction and interest in all that
pertains to the wilderness lite.

An we glance at the lesson taught in this
vow of consecration, we see that there has
been but one perfect Nazarite in the world;
but one who kept himeelf separate from'
sinners and from the baneful influence of
all mere earthly joy. I'rom the mowient
he entered upon his wondrous work, his
heart was set upon God and his work with
80 perfect a devotion,that neither the claims
of earth or nature were allowed for one
moment to come between him and " that
work. “Wist ye not, I must be about my
Father's business,” and again, “Woman,
what have I to do with thee,” This is how
hie adjusted the claims of nature. He had
s work to do; and to that he addressed
himself with a single eye and individual
heart. To his disciples be could say, “I
have meat (o eat yo know not of” “My
meat is to do the will of Him that sent me,
and finish his work.” 80 aleo at the clese
of that wonderful life, we find him uttering
with the Paschal cup in his hand, the
following : “Take this and divide it among
youpselves, for I say unto you, I will not
drink of the fruit of the vine ustil the
kiogdom of God shall come.” No joy in
the earth; none in the nation of Isrmel.
That time had not yet come, and therefore
he separated himself from all that which

mere human affection might find in asso
ciation with his own, in order to devote
himeelf to the one great object of his life.
The time will come, we believe, when he,
8 the Messiah, will rejoice in his people
and in the earth; but, until tién, be is
apart as the truae Nazarite and his people

arated unto God from thowe things which,
though uot absolutely sinful in thewselves,
binder that entire consecration, which is
the tru: secret of real enjoyment? And we
Rkaow that the number of these thinge is
w, and if tried by the rules of ordinary
norality, might be allowed as bharmiess.

You would like to know a few things
incidental to our passage. You followed us
out the Halifax harbor, and left*us tossing
upon the Atlantio. The weather was quite
severely cold, with a strong breese .(rom
the north, the place of ice, until we passed
the cold water curreat coming down from
the Labrador coast past Newfeundland.
All our sails were spread, and we went
along quite steadily at an expenditure of
about thirty tons of coal each day for steam-
ing purposes. The usual solicitude as to
health, il] feelings because our ship seemed
40 loose in the water, concern lest she
might lese her balance aliogether, affected
the passengers variously. These things

ve been the common experience of many

have crossed the Atlantic,for no royal
yoad,exempt from such trials,has yet been
found over that broad sea.
. The commander and officers séemed very
ditentive to their duties and very obliging
the passengers. We were struck by their
;n&hlul appearance, especially by that of
the commander, the youngest of the stafl’.
Sarely it indicates the high degree of pro
ficiency attained by him in the science of
navigation, elee he would not have been put
in charge of interests 5o valuable. It was
‘pleasant sailing with s0 quiet and orderly s
thip’s company. We were able to have
Coristian worship on Sabbath days, and
the singing of social hymns on other
occasions.

As we neared the shores of “old England”
the wind from the north-east increased, and
there were frequent rain equalls. Ofttimes
the seas broke over the decks. On one
dconsion. the bulwarks were bent inward,
4nd the covering over several head of cattle
dwept away; but no serious damage was

The captain lost his oap. A young
passenger had her shawl blown over-

and was foilowiog the P. aod O, Steamer
“Kaisera-hind” out of the Royal “Albert
Dook into the Thames. We were off for
Todia on a well freightad steamship, having
an experienced commander, & good staft of
officers,a large crew,made up of Europeans
and Asiatios, and & company of 67 fellow
passengers, adults, aod 12 children. Thece
all were expected to remain together from
three to five weeke, sharing the same blese-
ings and exposed to the same dangers of
the deep.

Away we steamed. In due u-u we had
passed the dreaded Bay of Biscay, rounded
Cape 8t. Vinoeat, passed within the Strait«
of Gibraltar, sad rached the memorable
Teland of Malta. . Phére we remained ten
