Let not that man’(the man who wavereth, or
whose faith fails, ) ‘expect to receive any.
thing of the Lord.” Itis only when we are
‘strong iu faith, giving glory to God, that
we do or can ‘esk in the vame of Christ,’
and ‘receive whatsoever we ‘ask’ But
when our abiding is fixed and enduring,
and our faith fails not, but waxes stronger
and stronger, then the storehouse of heaven
is opened to s, sud we can ask and reccive
until our joy is full. No‘good thing’
~nothing which will be best for us, here
or hereafter, will be withheld from us.

Selling the Truth.

An ancient injunction, which comes to
us with the inspired seal upon it, evjoins
thie : “ Buy the truth and sell it not,”—
from which sententions caution and com-
mand we are taught to infer that truth in
ita essential character is not on eale. The
securing of truth aé other things are gotten
is not the idea which this inapired tesching
seeks to convey. We are never (o purchase
truth as we may purchase other thiogs, 1o
be sold again. The truth, in other words,
is not & merchantable commodity to e
bought and fo be sold. Nay, verily, if it
bé truth, it cannot in ita very nature be
thus obtained and thus disposed of. This

pt, therefore, must be accepted as ap
intensive teaching nrging it as the highest
postible huioan end to bave trath ae a
possession never to.be bartered away, Yon
can,cin fact, no more trade in truth thee
yow can in sunehine. "The one ycu may
#ecure and cultivate as truly as the other.
You may employ “ u trap o catch & sua
beam,” but no such means, not cven &
thousand traps, can shut out or shut away
the man’s shining. Truth, as veritably as
the wun, is man's God given' beritags.
Neitker one of these can absolutely be rold

The truth, it is plain, however, in a rub
Jretive rense, can oem pined, can be
wriflsd with, and can be given away —never
in its esscntial nature weakened or impair-
ed, singe that were impossible. We are
wiln all around us, in all the ways
and-the walks of life, what would some-
times well-nigh seem to be & growing in
difference 0 the truth. Even within the
realm of essential morals, nay, within the
realm of eaeential religion, such indiffer
ence is manifested. In the grave questions
now before the community the imminent
peril is that the triumph of the one side
over the other, will become of er con-
ceru than the success of truth in the ver-
diet. Tt in forgottén, it may be,~lost sight
of, assuredly,—~that in any peoding issue
that has morality and religion underlying
it, there is, and there can be, no permanent
settlement and no success if the truth by
any means fail of berng crowned. Victory
itself gained at the tempo: expense of
essential truth, is defeat in disguise. The
counsels of truth are the counsels of the
Lotd, and these alone can permanently
stand and endure.

We may note, if we will, that there in
hardly a greater source of generul demoral-
ization than the worship of succese as the
chief end of human endeavor. There are
no raying more suited toeormpl the springs
of right thinking than such as these:
“ Success is & duty ; ” “ Nothing succeeds
like success.” In both thése statements
there lurka an element of essential and of
damaging falsehood. The converse of
such sayiogs is oftener true.  While
of course it is ever fitting mnd proper to
adjust the conduct of life to the .end of
being reasonably succeesful, yet success as
the supreme and the ruling aim of such
conduct is, and must te, ng. How
in contrast wilth thet noble Latin motto,
“Fiat justitia, ruat calum "—* Let justice
te done, though the heavens fall ”—a say-
in harmony with Holy Writ iteelf, ever-
more urging that duty, not success, is the
end of human living.

And
within the ¢u ]poud sacred spheres of
rvligkn it in -.Y, indeed, whether as per-~
tainiog even to the pulpit itself, the pew
does not worship n&n success than the
only true object, and the one true end for
which any pulpit has the right at all to
exist, When will it come to erally
known, and as generally ueozni’“,thn
the promotion of the cause of pure reli-
gion and undefiled ” can be realized only
and alone as we uphold the standards of
trath and of righteousness—and of no
other ?

Neither should it ever be lost from view,
smid all the loud cries and the never-ceas-
ing clamours around us, that with all the
vaunting clsims of of even this
nineteenth century, the world and the race
have nol yet ou m the Bible of both
the Old and the New Testaments, as the
onluouuuin and source of all truth that
is both valuable and vital—of all truth
which is at once both permanent and puri-
fying. The present generation, as much,
as any former one, needs Lo rise to
that amount.of prophetic vision where it is
seen that, while ““ all flesh is grase, and all
ﬁrdlinn thereof is aa the flower of the
