The Seventh Day Sabbath position 
insists thet the indentical seventh day ob- 
served in Jewish history must be observed 

ually, or the divine command ie 
ted. 

el bat was the seventh day ob:erved 
by the in Bible times? Was it the 
seventh day of our week as it assumed by 
those insisting upon the observance of our 
Satardsy 7 
We heve always understood that the 

divisions of time called weeks and months 
onder Jewish custom were indicated and 
measured by the moon. The week began 
with the new moon, or one of the othe |Z 
quarterly phases. The seventh day was 
the last day of the quarter. The months 
of the year, like the moons were tLirteen. 
The Jewish seventh days would there- 

fore be the 7th, the 14h, the 21st and the 
28th of the lunar wonth, which began with 
the new nfoon. * 
Our divisions of time into weeks snd 

months are different. The seventh day of 
our week is only ocossionally the seventh
