were closed, as the missionaries being the
alinoners of public chariiy as well ae
entrusted by govern neat with large sums
of money to be used in relief works and
other ways, were anxious that no induce-
ment t0 profess religion from unworthy
motives should be offered, When 1t was
deemed wise again to admit members to
the churoh large numbers pressed forward
for baptism as might be expected. Four
new “stations have since gone off from the
Ongole field, and in all of these, as well as
in Uhe parent station, the good work goes on.
Rev. W, Powsll, of Narsaravupetta, writing
10 & brother missionary & few days ago,
says : “‘] have baptized and received into the
churob during Dec. and Jan., 1243 mem~
bers, and am sssu that hundreds are
waiting to unite with us.”

Again, although the greatest ingather
ing took’ place in the fleld ocoupied by Dr,
Clough, he has not been alone in the
superintendence of the work. Buch men
as Dr. Williams and Rev, W. B. Bogge
have (aken part in the samezand rejoiced
osuch manifestations of Cod'l power to
save.

The work being done at this station ia
perfectly immense, There are nine schools
in operation, The high school has an
attendance of 150 pupile ; of whom 73 are
christinns, the rest Brahmins or other
caste people. Unfortunately we have not
enough educated christinns to fill the
places of teachers, and there are some hea-
then on the stafl. Some of them have been
educated at the Free Church Obristian Col-
lege; Madras, but still cling to idolstry and
caste a8 the mark of the beast on their
foreheadsindioate. Ofcourse we hope the
day is ot far distant when all such sghoola
will be supplied with christiss teachers, if
not pupils. One thing I should eay, that
these heathen boys pay a pretty large
school fee, and therefore their education is
little or no expense to the mission. Again,
they are brought in contsot with christian
teachers, and bave a daily leseon in the
Bible. The eeed thus sown may bear
fruit in years to come. = The eduocating of
heathen pupils in our miesion schools is
much more liable to objection in this
country than in Burma, particularly amoag
the Karena. There every pupil must attend
every religious service, observe the
Sabbath, cast away every appearance of
heathenism ; 80 that coming to school is an
acknowledgment that heathemism hss
been abandoned, Heére they cling tenacious-
ly to their idolatry.

He
spoke of (he poor woran who pressed her
way to the treasury through the throngs,
ameng which were the rich and oetentas
tious, to put in her * two mites which
make & farthing,” and who * put in more
than they all,” because she had put her
heart in with her offering ; and then of that
other soene in Bethany, just before the
Lord’a death, when Mary broke the ala-
baster box, and anoimted him with the
precious ointment. What was worth a
man’s -Jabor for a year was’ freely devoted
to this purpose.
