Ephesus and 1s Rains 

The jourcey is wade by an Eoglish 
railway in about two bourse and & half, the 
distance being about fifty miler. The road 
inup a valley, which is a bed 6f pebbles, 
boulders, aad sand. There is not a doubt 
that the ocean waves swept thromgh this 
vale for many ages. It is a valley of 
wonderful fertility. Vines cover the ground, 
and these are scat like 
orchards, olives which are of a delicate, 
silvery shade of green. Here are the most 
Jux t fig trees, hundreds of them, with 
their great notched leaves om branches 
fifteen or twenty feet from their trunks. 
The mountains on each side are covered 
with soil, and in the Jou are rich i 
abundant pabtures. But they are the 
homes of the brigands, who are increasing 
in number and ferocity under the eff;te 
Turkish government. [hey venture into 
the very-streets of Smyros, and by their 
allies therein they mark every stranger 
who may be cp worth robbing, or 
wh.ge triends are able to pay a ransom. 
It in, therefore, somewhat perilous to visit 
the ruins, and will become, in all proca- 
bility, more 80, until there is a government 
able to cope with these brigande. 
As the rains of Ephesus are neared the 

mountains open out until the valley in 
which are the ruins is entered, and at the 
point of entrance they close in #0 as to 
include a circular plain of probably five or 
ten thousand acres, with Mount Prion 
within the circle, The first object in view 
are the archer, about thirty feet high, oo 
which the aqueducts rested, some of them 
in a good state of preservation, whi'e meoy 

The water: course can easily be 
nd its flow from the mountains 

traced, at the time of thir use there 
must bave been far more water than there 
is now, for tuch a city could vot have 
been supplied from any source now 
attainable, 

Beyond, on the eaet, on what the Turks 
call Avawluk, ie the Acropolis, a splendid 
ruin, Ryman in ite materia and structure. 
Tt haa been faced with marble acd backed 
up with brick, which is peculiarly Roman. 
Oue is remin fed of the same construction 
io ruins in Rome, such as the Baths of 
Caracalla. The destructicn of such arches, 
sevep to ten feet in thickness, is sn unac- 
countable surorise, but earthquakes, the 
storms of the heavens, and the elower but 
curer destroyer, "ime with its neglects, will 
scoount for it. The real desolation of thie 
once maguificent city does not appear, for 
nature hates ruins and does its best to hide 
or adorn them, Life is always fighting 
death, snd the ivy and myrtle will begin 
a onc 10 cover up the wrecks of the p ot. 
God has appointed for all things graves or 
hiding places wgainst the time of 
ca'astrophe or of decay. 

Itie a disappointment to find the ruine 
of the temple of Disus io the plain between 
the Acropolis and Mount Prion. A building 
of such proportions, to our ileas, would 
have bad a much better ff ct on the 
mountain, bot ideas, like wen, are as 
change ble, and it ie useless to s~ecnlate, 
This ruin was {iscovered by the E h 
arch @slogist, Mr Wood, who at his own 
+xpenss has made most of the excavations 
now to be seen. The pavement wae the 
first part reached from under eighteen feet 
of a luvis] deposits, then the walls, gates, 
and columns, most of which have been 
carried to the British Museum. ~ There is 
liul now to be seen except a great pit, half 
fi led with water in the — season, but 
os we behold it, full of rubbish asd dry 
dirt ; but the grave of the Temple in here, 
and as in all other of man’s greatest 
creations, they lie down at last io the 
oaricious bosom of earth. 
The Temple was of the lonic order, with
