The Times’ charges against the Parnel
ites is still the most interesting topic in
British politics. While the goverament
have brought in a bill appointing & com-
miseion to investigate, at the request of
Parnell, he is suspicioue. Thers are no
specific charges made in the bill, and he
fears an attempt may be mwde, under the
general nature of the bill, to spring upon
him unexpected charges he misy nct have
prepared himeelf to meet. The bill has
passed ils second reading unchanged. It
is evident the goveroment are making the
Times’ charges their own, and the issue of
the investigation will have a great deal to
do with the future of the three parties
chiefly interested. If the charges can be
eustained, Parnell’s career as a politician
will be ended. If they are proved false,
the 7¥mes will suiler the heaviest blew it
probably bas ever endured, and the govern-
ment will be very much shaken. Parnell
exhibits & calm confldence in the e, if
& fair trial can be obtained.  He.says he
can show, before the investigation is &
week old, that the letters are forgeries, It
ie now rumored that, rather than be put at
the disadvantage of the commiesion in its
proposed form, he will sue the Times for
libel, tnd stand Lis chances in the regular
court, as involving less risk. Hon. Reginald
Brett declares that when he was private
secretary to Hartingto, an ex-member of
Parliament offered to put Lord Hartington
in possession of documents proviag Par-
nell’s complicity in the Phanix Park
murders, and he (Brett) refused to have
anything to do with them.
