The Need of Revivals, 3 ©. & 
a. — : 

If it be graated tha! a revivalof doc- 
trinal, experimental, and re. 
ligion' is needed, it 
question of great importance such 
a revival is to oe , In aus wering 
thie question, it must be borne constant! 
in mind that a genuine revival can come 
only by the Spirit of God, *“ Exzept the 
Lord build the house, they labor in vain 
hat build it,” ssog Dayid mare than two 
thousand years ago. In similar strain 
sbisoted the prophe:, when he sang, “ Not 

ght, nor by power, but by my Spirit, 
saith the Lord.” Paul's teachiog runs in 
harmony with these ancient utterances, 
when he says, of his own and others’ 
Isbore, “1 bave planted, and Apollos 
watered; but God gave the increase.” 
Recognizing the fall force of this truth, 
our inquiry relates to the agencies which 
may be used; 

1. Chief among the ageocies for pro- 
motiog & revival in the church, are the 
regular services of the church. The prime 
object of the ministry is to instruct (he 
“people in the great truths of the kingdom 
of God, through the knowledge of the 
trath ‘0 bring men into the fellowship of 
Jesus and his love, as d to lead them out 
in ways of service. Tuis, we koow, in a 
mighty work; avd, for this reason, God 
calls into service, in the sacred office 
of the ministry, only men of deep con~ 
vigt'on snd thorough consecration. FE

2. Bpecial services are sometimes useful 
and needful. * If the regular services do 
not realize the results which such services 
ought 12 realize, it may be the best way 10 
make special appointaents, at which 
pastor aod people may pray aod cvuasel 
together over the situation, until light 
comes, snd the aya of God makes it 
plain where the fault is in these regular 
appointments, that they do not bear their 
legitimate fruits in the spiritual growth of 
the church, and until those upon whom 
the responsibilities of such failures rest are 
ready 10 do their part in God's Sposa 
way. Special services are useful, too, in 
that they afford opportunity for costinu- 
ous, uninterrupted study and wi The 
winter season, wilh its comparative free 
dum fiom the pressing demands that are 
made upon a busy people at other seasons 
of the year, and with its long wicter 
eveaings, is & most tavorable lime fur such 

ial labors. Such work can but be 
healthful beca se it is normal. It is the 
church extendiag her regular services, 
mostly coufioed to the Sabbath, out into 
the week days, and +0 making thew, ae 
they ought always to be, a part of the 
every day thought, and feeling, sud 
purpose, of the reople. If performed 
in the right spirit, God will surely place 
the seal of his approval upon such labor in 
rich and abuniant blessings, He will 
revive his work. 

Ta some cases it may be beat to call in a 
revivalist. We say, in some cases, Per. 
sonally, we believe these cases are rare. 

R 'vivaliets have a legitimute place; and 
taat place is in ficlds that are destitute of 
the Word, or in churches in which 
pastor and people together have fallen 
asleep in the Lord’s work, and uo some 
earthquake shock to rouse them from 
their wicked slumbers, To eay that there 
ie need of a revivalist in a church with all 
the regular app nntment of a well-organized 
church,—preaching, prayer-meeling and 
Bible-school services,—is to cast r flactions 
upon the pastor or people of that church, 
or both, that we are not willig to be 
responsible for, There are latent forces 
in the hands of every church, working 
with their pastor in the regular appoint 
ments and in rpecial services, if need be, 
to sccomplieh more substantial results 
than cculd be accomplish by any revivalist 
who might be employed ; and thees latent 
forces will. become active for the best 
spiritual results, when the membership 
are as willing to work with the pastor in 
his ways, as they usually are to work with 
the revivalist in his wa; 

If, then, any are longing for a revival’ 
our. couneel is, let it begin at once. Tha! 
any do earnest'y desire it, is evidence that, 
in some hearts, it has already 0. 
8:and by the pastor, the superintendent, 
and feachers of the Sabbath school, and 
others who may in any way be responsible 
for the conduct of the regular services of 
the church. Help them to fill these 
services with the spirit of the Gospel. 
Ex:end the regular services into the week, 
usiog days or evenings, a3 seems most 
convenient, for extra meetings. Get ae 
wany ioterested to atiend ae ble. 
Make the services interesting to 
who do attend, and don’t scold about those 
who do not attend. Let there be much 
prasin in the meetings and out of them, 

, above all, let the sincerity of those 
wh labor in word, be proved by & Cbuist- 
like lite. God will be honored in wuch 
labors, ard he will honor those who thus 
hooor him. The church will be edified

hobbies. No man has any busines to 
enter the ministry who is not willing to 
crucify self to all such directions. Depend 
upon it that the Devil is at the bottom of 
every suggestion whish prompts you to 
*hi k disagreeable duties or to doige close 
encounters with souls. In the loug run, 
the only work that does “pay” is the work 
that keeps self under, aod which presents 
Obr st most directly befor: dying souls. 

“Is the pulpit losing sped 1” 18 oue of 
the most hammered and haicheled ques. 
tious of the day. We venture to reply that 
vo pulpit is “losing power” which faith 
fully, lifts up Jesus on the Sibbath and ie 
reinforced by thorough sud pa-toral labor 
through the week.
