I. To the giver. The apostle Paul in 

commending the Phillipians for their 
generosity to him personally, speaks as 
though they were to derive the greatest 
benefit from their own beneficence. Ie 
says, chap. 4: 17: “ Not because [ desire 
a gift, but [ desire fruit that may abound 

to your account.” And is not this prin- 
ciple of reflex benefit in exact accord 
with the stateme of our Lord, who 
said: “It is more blessed to give than 
to receive.” Solomon. in Prov. 5: 4, 10, 
gives a precept and promise.

a reasonable excuse for withholding the 
tithes unless that poverty means destitu 
tion. In enjoining this duty upon the 
Corinthian church, the Apostle Paul is 
careful to individualize the members, 
saying, “ Let every ane of you lay: by him 
in store as God hath prospered him." 
The appeal is not to churches as such, 

butto individual Chrigtians,and nochurch 

member has u right to screen his selfish 
pess behind the benefactions of a few 

who happen 10 be wealthy, and yay; “We 
have done our duty.” And is there any 
obligation resting upon the: unconverted 

to sustain the operations of the church 
Yes, verily. They are certainly more 
deeply indebted to these for the material 
benefits and social advantages. which 
they are permitted to enjoy, than to the 
political and civil institutions whose 
claims they are willing to recognize. No 
sane mR will deny that the civilization 
of Christianity is.far superior to the best 
culture of heathenism nd that he is | 
therefore under an obligation to support | 
the former. Again, every unconverted 
man has children or other relatives anc 
friends who are comforted and helped | 

the gospel which he dnes not yet ap. 
preciate, and he should be willing there 
fore to contribute for its support and 
extension. Certainly these are not God 
like motives, and we would urge all up 
converted persons to copy the example 
of the Macedonians, who, says the apostle, 
“first gave their own selves to the Lord, 
and unto us by the will of God."

A rich man may give a th

while a poor man gives one dollkr, and it 
costs him considerable self-denial. Which 
of the two has contributed mast liberally ? 
According to the Saviour's estimate, the 
latter. That poor widow who put two 
mites into the treasury, contributed more 
than any of the rich men, because they 
gave of their abundance and had plenty 
left, but she gave all she had. 

It is ‘to be feared that very few 
amongst us have come up to the scrip 
tural idea of giving conveyed by the 
word “sacrifices” with which “God is 

well pleased.” Some will Coubtless re 
ceive the commendation given to Mary 
concerning whom the Saviour said, “She 
hath done what she could,” but to a large 
majority God must be saying as he said
