ber goes forward in advance and shouts

The widow’s sisters or mother may be
bleeding at heart for her, but they do
pot even dare to look on ber face.

When the procession bas reached the
bank of the stream on which is prepared
the funeral pyre, the widow is pushed
into the water. It matters not whatsthe
weather is, & burning sun, or an iey wind
blowing from the Himalayas, in the water
bas the:widow to lie till the body is con-
swmed, till the funeral party bave all
bathed, till they have washed and dried
their clothes. Then, when at last they
are ready to start homeward, she is
dragyed out of the water as she bas been
pushed in. She is walked home in ber
dripping clothes, Oh, cries, the Zenana,
widow, I.would rather choose the suttee.
