Who can fill the 
mountains with the glory of the green- 
ing forests ?

Who can array innumerable orchards 
with white blossoms of cherry-trees and 
pink blossoms of peach and apple? 
Who can send the. currents of vitalizin, 
heat through the hearts of the hills, an: 
push out upon the dog-woods their great 
white blossoms ; sprinkle the meadows 
with violets and daisies, trail the sweet 
arbutus along the fields and skirts of 
woods, and fill the air over sunny slopes 
with that fragrance of blossoming vines 
which was s0 sweet to Solomon in the 
spring days of Palestine? Ah! who can 
do this but that omnipotent force in 
nature whom men call God? Yes, man 
may make a hoc-house, but God alone 
can make a spring. 
How true is the metaphor when we 

pass with it into the spiritual realm! 
There are no human fries that can 
cause a change of heart. Civilization, 

art, culture, science—these may indeed 
clothe a life with outward semblance of 
beauty ; but if one would penetrate the 
soul to its utmost depths with unregen- 
erative forces ; if one would permeate 
society through all its length and breadth 
with the power of spiritual life and #al- 
vation, he must call upon God, who 
alone is able todo this for man and for 
society. Let us-then look reverently up 
to Him as the suthor of every good and 
perfect gift. “It is not by might, nor by 
power, but ty oy Spirit, saith the Lord.”
