blind man's eyes. Christ did that. The 
poor beggar believed, and therefore 
went, but all that his faith could do was 
to put himself entirely into Christ's 
hands for healing. Salvation is through 
{aith, but bear in mind that the utmost 
your faith can do for you is to put you 
into connection with Christ. He is the 
One who atoned for your sins, He is the 
Pardoner, the Purifier of your heart 
and He is the Giver of eternal lite. The 

Holy Spirit is pressing you right to- 
wards Christ. And now you want to 
know just ow to come and be saved. 
To this question I would say that your 

coming involves two steps or processes 
on your part; they are prayer and prac 
tice.
