JEREMIAH PERSECUTED 

GOLDEN TEXT

EXPLANATORY 

I. Tue Secoxp CAPTIVITY (8. 0, HOS) 
The first captivity, when the 70 yearn 

foretold by Jeremiah began, took place 
in uc. 606-605, in the fourth year of 
Jehoiakim, just before our last lesson. 
It was at this time that Daniel and bis 
friends were carried to Babylon (Dan, 
1:,1-6), Toward the close of Jehoia- 
kim's reign, 80 full of iniquity and rebel- 
lion, Nebuchadnezzat again came to 
Jerusalem, and bound King Jehoiakim 
in fetters to carry him to Babylon (2 
Chron. 36%6) ; but he seems to have 
died in Jerusalem before the plan was 
carried out (2 Kings 24: 6; Jer, 22: 18, 
19). His son Jehoiachin jee) at- 
tempted to be king, but he had only a 
troubled reign of three months. HeQwas 
but 18 years old and wasas bad as his 
father.” He seems to have immediately 
rebelled against Nebuchadnezzar, who 
had retired a shogt distance ; but hesent 
back his army to Jerusalem, and forced 
them to give him as tribute a great 
amount of treasures from the palace and 
the temple, which he sent to Babylon, 
with 10,000 of the more important-of the 
people (2 Kings 24: 9-15). Among these 
were King Jehotachin, who lay 87 years 
in prison at Babylon, and then was re- 
leased (2 Kings 25: 27-80) ; the prophet 
Fzekiel (Ezek. 1: 1, 2); and the great- 
grandfather of Mordecai, Queen Esther's 
oosiaict (Esther 2 G 

I. Tue THIED SIE lasted a year 
and a half, beginning in the ninth year 
of Zedekiah. After nine years Nebu- 
chadnezzar had returned with the deter- 
mination to reduce the city that had 
caused him so much trouble by its alli- 
ance with Egyyt. 

[II Tue Resets, Ver. 11. During 
the siege Pharaoh Hophra (the Apries 
of Herodotus) came up with his army 
from Egypt to attack Nebuchadnezzar's 
army. It seemed a good opportunity 
to strike a blow at his great enemy from 
Babylon. 

11. The army of the Chaldeans. This 
was at that time the general name for 
the people of Babylonia. Was broken 
up from Jerusalem. They broke up their 
camp around the city, and marched to 
meet the Egyptian army where they 
could more advantageously join battle 
with them. For fear of Pharaol’s army. 
Not thie fear of a panic, but for fear lest 
in their present situation they would be 
at a disadvantage (see ver. 5). 
HOLLOW-HEARTED REPENTA cE. The 

utter worthlessness of the repentance 
which led the nobles to free their slaves 
in the hour of danger is shown by the 
fact that as soon as the danger seemed 
to be removed, they immediately com- 
pelled their slaves to return into their 
service (34: 11-22). For this Jeremiah 
declared from God that nothing could 
save them from captivity; that God 
would set free the sword and pestilence 
and famine to destroy them; that even 
if the whole army of tite Chaldeans was 
destroyed, and only wounded men left, 
yet these men, “thrust through” with 
arrows and spears, would rise up and. 
burn the city (ver. 8). There was no

Then, 
While the besieging army was away, and 
the road was clear.

It set us to think- 
ing. “Wanted—a sting boy ;” in how 
many places that legend might be truth- 
fully displayed! The oie ¢ wants boys | D; 
that are strong, first of all, in the body. 
A stomach fec chiefly on cake and pea- 
nuts, and a system undermined by the 
deadly cigarette, make 8 poor basis for 
stout fleet limbs and sturdy arms. 
Other things being equal, a merchant or 
lawyer wants a oy who can pull a 
strong oar, make his home-run over the 
ball-field, and keep his wind in a half 
mile run. Other things being equal— 
what other things? Certain ones that 
are the real measures of strength, 
whether in boys or men. Has he grit? 
Can he stick to a thing? Is he quick to 
take in a situation, ready in an emer- 
ency, bright-witted where others blun- 
er? Ts he equal to responsibility ? 
Can he be left with a given task with a 
certainty that he can be literally left 
with it, and his employer find it fully 
done in due season, without a second of 
intervening anxiety or oversight ? These 
are some of the elements of strength 
that make up the model “strong boy * 
who is so universally wanted to-day. 
But is this all? We think not. If 

we were gauging the real power of a 
boy for such a position as has been de- 
cided, we should wish to know some- 
thing more than the size of his biceps 
and the tenacity of his grip on a given 
bit of work. We should want to know 
about the strength of his love for that 
father and mother who have sacrificed 
so much for bis advancement. We 
should look for ome indication of a tie 
binding him to the house of God as a 
regular, thoughtful attendant. = We 
should inquire as to the connecting 
links in his life between his daily con- 
duct and the Word of God. Has he 
come into an earnest, loyal relation to 
Jesus Christ as his Saviour and Master? 
Is he “strong in the Lord and in the 
power of His might ?’ 

Yes, there is.a great demand for strong 

»oys. Satan wants them, that he may 
rob them of their present and prospec- 
tive vigor. Christ wants them, that 
through their youthful robustness the 
weak places in His army may be rein- 
forced. The Church of to-day, as well 
as coramercial corporations, may well 
bang out the sign in -unmistakable 
characters, and keep it displayed: 
“ Wanted—strong boys !"—Golden Rule.
