I have been much interested in read 
ing the ‘communications published in 
the MESSENGER AND VISITOR concerning 
the formation of an Alumnae Society of 
our. Acadia Seminary. As a pupil of 
61-763, my thoughts naturally go back 
to the first start of our denominational 
school for girls. The demand for such a 
school had been again and again made, 
and in the autumn of "60, the proposal 
to make a start was brought i a 

meeting of the Governors of the schools, 
and forcibly discussed. The house built 
by Mr. Chase, and fitted in every way 
for school purposes, was then in the 
hatds of the Governors. It was well 
built and only awaited occupation. At 
the meeting spoken of in the autumn of 
60, some had urged that it be fitted up 
at once and a female department added 
to the academy ; but while all acknowl 
edged the necessity, it was finally de 
cided that the thing could not be done 
under the outlay of three thousand dol 
lars—and, alas! the three thousa 
dollars was not in sight. Miss Alice T. 
Shaw, of Berwick, had graduated at Mt. 
Holyoke Seminary, and on her return 

home had, under some difficulties, open 
ed a ladies’ school in her native plac 
Berwick has ever been one of the fore 
most towns in our province to show its 
pin of higher education. Miss 
Shaw's school soon became a rallying 
point for young ladies who were anx- 
ious for more extended advantag«s than 
the common schools gave. Alter the 
departure of Mr. Hartt from th 
cipalship of the academy, Rev 
Higgins had been induced by 
Governors to leave his church at Liver 
pool and occupy the place vacated by 

r. Hartt. Mr. Higgins was one of the 
earliest and most earnest workers for 
higher education for women. 

It was due to his energy that our de- 
nominational school for girls was started 
us early as '61. He conferred with Miss 
Shaw in the matter, and she considered 
the idea feasible of conducting a depart- 
ment for girls on the Mt. Holyoke sys- 
tem. The school was accordingly opened 
after the Christmas vacation of *61, Miss 
Shaw taking charge, and bringing with 
her a number of pupils. The work from 
the first was a great success. 
time it paid running expenses, and after 
the next summer vacation reopened 
with 40 pupils, beside the day attend- 
ance from the village. As it was a de- 
partinent of the Academy we entered 
classes under the teachers there em- 
ployed — in Latin, French, Natural 
Philosophy .and various other studies. 
Beside the principal of the Academy 
we need only mention as teachers the 
names of R. F. Jones and H. C. Creed to
