MISSIONS IN INDIA, AS SEEN BY
DR. PENTECOST.

In an address of great power delivered
by Dr. Pentecost at Northfield: last-
sutumn, in speaking of the results of
the work of missions for the last one
hundred years, he says : “ The mission-
aries of Tndia, during the last one hun-
dred yesrs, have accomplished more for
Christ thyn the first Coristians, under
the leadership of the aposties, acoom-
plished in all Western Asia and Europe
during the first century of Christisoity.
This demonstrates that the cry for apos-
tolic days and apostolic power is based
upon a4 misconception of facts. If you
should go to Indis for a year, you would
see that it is & time of apostolic men
and apostolic power now, The power
of the Holy tihost is being felt in that
land to day ss mightily as in the days
of the apostles in Western Asia and
Europe "

of the government; and, withdrawing
his offering, he compels the Brahmin to
labor for his bread as though he were &
man and not & god.”

The question s often asked, “Is it
possible to elevate the low caste man ? &
This question was answered by several
illustrations, one of which was that of
the daughter of a sweeper who has
graduated from the University of Cal-
cutta and taken the degree of B. A.;
another was that of a now lady, '.h.e
danghter of alow caste man, who is
teaching the children of the elite in a
private school in Poona. After giving
several other illustrations of the same
character, he said : “What may we not
expect in a few generations from this
low, caste, if in one generation such
great upward strides are made ? God is
giving to the American Methodist mis-
sionaries alone from a thousand to fif-
teen hundred converts a month in India.’

Some very striking incidents illustra-
tive of this phase of lonary work
were here given. Of his own work the
Doctor was brief, all too brief, for what
he did say was extremely interesting.
He was seventeen miontbs in India, and
had the joy of seeing .nearly 2000
Englishmen and Earasians converted to
Christ. In Calcutta for eight weeks,
every night, he addressed audiences of
pative men. They listened with atten-
tion and courtesy and oftentimes  with
tears in their eyes. In this city alone &
hundred native gentlemen have-decls
their acceptance of Christ as Saviour
and Lord. Meetings of a similar nature
were held in Lucknow, Cawnpore, Delbi,
Lahore, Poona and other places, with the
like gratifying results. .

Here is a description of one of the
meetings held in Lahore: “The hall
seated 900 people. I announced meet-
ings for educated English-speskiog In-
dian gentlemen. | announced that the
entire body of the hall would be reserv-
ed for these gentlemen; and the two
side aisles reserved for the English ind
Eurasians. At the first meeting there
were about 100 natives. Before the
meetings closed, at the end of three
wee ks, the entire body of the house re-
served for them, accommodating about
600, was packed ta the doors. On either
side we had 300 Christians, Eoglish or
Farasians. At the end of the meetings
I ventured to pronounce the benediction.
When I did this the English rose, but
the natives always remained seated, as

The
Presbyterian ministers urged the -
teates in 1579 to tear it down, but
through the etfurts of inflaential mer
chants the corporation spared the bulld
ing. Of its eighty windows, forty four
are 80 feet bigh, and illustrate some

The walls of the old church—Alluoway

Just how much effi-
cacy there is in prayer for victory in
war, I will not attempt tosay; but before
the sun went down ce was master of
the place, and 30,000 of bis foes lay dead
upon the plain, While wandering
through the old castle, I stepped into
the room where Jamcs 1. treacherously
sasansinated the Earl of Douglas, whom
he kindly invited there, and then threw
his lifeless body out of the small win-
dow upon the pavement far below. In
thia cestle James 11 and James V. were
born, and James V. and Mary Queen of
Soots were crowned.  How much his-
tory, which I had by beart in the days
of my boyhood, was made real to me as
I walked through these dusty jall-like
rooms that more than five centuries sgo
had been ooonpled by so many kings,
such s Wm.
