ries ago 
The Eaglish Bible was not produced 

in a few years. It was not put forth 
complete like the German or the Bar- 
man as the product of a single mind. 
It was not wrought cut amid general 
approbation, or bailed on the high 
es of power as a boon when it firs: 
appeared. It was the work of genera- 
ovs. Many minds, and these, too, 

among the ab'est of their age wrought 
fcr its perfection and finish, The work 
waa. done largely in days of trouble, and 
its appearance in print was regarded 
with alarm by the great body of the 
clergy and the nobility of England. 

Look srmnd on the Eogland of 
Henry the Eighth. Monasteries dot 
the laudscape ; not humble rétreats for 
a few poor men whose thought clings 
no longer to this world, but latial 

castles, ms guificent piles built for ages, 
lordly abbeys with fabulcus wealth and 
lands stretching twenty miles away 
The endowment of monasteries had 
been a mania. Wealth flowed to them 
in & hundred channels. 
Within these monastic establish- 

ments monks reveled in laxnry, 
abbots reigned as princes. BSabject 
only to the Roman pontifl, the movas 
teries served as outposts of the jajal 
powsr and secured fcr Rime an Eog- 
lish revenue far greater than that 
which reached the Eoglish king from 
bis Own realm. All the whi.e priests 
and prelates were preaching to people 
Jiached with poverty that the wich- 
oMing of tithes from the wealthy 

clergy was mortal sin. Bat the light 

of learning was beginning to appesr; 
it gave alarm t), every lover of dark- 
nets The tyranny ofthe ecclesiasti- 
cal machine was strong to keep its 
bold ; till the Bible should be in free 
circalation. there was no power to 
throw it off. Men were not wanting 
who could foresee a brighter day for 
England, when the Scriptures should 
be freely read by the pecple; but to 
attempt to give to Eoglisbmen an Eng- 
lish Bible was certain to draw the 

their sanction to this new religious 
festival. Fitting close of a Sunday 
service in the cathedral, when baskets 
full of Tyndale’s Testament were emp- 
tied npon the fire. Boch was the recep- 
tin Eogland's first printed Testament 
received at the hands of the Roman 
church. These fires gave awful pre: 
moniticn of the larger burning piles, in 
which men and women were soon to die 
for having or selling or “loving the 
Bible. 
Great names belong to this age of the 

English Reformation, names great as 

the world ‘counts greatness, others 
sreater yet in the estimation of heaven, 
though some of them have no smallest 
memorial among men. The persec 
thought that they méasured their task; 
they little koew that they had set 
omselves to ros the wavs, the 
ocean currents, the conquering tides, 
Thera was & hunger for the Book which 
would not be withstood ; the hesr: of 
Ergland would not be content with a» 
ston In spite of threatening words 
and deeds, Bibles came steadily ioto 
England from foreign ports They were 
bought up in Aotwerp for London bon 
fires; merchants were put In prison, 
bat men continued to risk their lives 
that Fogland might have this bated 
bork and elderly people learced to 

read, that even in the clouds of perse- 
cution they might peruse it, though 
their new acquisition might kindle the 
fire’ beneath their feet, 
Tyndale on the continent was not 

heyord the reach of his «nemics 
Fmissaries from London at length en- 
snared him anf delivered him to the 
court of Brussels. Priests and monks 
controlled that court. The decision of 
that bar was known in afivance of acy 
trial. Toere was no lobger suspense ; 
for baste waits on malice and fapaic 
ism. Then this ardent friend of the 
Bible, whose sentences we read when- 
ever we turn to the New Testament, 
saw the instruments ¢f death made 
ready. S.rangling and burnirg ‘was 
his recompense on earth, Jobn Frith, 
the companion and helper of Tyndale, 
a young rcholar who helped togive the 
New Testament its force and beaiity, is 
less known. He is hidden in his Mas- 
ter’s fame; but such heroism as his 
must not be fokgotton. He came out 
‘of his retreat to visit the persecuted 
flocks ‘in Epgland. 5) great was the 
peril through which he passed that he 
was forced to change his clothing and 
name in every town. From place to 
Ince he went as & messenger of com- 

fort to the imperiled ones, and he 
found euch everywhere. ‘He did not 
escape. Arrested, imprisoned, not ac 
cepting deliverance by stealth, brought 
to wriat before jadgess instructed to con- 
demo bim, he too, was led to the stake. 
But the cause for which these men 
suffered took on abundant life. Two 
years after the martyrdom of Tyndale, 
an English Bible was not only allowed 
circulation, but wae by law placed for 
geners] use in every church in Eng 
mod. In the year 1589 four editions of 
the enlire Bole wera printed under 
royal patronage. 
The triumph appeared to be com- 

plete; but the time for full r:joicing 
had not come Four years later all 
Bibles were forbidden, acd perseca- 
tion relighted her fires. © The terrible 
years of (Qren Mary came; popery 
again grasped ill power, and Cranmer, 
Ridley and Latimer, Hooper, Bradford 
wnd Rogers prished. In less than four 
years pearly four hundred persons 
died under persecution, in prison or 
under torture or at the sake. Taken 
fr.m Bible reading and prayer, men 

and women were consumed in the 
flames, no longer one by one, bat in 
groups of three, seven, or even thirteen 
in one great fire. 

Thousands gathered around thrse 
fires to strengthen themselves by the 
martyrs’ fori ude and to comfort those 
who were to suffer death.

I wish to pay a tribute to the worth 
of my dear friend and brother, the late 
Rev. J. F. Barditt, of the Telugu Mis- 
sion in Indias. Bince the year 1881, 
when he jiined the Mission, I nave 
known him well, and the better I knew 
him:the mre I loved him and the more 
bigtty I esteemed him. He was a very 
faithful and conscientious man; as 
loyal to his Lord, to bis conscience, to 
trath and to doty as &ny man 1 ever 
saw. All such things ns time-serving, 

spesk frankly at therisk of cispleask: 
scme, but the more experience we 
have in this work the less do we sym- 
petbiz: with a mongrel membership in 
the Youog People’s societies. pa 
(rganizs the ycunsg members of the 
church and associate them for more 
effective. work is one thing, and in our 
opinion a vary exczllent thing, but to 
organiza within the church a society of 
young people of miscellaneous rela- 
tions, is quite another affair, and one 
with which we have little sympathy. 
. + . No one can servetwo masters, and 
only as there is unity of organization, 
doctrine and spirit, as between young 
people’s societies and the churches can 
there be singleness of service. Let us 
beware lest our good be evil spoken of 
and the light that is in us become 
darkness.” 
Another contributor wro'e an article 

upon “A Mongrel Membership,” in 
which these lines occur: “That it is 
none t00 soon to raise a ‘danger’ signal, 
is quite in line with our own convic- 
tious . . . Two fold are thesources 
of ‘danger’ along the lines pointed out 
in that editorial referred to. First, 
many young convertsare enlisting with 
us who have never so much as heard 
whether Baptists have peculiar doc- 
trines worth propogsting, and who ‘do 
not see why’ we suould be a peculiar 
people.  Azain, into the active mem- 
ship of very maay of our Young Peo: 
ple’s societies have been received those 
whose membership is ro. in a Baptist 
church. This ‘anomaly’ is becoming 
(we deem it has become) a more seri- 
ous matter to our Young People’s socie- 
ties than the wholesale naturalization 
of immigrants is to our national wel- 
fare, Shall not the ‘Javger' eign be 
raised right here? One of the funds 
mental ideas of the Baptist Young Peo- 
ple’s movement is that the Young Peo- 
ple's Bociety is a part of the local 
church fo which it exists. The sodlety 
in not simply connected with, nor does 
it merely belong to the church ; it fa a 
part of the church! Now, as your con. 
tributor says, ‘lo malotalo its true in- 
dependences and autonomy, the church 
needs must keep the standard of its 
membership where Ho placed it who 
knew the trne value of faint oralse.’ 
Just so! Who gives » Young People's 
society in a Baptist church the privi 
lege of having ‘a mongrel membership? 
What Baptist church has a right to per 
mit & ‘fraction, of ite membership to 
do that wobich the church as sn peor 2B.
