Paul's interpretation in Heb, 11: 23 37,
EXPLANATORY.

I. Mosrs. His AxcEsTRy.-V. 1
“And there went » man of the hcuse of
Levi.” His name wes Amram (Ex. 6
18,20). “Took 1o wile a daughter of
Levi.”” Jochebed (Num. 26: 59). A
descendant of Levi, not his immediate
daughter. Moses’ geneslogy 1s given
more fully in Ex. 6: 16 20

II. Moses. His EarLy CBILDHOOD.
—Vs. 24, 2. “And baw asn.” Tohere
were two older cbiliren,Miriam (15-20),
probablv eight or vine years cid, and
Asro~ (7: 2), who was three yesrs older
than Moses (7:7), and probsbly born
betore the edict r«quiriog mule chil-
dren to be destroy«d. “That he was a
goodly child.” Beuutiful to look upon,
“fair to God,” or “exceeding iwir,” as
. Stephen expressts it (Acts 7: 20).
“fhe hid bim three montbs,” i. e,
“kept him within the hcuse,— perhaps
even in the female apartments.

3. “S8he to k for bim an mk” A
small covered box or basket. Sne did
not make it then, but tock it for her
purpose. “Of bulrushes.” The papy-
rus plant. This is a strong growiog
rush, with & triangular stem, woich at-
tains the height of from 10 to 15 feet.
Tne Egyptian paper was made trom its
pith (our word *‘paper” is deris«d from
the word “papyras’’). The rush iisell
was used for varions purposes,—among
others for boat-building (Plin. N. H. 6:
29:7-16), as appesis from the monu-
ments. “And g:ubed it with slime
and with piteh,” Caron Cook thinks
the “slime” was the Nile mud which
beccme hard and tough, and w s here
used to bind the fyru- reeds to-

ether. But the worg‘ s the same 8s
that used in Gen. 14 : 10 for “slime” in
the pits of the vale of Bodom. Both
the original words seem to refer to
mioeral pitch, the first to the substance
in its hard state, the second tothesame
substance in its liquid state. “And she
1aid it in the flags.” The “flags" were
the suph, whith given the Hebrew
name to the Red Bea, Yam Bupb, sea
of weeds. It mesns we'ds acd the
smaller rushes “By the river's
brink ”’ That is the branch of the Nile
on which the capital Tanis was boilt.
It was the only bravch which was not
infested with alligatcrs.

From
the Egyptian monuments we learn that
this daughter wasNeflcr-arl,who was frst
r and then the wife of Rameses
To wash’' Bathe. The women of
Egypt are now kept jealously sec.uded
in harems, and it is n: t customary fer
them to bathe in the Nile. But Wil-
kinson has shown that the women of
ancient Egypt were quiie unrestrained,
and bad hoerty to aesociate with men
as women in Christian countries now
do. He has also shown that bathing
in the river was a common practice
with .them ; and he givis from the
monuments & representation of an
Egyytian bathing scene—a lady with
four servants, who attend upon her to
assist. “At the river” This shows
that the royal residence at this
time must have been near & branch of
the Nile not infested by crocodiles, or
the child would not have been exposed
nor would the princess have bathed
there; therefore not near Memphis.
There and other considrrations point
to Zoan, Tanis, now Bim, the'ancient

Avaris, where erocodiles are never
found. “Walked along by the river's
side”” While the princess bathed.

Hence the discovery of the ark was not
made by them, but by the princess
herself, a providential circumstance,
as it led her to » personal interest in
the babe.
6. “And, bshold, the babe wept.”
More exactly, “And low! a weeping
boy.”
